Junaid Hasan was third. The first
position in Dadu District was also
won by our Cadet Zaman Bhatti.
They have all been awarded merit
scholarhips by the Board of Interm-
ediate and Seconday Education,
Hyderabad.

Besides this, 11 Cadets obtained
distinction in 7 subjects out of 7.
There were 93 distinctions in English
80 in Urdu /Sindhi, 58 in Mathematics
39 in Physics, 67 in Chemistry, 58 in
Optionals and 29 in Islamiyat.

Out of 115 Cadets who were sent
up for the Board Examination 106
passed in Ist Division and 9 in Second
Division.

Petaro boys had also the honour
of winning the Ist and 3rd positions
in the H.S.C. examination; pre-Eng-
ineering group.

Our achievements in sports are
too well known to bear repetition
here. We won the President’s Shield
in the Inter-Cadet Colleges gports
Tournament for four years, consec-
utively, with the result that our old
rivals from Hasan Abdal, Jhelum,
Sargodha and Kohat, who used to
be such keen participanis in the
tournament, decided to back cut from
it altogether. There has not been any
I.C.CS.T. for the last three years.
This year, we are going to Hasan
Abdal to play some friendly matches
there.

This year 117 Cadets were admi-
tted to VIII Class on the basis of a
competitive examination held in the
months of March and April. Earnest
efforts were made to give maximum
opportunity to candidates from the
rural areas of our Province. I am
glad to say that the response was
good. Next year, we propose to send
deputations of our teachers to schools
in far flung areas of Sind with in-
formative literature about this college
so that more and more Sindhi boys
are able to benefit from the opport-
unities offered here.

A proposal for re-opening of Pre-
paratory VII Class for boys from the
rural areas of Sind has been sent to
the Government of Sind. It is awaiting
the approval of the Finance Depar-
tment. If the proposal is accepted
more boys from the villages of Sind
will be able to get admission to this
institution.

N-Cadet Scheme
Under this scheme cadets after
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passing the S.S.C. examination 2
tested for fitness for service in th
Navy. Those found fit and clear€
by the 1.S.S.B. are enrolled as n
Cadets. All the expenses of the€l
education for two years till the H.S.C
examination are borne by the Pakis
tan Navy. We have at present I

Visualization:

One must be able to make a men-
tal picture of the problems and con-
centrate on it. It is unfortunate that
most people are 10 percent efficient
in visualization, i.e. at forming and
remembering mental pictures.
Manipulation of mental images:

The ability to manipulate and re-
arrange mental pictures, enables one
to avoid a great deal of the labour
involved in solving a problem and
one must re-arrage them until one
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can see his way to a successful con-
clusion.
Retention of mental pictures:

A mental picture can only be use-
ful if it is accurate; hence one must
exercise great care in forming it and
one finds it necessary to refresh
mental pictures a few times to ““make
them stick.”

Systematic thinking and sensible
reasoning:

Mostly solutions require systema-
tic thinking, an ability that is extremely
useful inany business or profession.
Choosing how to start solving a prob-
lem is often half the battle, for most
problems require careful examination
of the facts and good judgement in
deciding how to start. In order to
make full use of reasoning ability,
one must proceed systematically in
attempting a solution.

Concentration and Endurance:

If one can concentrate on the given
data of a problem and one does not
give up the efforts for finding a sol-
ution, then surely a careful survey
may lead to some new method of
solving it and that is called ingenious
or original Thus igenuity, cleverness
and originality enable a person to

accomplish what to others may se€!
impossible.

Conclusion:

There is nothing so wonderful @
the human mind, the miracle of I
memory; its understanding, its abilit
to reason and to deduce. It shou!
be a source of much personaj sati
faction to the individual student t
come toclose grips with his own min¢
to become aware of those ments
skills which he has developed, an
to follow the training of his mind &
an efficient, delicately controlled im:

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What is Drama?

What is drama? If this question
is put to us, we may fail to give the
correct definition of drama off hand
although most of us use the term
‘drama’ in our every day life. We
daily listen to such sentences as:
““His dramatic appearance in the ele-
venth hour,”” The dramatic ending
of the cricket match between Austr-
alia and West Indies,” ‘““The speaker
dramatized the speech in the Natio-
nal Assembly” and similar other
sentences we hear and use in every
day life. But. we have never tried
to think as to why it is so. In fact
every one of us, consciously or
unconsciously, is a drama artiste.
We are performing our roles on the
stage of this life. Our circumstancs
are supplying material for the plot
of nur life; our clash with other men
and women creates conflict and
complications and the story of our
life-drama finishes after resolution -
reconciliation or destruction.

Jife of human-beings through action
which is called drama . It was George
Bernard Shaw, who once in an intr-
oduction to Plays Pleasent said:
“The Modern Kaiser, dictator, Presi-
dent or Prime Minster is nothing if
not an effective actor.” I think none
would disagree with Shaw. This
reminds me of the historical speech
of the late Patras Bokhari in the
U.N. Security Council. when the
question of the independence of
Tunisia was under discussion. France,
Britain and other followers of the
Western block did not want that the
question should come even under
discussion. Hence by hook or crook
they manipulated the situation in
such a way that even two-third
majority could not be won to bring
this matter under discussion. This
attitude on the part of colomal
powers gave a mixed feelings of sorrow
and anger to Bokhari. He openly
criticised Britain and France and in
his anguish, he termed callousness on
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the part of France, Britain and others
as the most unkindest cut of all”.
This sentence created sensation in
the American press next dav. The
comments were “Prof. Bokhari made
a grammatical blunder. We can’t ex-
pect such a blunder from a man of
Rokhari’s calibre.”” When the third
day Bokhari spoke he referred to
the criticism smilingly and said: I
was referring to Shakespeare’s Julius
Caesar”. Again Z.A. Bhutto’s historical
speech in the U.N. during 1965, in
which he promised to fight for one
thousand years, is an excellent exam-
ple of drama in real Iife. Similarly,
the speeches of late Sir Winston
Churchill, Quaid-i-Azam’s speeches
in the days of struggle for freedom
by the Muslims, appealed to the
people, intensified the awareness of
Muslims to their actual problems.
This was all drama.

Now, technically speaking, drama
is such a vast subject that I cannot
possibly deal with all the aspects of
drama in this short essay. I shall
simply deal with its definition. Drama
is a Narrative in dialogue form
whether of prose, poetry or music
which is meant for theatrical perfom-
ance. It is compound art in which
the literary element is organically
bound up with the elements of stage-
setting and histrionic interpretation.
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The Novel is independent of th\tL
secondary acts It is as a critic F\I‘x:
it ‘“a pocket theatre”, contain'
within itself not only plot and act,
but also costume, scenery, and '
the other accessories of drama'
representation.

Hudson, the drama is the most r
orous form of literary act, wh’
prose fiction is the loosest. The Nov
is generally written to be read, whi
the drama is designed for represert
ation by actors, who impersonate t¥
characters of its story. While tk
Novel relates and reports, the dram
imitates by action and speech. Th
Novelist has another facility that fror
time to time he gives analysis of th
characters, state of mind, observation
on the situations and his own comme
ntories. But all these aids to th
imagination are absent from th
script of a play and, as a critic put
it, “what is left in a skeleton withou

flesh and blood.”
Now here comes the function o

the stage. This skeleton will b
verified on the stage. The actor
supported by light, properties anc
background, fills it out with life
Now while the Novelist’s range o
imagination is vast and he can dea
with any imaginable time,- past, pres
ent or future- and can describe aboy
anything that he imagines, the drama.
tist is tightly restricted to only suct




words, deeds and characters as actors
can represent on stage, He must leave
everything to the actors, the greatest
drawback being, that he cannot stop
the action to whisper into his audien-
ce’s ear. What the hero is thinking,
for the actor alone can speak.

The Novelist can expect his readers
to spend many hours over his work,
but a playwright cannot possibly
expect a playing time of more than
three hours. This limitation of time,
of course, emphasises for a greater
unification on the stage. It won’t be
worng to say that in this respect a
play is more like a short story, which
does not digress.

No doubt, the dramatist suffers
from limitations of the drama, but
once the dramatist is capable of over-
coming them, the same limitations
become advantageous.

Shakespeare, for example, combined
in him the qualities of a dramatist,

actor and producer. To him the
reaction of the audience and the
degree of co-operation that could be
evoked were also an essential part
of the process. As he was handicapped
due to the limitation of the Elizabe-
than stage, he evolved certain methods
to overcome the difficulty. As in the
chorus of Henry V, the audience were
called upon in so many words to
exercise their imaginative powers.

In this way, drama is the total
effort, the event, that is brought into
being by the actors on the stage
within an auditorium, before an
audience. It is thus an outcome of
the joint efforts of playwright, actor,
stage, technician, producer and audie-
nce. It is a creative work of imagin-
ation. Its essential part, however, is
not created by the playwright but by
the actor. Gestures, inarticulate cries,
facial expressions, etc, are what move
is in the theatre.

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Technique of
Football

Football is one of the most popular
games in the world, [t is both inter-
esting and thrilling at the same time,
and that is why, it has an immense
appeal and has attracted numerous
fans all over the world. It is the
simplest of games and requires only
a football. As it is Comparatively |ess
€xpensive, it has become the game
of the common man.

In Football, the qualities that co-
unt the most are intelligence, prese-
nce of mind, agility, boldness to aft-
ack, and to defend the attack with
balance and skill, which can only be
achieved through applying the whole
body- chest, head, abdomen, thighs
legs and feet, €xcept hands, in the
play.

Byt dribbling is o
a4 good practice and it should oply
be resorted to whep it is inevitaple.
Passes are always given between the
gaps, which are a must to be made
in the game, otherwise it loses j;s
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charm. If left-in has the ball, it be-
comes the duty of the centre-forward
and the left-out especially. to make
gaps by dodging the defenders, thus
disrupting the defence line. Once the
defence fails, it becomes quite easy
for the attackers tc achieve their
objective. It the ball goes to one of
the wingers. it requires quickness and
agility on his part to avail of the
opportunity to penetrate as deep in-
side as he can and then shoot a cross.
Now his duty is over and if the cross
is perfect no doubt, the goal is
scored.

Stamina. speed, skill and physical
fitness are absolutely essential for
a good footballer. Stamina and speed
enable him to attack swiftly and bri-
skly while skill helps him to tackle
the attacks to snatch the ball away
from him.

Uptill now we have discussed so-
lely the game. It should be borne in
mind that mental attitude may hamper
a lot in the development of a first-
rate footballer. A player must control
his sentiments in the game and sho-
uld be ever ready to accept the con-
sequences of his struggle with an
open heart. Victory is nobody’s mo-
nopoly and even if one is defeated,
he should accept his defeat with spor-

ting spirit and dignity. This is the
basic training which should be imp-
arted to the player because without
it, he can never be a successful player.
Every defeat brings experience because
one tries to find out the mistakes he
made and avoids them in future.

The faci is that more Importance
should be attached to honesty, cour-
tesy, patience and fortitude. These are
the qualities which inculcate a spirit
of sportsmanship in the mind of a pl-
ayer. Games are a source of discover-
ing the hidden potentialities of man
in the best possible way, and if this
course is not adopted, it may adver-
sely affect his personality.

Coaching and training in this reg-
ards is indispensable if we do not
coach our children from the very beg-
inning. If we acquaint them with the
alphabets of football from the child-
hood and teach them more and more
giving them required practice regularly,
they can become great players tomo-
rrow. Preliminary coaching may be
imparted to the children between the
age-group of 8 to 12 years. If this
formula is followed rigidly, excellent
players may be produced in a very
short span of time. In short, as you
can see, it requires continuous prac-

tice with full devotion, to make an
ideal player of football.
