WHAT IS DRAMA7—

Surprise and Reversal (III)

In our last article, we threw some
light on the role of ‘conflict’ in mak-
ing the plot of a play interesting and
appealing to the readers or audience.
Another important Technique that
requires discussion is ‘Suprise and
Reversal.” The dramatist creates
certain  situations through various
episudes in the ealier scenes of the
play but in the end there is a sudden
volte-face in the situations. Similarly
actors behave in a cerlain manner; on
the basis of their behaviour, their
associations with other actors and
their peculiar gestures, the readers
form certain opinion about them, but
suddenly they are taken aback when
the same characters behave in a totally
different way in the last part of the
play. By creating such reverse situa-
tions and exploiting the idiosyncracies
of actors the dramatist tries to give
maximum surprise to readers. Another

device, which is closely linked with
surprise, is ‘suspense’, but we shall
discuss this element in some other
issue of our college Magazine. The
combination of these three elements—
suspense, surprise and reversal causes
a lot of sensation among the audience.

Of all the playwrights, George
Bernard Shaw is the most prominent
for using this technique of surprise
and reversal. In his Candida. we have
Morell, a clergyman, whose wife 1is
loved by Marchbanks, a boy of 18,
The disclosure of this fact to the
clergy, as well as the readers causes
extreme surprise. Mosell’s attitude
towards Marchbanks is indicative of
his sudden reaction to this sad revel-
ation. At the same time, Candida’s
attachment to Marchbanks is even
more surprising. How Morell tries to
send Marchbank off, while candida
compels him to stay on till Tunch,

is not only surprising butalso intere-
sting. Marchbank’s words: **1 am the
happiest creature of the world” and
Morell's remark: “So was | sometime
before™ adds comic element to the
play. In fact, unless one goes through
the last act of the play, one has the
impression that Candida will most
probably desert Morell. But in the
end, the tables are turned to the
sheer astonishment of the readers.
In shaws Arms and the Man also
this element has been skilfully utilised
upto the end, the reader is not quite
sure whether Raina is really in love
with Bluntschli or Sergius. Sergius
interest in the maid-servant is extre-
mely ‘non-sensical’. In the last act
of the play, climax is nicely built
up by this element of surprise and
reversal. Bluntschli comnes to return
the coat to Raina, but his attitude
does not clearly indicate. whether he
is interested in her or not. The way
he poses himself as married to save
the situation and adopts ‘reversal’
in the end, is the very essence of
the whole play. The reaction it leaves
on Petoff is even more interesting.
Petoff goes in search of the coat, but
is disappointed, However, afierwards,
the maid-servant brings the same coat
quickly. Sergius challenges Bluntschli

to fight but withdraws his challenge,
Due to this reversal and surprise,
the play ends happily.

Again in Shaws, Widower’s House
the hero is in love with the heroine
and wants to marry her. The marriage
is arranged but the whole situation
is suddenly reversed because of a
paliry reason. Saratorious wants to
give money to his daughter, Blunche,
but the hero 1s not willing to accept
it on the ground that it comes out
of the mortgaged property, though he
himself is earning his money through
interest. This very controversy leads
to the breaking of relations belween
the two lovers, In the end, however,
the situation is again reversed and
the play ends in comedy.

The above-mentioned illustrations
clearly establish the wvalue of the
Technique of ‘surprise and reversal.’
It must, however, be noted that the
use of this Technique is not a child’s
play. The greater crafltsman a play-
wright is, the better he knows how
to utilise this technique. Many dram-
atists like walsh have tried to take
advantage of this technique but none
has exploited it as superbly as Shaw.
In our next article of the series we
shall touch the Technique of ‘suspense
and dramatic irony’.

I= Air power means the use of
the air to enforce the natiopal will. It
includes the air forces themselves and
all those things upon which airforces
directly or indirectly depend.

2- The concept of using the air
in the battle is not very old. The
first aeroplane left the ground in 1903
and air power was used for the first
time in the First World War (1914-
1918), although, in an ancillary capa-
city. But since the Second World
War, the world has realized the im-
portance of air power after witnessing
the destruction of Hiroshima and
Nagasaki as nuclear bombs can be
most effectively delivered from the
air and hence a new potential has
been added to air-power. As a result,
air-power has become a determining
factor in the modern warfare and the
three Services today must be moulded
to a platform which is primarily
determined by the air factor,

Composition of the Air Force:

There are six main components of
a balanced air force: namely, the
bomber force, air defence, tactical air
force, maritime force, transport force
and reconnaissance.

The Bomber Force:

The primary agent of air power
is a weapon system capable of deli-
vering enormous fire power over long
distances and at present the basic
vehicle is the manned bomber. The
secret of succesful air operations lies
in adopting an offensive strategy and
achieving the ability to strike directly
at objectives in the heart of an enemy
country which is only possible by
long range bombers capable of taking
enormous fire power. Bombers can
be used strategically for destroying
air-fields, oil depots, ammunition stores
military bases, vital industries, com-
munication centres and tactically

against enemy ships military forma-
tions, tanks and heavy guns. The
capability of bombers to drop nuclear
bombs can prove to be highly devas-
tating and decisive,

Air Defence:

Defence against air attack is one
of the primary functions of an air
force. The term ‘air defence’ embraces
all the measures designed to nullify
or reduce the effectiveness of attacks
by hostile air-cralt or guided missiles,
There are two main aspects of air
defence, active and passive, Active air
defence is the concern of the fighting
services and aims at diverting the
attacking air-craft and guided missiles
away [rom the targets while passive
air defence only aims at minimizing
the effect of hostile air action. The
main componentsofa highly organized
air defence system are the following:-

ta) Control and reporting (C&R)
system.

(b) Interceptor fighter aircralt.

(c) Surface to-air guided weapons.

(d) Concealment and deception.

(e) Anli-arcraft guns,

(f) Civil defence.

Tactical Air Force:

In a limited war, 1actical air [orces
are the principal irstruments of air

power in the land bartile. Air forces
can contribute to the destruction of
enemy land forces in two broad ways:
by direct support and by indirect
support of friendly ground forces:-

Direct Support:

As the term applies, direct support
consists of direct intervention in
the land battle, This air interven-
tion may take several forms such
as close air suppori, air reconnai-
ssance or tactical air transport
support and it may be used offen-
sively to support an advance or
defensively to ecounter an enemy
attack. Direct Support, however,
is only likely to be available to
any degree after a favourable air
situation has been established.

Indirect Support:
Indirect Support is designed to
influence land operations indirectly
by attacking the targets outside
the battle area with the object of
paralyzing movement or harassing
the enemy.

Maritime air forces:

Maritime air forces share with the
Navy the responsibility for the con-
trol of sea communications. The
maritime squadrons are used for atta-
cking the enemy naval forces, mer.

chant shipping and for reconnaissance
and sea-mining.

Transport force:

Air transport has to peform two
main functions, one strategic and the
other tactical. The strategic role invo-
Ives the administrative movement of
personnel and equipment and supplies.
This is undertaken by long range
transport force. In the 1tactical role
the tasks are airborne assault, air
transported operations, tactical air
supply and casually evacuation. In
peace time regular flights of transport
air-craft are wused for conveying
equipment and men.

Reconnaissance:

Accurate and timely knowledge of
enemy movemenis has always been

an 1mportant factor in war. There are
various possible sources of intelligence
information but once war has started
the main source of information is
air-reconnaissance, photographic, elect-
ronic and visual. The effectiveness
of all operations depends to a large
extent on the amount of information
that can bz obtained about the enemy.

Conclusion:

Air power will play a cardinal role
in the future wars of the world as
these ware will not be fought with
traditional weapons but nuclear wea-
pons are expecied to be used. It is,
therefore, necessary that air factor
should be given top priority in the
defence planning of every nation,

We
look back at the achicvements of the
cadets in studies and in sports and
other extra-curricular activities, and
the parents and the teachers alike
share the joy of their success.

You have seen their performance
in Drill, Physical Training, Gymnas-
tics, Riding. etc. and [ dare say you
have been impressed. It only remains
for me to recount some of their achie-
vements in studies and sports. 1 am
glad to say that the performance of
our cadets in the Board examinations,
has always been top-class. There never
has been a year when Petaro hoys
haven’t won several top-most positions
and the highest number of first classes
and the most numerous distinctions
in various subjects, Last year, we sent
up 108 boys for the S 8.C. examination
91 passed in first division, 16 in second
division. As many as six boys obta-
ined eighty per cent marks. There
were 62 distinctions in English, 31 in
Mathematics, 37 in Physics, 27 in
Chemistry, 12 in Biology, 15 in Geome-
trical and Technical drawing and 27
in Applied Electricity. In the last
mentioncd subject every single boy
got distinction marks, the lowest being
79% and the highest 939%,.
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For the H S.C. examination, 91 boys
were sent up: 56 passed in first divi-
sion, 29 i second division. In the
pre-medical group of the same exam-

ination, 25 oul of 31 passed in first
division,
The first position among all the

colleges »n the pre-engineering exam-
ination won by Cadet [rfan
Shehryur and the third position by
Cadet Syed Akhtar Kamal Sami. Cadet
Abdul Qayvvum got the (irst position
in Dadu District in the S.8.C (Science
Group) examimation,

In the field of sports the achieve-
ments ol our boys are too well known
to bear repetition here. We have got
very good teams in Hockey, Football,
Cricket, Basket-ball, Athletics, Swi-
mming, Shooting, Tennis, Badminton,
Squash, Table-Tennis and Boxing.
But our effort is to give every cadet
full opportunity to achieve excellence
in one or more of the major sports,
there are numerous play-grounds
where the boys must play for one
hour every evening. In addition to
this, coaching camps are held for a
number of weeks, each vear, where
promising players are trained by exp-
erts. Master Abdul Aziz, the national
cricket coach is invited every year to
coach our boys for two or three wee-
ks. The result of this training is that

our boys are such good cricketers
that they can beat easily any team of
their own age-group.

Inter-House Competitions are held
in various sports and games every year.
Last December we had, for the first
time, an Inter-House Sporis Festival
spread over ten days. All day the boys
participated in the festival with great
enthusiasm and with a spirit of keen
competition. In the evenings there
were indoor games, quiz, spellingbee,
extempore speeches, a musical concert
and a variety performance. The boys
thus had a very enjoyable time after
their first terminal examination.

One of thenewest sports introdu-
ced in the college is sailing. This has
been possible by the generosity of
the Chief of the Naval Staff, who is
also the Chairman of the Board of
Governors of this college. He gave
us some dinghies and an assault boat
with two out-board motors. Sailing
is a very exhilarating sport and our
cadets taking advantage of the nea-
rness of the Indus, which is a close
neighbour, have acquired much skill
in that sport.

Besides sports, as the parents are
well aware, there are a large number
of hobbies which the boys pursue
with enthusiasm. You have visited
this morning the exhibition put on
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by the cadets. You must have seen
that these hobbies are serving a useful
purpose.

The main object of this college is
to produce intellectually and physic-
ally well-equipped young men, who
after some further training should be
able 10 take their places as leaders
in the military and civil spheres of
our country. The college has contin-
ued to fulfil this purpose ever since
its modest beginning as a sapling
planted in the heart of the desert.
We started with bare thirty cadets
herded together, largely by the tireless
effort of Mr. A, M Nizamani, the
then Director of Education of Sind,
who still remains an enthusiastic pat-
ron of the college even in his retire-
ment. Several of these thirty pioneer
cadets later joined the Army, the
Navy or the Air Force. Lieut. Z.A.
Shah, the present Adjutant of the
college is one of these pionsers. The
college is proud of him and he in his
turn is proud of being a Petarian.

The threz forces by now are
full of officers initially trained by
Petaro. ..........cc.oee... Some of them
have brought great honour to their
Alma Mater by winning laurels at the
Military Academies and by their gall-
antry in action. Most of those who
did not join the forces are also doing

well as engineers, doctors and in other
spheres of civil life. '
Naturally, the college being whay
it 1S, most parents are anxious (o send
their  children to Petaro. They
are welcome to do so, but in a fair

way. It is wrong 1o think that their
children must get admission to this

college by hook or by crook. There
15 a fair compstition. Let the boys
compete and thosz who do really well
must have preferene over those who
do not do so weil. Then it must be
remembered that there is a rural. urban
quota for each division of the Sind
Province. However, evean [rom
the rural areas only the b:st boys
can be selected. The Guardians of
the Gates of Petaro must ask the
question, ‘Does your son deserve to
enter?”  If the answer is ‘yes’, he is
welcome, otherwise not.

We propose to start a small
class for local boys only, [rom the
next session, i. e. August 1975. The
buildings needed are under construct-
ion. The funds at yur disposal are
insufficient but we have asked for
more from the Government, and if
they are forthcoming, the works will
be completed in time and the new

class will be started. ‘
There are many more things | might

speak about but I believe | must now
conclude my meandering speech with

" SAILING

Sailing is one of the most exhilara-
ing sports _eecently stdaiikd it ums
college. The Navy has been kind
enough to spare six dinghies and an
assault boat with outboard engines
for us. We have the advantage of
the Indus for sailing. which other
Cadet Colleges do not have.

Sailing, now-a-days, has become
a common sport all over the world,
though it is still in developing stages
in Pakistan. WNevertheless, Captain
Z.U. Chaudhry of Pakistan Navy is
a sailor who has taken part in
Olympic sailing.

In the olden days, sailing was only
done by big ships either for the
purpose of war, or overseas trade,
“Victory™, Admiral Nelson's warship
is a fine example of the warships
built in those days. Francis Drake,

in his “Cr% uw-1aind™, sailed around
the world.

In those days, the science of
Aerodynamics,etc. was not known.
The lack of this knowledge, surpris-
ingly, affected sailing. The types of
sails used were square in shape. They
hung from a bamboo which could
be hoisted up the masts. The other
two ends were held by ropes and the
sail drove the ship if the wind was
coming from behind. If the ship had
to go south and the wmds were
blowing from South to North, the
ships were stranded for days and

even weeks waiting for the wind to
change.

Nowadays, a traingular sail is
used. It is known as the “LATEEN
SAIL"”. The shape of the hull of the
boat is such that it is pushed forward
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due to the action of the wind and
the reaction of water. This method
of shaping the hull is known as
“STREAMLINING"”. Due to these
improvements the boal can travel at
an angle to the wind in the opposite
direction. This angle is at the
maximum 45°,

For this reason a boat wind start-
ing from A has totake a zig-zag
course to reach B if it is travelling
against the wind.

There are many other [actors
which affect the sailboat. A sail
boat travelling with the tide gets an
advantage but a boat travelling against
the tide or the current is thrown
back. This effect is known as the
drift. Sailors not allowing a course
in which a few degrees are reserved
for drift, have been thrown milesoff the
traget by the drift. In order to
check this effect,the boat is supplied
with an oblong piece of flat iron in the
centre which can supply lateral
resistance by the effect of water on
it and helps to check the drift. Its
other main function is to keep the
boat weighed in the céntre so as to
keep it balanced. It can be lowered
in and out into water. It also helps
when the boat is “CLOSE HAULED"
or travelling into the wind.

There are many classes of sail-
boats. Some are used for cruising or
long distance races. They have the
maximum area of sail they can hold.
As they are quite large in sjze, the
sails have to be big so as to give
the boat speed. The ¢xample of such
a boat is the SOILING. The other
boats are smaller in dimensions but
are very agile. They are used for
only small distances. Example of such
hoats are Dinghies, Catamaran, Trim-
aran, etc.

People, now-a-days, think that a
sail boat has the usual hull and a
sail. But some boats like the catam-
aran have only two ski-like projec-
tions joined by a small link. These
ski-like outriggers help -to increase
stability and there is less water resi-
stance as they expose less area to
the water, High-powered motor boats
are also constructed on this principle
known as “HYDROFOILS”.

Sailing, therefore, as a whole, is
very interesting. One can neither
perform it by brute strength nor wits
alone. One has to have a little of
both. Sailing also is done without
any use of fuel or energy. It has the
advantage that one can get as much
wind as one likes free-of cost. But
what if there is no wind ?7!!??
