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THE GREATEST LEADER

Ex-Cadet Mohd. Siddique Memon

The father of the Nation Quaid-e-Azam Mohammad Ali Jinnah
founded Pakistan and thus placed himself in the best of greatmen like
Washington, Lenin, and Ataturk. In a way, his personality was unique
because while others assumed leadership of traditionally well-defined
nations, and led them to freedom, he created a nation out of a minority.
Moreover, he established a cultural and national home for it.

The Agha Khan III considered him ‘“the greatest man’ he ever
met. Beverly Nicholas (Author of verdict on India) called him ‘‘the most
important man in Asia’ and Dr. Kailashnath Katju (a leading member of
Indian National Congress) described him as ‘“‘an outstanding figure of this
century not in India only, but in the whole world”’. George Marshall
called him ‘“a leader unique among men’’ and Sarat Chandra Bose thought
him ‘‘great as a lawyer, great as a congressman, great as a leader of
moslems, great as a world politician and diplomat and the greatest of
all as a man of action”’.

Clement Attlee, Sir Staford Cripps and Lord Pathick Lawrence, who
had to deal with him during the last phase of the British rule in India also
testified to the unswerving devotion the “honesty of his convictions’ and

the “clarity of his purpose”.

Underlying all these tributes is, of course, the central theme of his
achievement in the creation of Pakistan,



The Indian Moslem was a product of two worlds Islam and
Hinduism which in themselves were distinct and separate, even divergent.
Though his social and physical contact with India was strong (or more
accurately Hinduism) over the centuries the Indian Moslems, by remaining
steadfast to his original inspiration, developed a distinct individuality of
his own. Insofar as he was indianized he had become a distinct group
in the world of Islam; insofar as he was a moslem he was distinct group
in India He had his connections with two worlds - the world of Tslam
and the world of India.

For all his idealism, Mr. Jinnah was a very realistic man. He had the
elasticity of temper and the courage of conviction to change his political
creed in his mid-sixties; after more than 30 years of dedication and the
service of ideal of Hindu-Moslem unity.

It was his prescience and idealism (tempered with unshrinking realism),
intellectual vigour, unfaltering faith and robust common sense that enabled
him not only to remain in the mainstream of Indian Moslem history, but
also to ensure its course, from being deflected into the backwaters of Hindu
nationalism. And unlike most of his predecessors and contemporaries he
not only knew what he wanted, but how to get it.

Paakistan conceived by Mr. Jinnah had provided the one answer that
Indian moslems had been seeking all along: it met the dictates of two
equally important elements in Indian Islam. Not only was the Pakistan
demanded to ensure for Indian moslems a destiny different from them and
independent of Hindu-India. It was also to make safe for Islam an impor-
tant segment of the moslem world. This was a translation, in practical
terms of what Allama Igbal had declared: ““for the present, every Moslem
nation must sink into her own deeper self, temporarily focus her vision on
herself alone, until all are strong and powerful to form a living family of
republics’’. :

In a similar vein Mr. Jinnah was to exhort the Indian moslems. “only
one thing can save the moslems and energize them to regain their lost
ground. They must first recapture their souls and standby their lofty



position and principles which form the basis of their unity, and which bind
them in one body politic™.

That explains why the response of Pakistan, elicited, was so astonishing
in its extent, exuberance, and depth, whereas the earlier movements had
failed to touch some important segments of moslem community, the response
to the Pakistan ideal was encompassing; it was pervasive, comprehensive
and all embracing.

In more than one sense, however, the response was a tribute to Mr.
Jinnah, his clarity of thinking, his breath of vision, his gripping realism.
To take one instance: he defined Pakistan not in abstract language of
Philosophy or in dialectics, but like Lincoln, in the simple and straight
forward language of the common madn. Likewise, it fell upon Mr: Jinnah
to bring the concept of moslem nationhood itself (which had for almost a
century prior to him remained somewhat vague, elusive) in tangible terms.

M. Jinnah’s greatness lay in the compromise he brought between the
demands of Pan-Islamism and the dictates of nationalism, between the
Indian Moslem legacy in Politics and the harsh realities of the mid 20th
century Indian situation. It lay in his capacity to temper such an essen-
tially romantic ideal was that of Islamic State in th's mid-20th century in
the dull fire of realism and to have it so firmly rocted to the soil as to
make it practicable.

If you want to raise the prestige and
greatness of Pakistan, you must not fall a
victim to any pressure, but do your duty as
servants to the people and the state, fearlessly
and honestly

Igbal Azim and his ‘Mizrab’

With the publication of Prof.
Igbal Azim’s Mizrab a new star has
been discovered on the firmament of
Urdu poetry. Whoever reads this
beautiful collection of poems, that
are the outpouricgs of an extremely
sensitive heart, and has a sensitive
heart of his own, cannot but exclaim
with Keats:

“Then felt I like some watcher
of the skies

When a new planet swims into
his Ken...”

Igbal Azim has, while preserving
the intrinsic quality of the Urdu Gazal,
given it a new dimension. He has
employed it for purposes other than
the traditional ones of expressing
thoughts of love with its many splen-
dours, pangs of separation, feelings of
jealousy, rivalry and envy, emotions
of piety and devotion, pleasures of
drinking both real and symbolic,
moods of wisdom and folly, states of

awareness and oblivion, etc., etc. He
sings sweetly but there is in his songs
note not merely of sadness but of
protest and warning as well. He looks
at the sorrows of his countrymen,
at the follies committed and the enor-
mous penalties paid for those follies,
and his heart aches within him. He
strikes a note of warning, he remon-
strates but the voice is clearly that
of a well-wisher and the remonstrance
that of a kind-hearted father. His
poetry is largely a criticism of life
but in a somewhat different sense
from that of Mathew Arnold. One
striking trait of Igbal Azim’s chara-
cter as seen even in his purely love
lyrics, is that he is highly selfrespect-
ing. There is no trace of the tradi-
tional meekness and humility in his
love poetry. He appreciates beauty
intensely, loves passionately, but keeps
a watch on his heart and would never
let it be dishonoured or disgraced. -

Igbal Azim has suffered much since
his youth. He had hardly finished his
education when he lost both his
parents, in quick succession, and he
was saddled with the responsibility of
providing bread to his seven brothers
and sisters and that too in the mid-
30’s, when the spectre of unemploy-
ment stajked the streets of the sub-
continent. He fought against the
heaviest odds and won a certain
degree of victory. While the fight
was still on, he not only completed
his education but also went on com-
posing poetry and his lyrics of even
those early days are remarkably
beautiful.

When independence came, Igbal
Azim migrated to East Pakistan.
There, after a brief interval of com-
paratively tranquil life, misfortune
struck him again. His beloved wife
fell seriously ill and after a prolonged
illness died, leaving broken-hearted
Igbal to bring up three small chiidren,
to whom he had now to be both
father and mother. He met this chal-
lenge too courageously, he went on
discharging his responsibilities with-
out deserting literature and poetry,
but misfortune had marked him for
his own. His strenuous labours with
the pen cost his his eye-sight.

This was ‘the most unkindest cut
of all’, but Igbal Azim did not
way to despair or dejection and
not dismayed. The loss of eye-sight
served only to light a few more can-
dles in his heart and lend some more
colour to his poetry.

Igbal Azim had given his heart
and soul to East Pakistan but the
holocaust of 1971, in his beloved
second homeland, left his heart cruelly
lacerated. Several of his verses bear
testimony to it. After a number of
unsettled years, he is now leading a
quiet life in a secluded corner of

busy Karachi.

What is Drama? - Suspense (iv)

In our last article of the series
we discussed the technique of ‘surprise
and reversal’ in drama. Another
important element, which is closely
linked with this technique, is suspense.
Suspense is the very essence of a
successful  plot. The play-wright
exploits this technique to arouse the
curiosity of the readers or spectators
to the maximum. The success of a
plot, therefore, depends on how much

the writer can invite the concentra-
tion of the spectators. The play
becomes more and more engrossing
if the technique of suspense is adriotly
utilised in the play. Suspense means
‘“uncertainty about news, events dec-
isions, etc’”.

‘<] am going to disclose a good
news after twentyfour hours”. This
is what the Indian Defence Minister,
Mr Chavan, said to the Indian Parlia-
ment in September, 1965, immediately
after the Indian forces had attacked
Lahore. The curiosity of the members
of the parliament was aroused culm-
inating into anxiety and impatience.
The suspense was however, broken
after almost thirtysix hours when the
news came that the ‘“Pakistan Armed
Forces have started resisting”. The
element of suspense was superbly
utilised by Prime Minister Bhutto
(then President Bhutto) in the best

interest of Pakistan when the provisi-
onal constitution of Pakistan was
passed and immediately after that
there was an announceément by Mr.
Bhutto that ¢Martial law 1is being
lifted”.

Alfred Hitchcock in his screen
play ¢ Chase the crooked shadow”
has made the cine-goer, spell-bound
by creating suspense at every stage.
One can’t afford to lose one’s con-
centration from the story even for a
single moment, and when the suspense
is broken the cinema fan is taken
aback; There is a man, who has been
trying to convince his sister that he
is her real brother. The sister on the
other hand, is least convinced. She

recollects her past, the days she passed
with her brother, the games they
played, the photographs they had to-
gether and so on and so forth. The
brother provides every possible proof
required by the sister but in vain.
At last the sister discloses that she
cannot own him as her brother be-
cause *‘I killed my brother with my
own hands’”. Suddenly the scene
changes. The brother rings up the
police: “I am Inspector X speaking
she has confessed her crime’’.

In the Prisoner of Zenda - a Novel
full of romance and adventure-in
the last stage the story takes such a
turn that the reader staris feeling
restless to know the consequences of
Rudolf’s enterprise. The imposter
king becomes a man of action and
for the first time the story becomes
engrossing. “Will the king be released
alive 2> This is the question that the
reader puts to himself.

Another play which cannot be
ignored in this regard is Saleem
Ahmed’s screenplay ‘“Raz’ - a story
full of mystery, suspense, surprise and
reversal. In this movie, the plot
evolves in such a way that each
episode brings a new hope and specul-
ation for the fans. In Allauddin we
find an ideal villain incoganito. The
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efforts of the police inspector (Ijaz)
to detect the real culprit arouse one’s
anxiety for ‘“what to come next?”

In Walsh’s Melodrama the Count’s
Revenge, the play-wright exploits this
technique from the very first scene.
The count of Morcerf’s family has
been disgraced with the publication
of a story in the newspaper, revealing
ignominious facts about Moercerf’s
past history. Albert out of sentiments-
with mixed feelings of grief and anger-
is ready to challenge the man respon-
sible for bringing this disgrace. The
challenge is thrown to Monte Cristo.
The day and time for the duel is
fixed. Then comes the scene in which
the element of suspense is at its height.
The count of Morcerf and the countess
are anxiously waiting for Albert, who
was to fight a duel an hour ago. The
audience are impatient to know the
outcome of the duel, although they
already know of the meeting between
the countess of Morcerf and the
count of Monte Cristo. To the pleas-
ant surprise of the audience and the
countess, Albert, who was too furious
to forgive his friend only an hour

ago, has apologised Monte-Cristo.
The play-wright has introduced susp-
ense not only for the audience but
also for the chracters within the play.
The countess has begged the count
of Monte Cristo for the life of Albert.
Nevertheless, she is suffering from
uricertainty. Albert’s disclosure that
he has apologised is beyond her
expectation. For the count of Moer-
cerf, the future is uncertain. In the
end, when the mystery of the count
of Monte Cristo is revealed to him
by the count of Monte Cristo himself,
his reaction is terrible, leaving all the
rules of duel aside, he loses his temper
and kills himself.

Thus we find that the element of
suspense is indispensable for detective
stories or novels and melodramatic
plays telecast on T.V. In Edgar
Allanpoet, we find an excellent story
writer, who utilises this technique to
the maximum. In this short space,
however, we cannot discuss all such
stories or plays.

In our next article, we shall discuss
the element of humour, irony and
satire in English drama.
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Discipline

The word ‘Discipline’® is most
commonly used in language yet it is
mostly misunderstood and misused
as something based on restriction,
coercion, and the negation of youth
and enthusiasm. It is this misconcep-
tion which has made the younger
generation suspicious and rather anta-
gonistic to this word.

Our animal impulses tell us we are
hungry - eat; we are afraid - cry out
the enemy is coming - run. But our
reason and good sense control these

over our impulses is self-discipline.
It is this self-realization, mature and
responsible behaviour which is ré-
quired in the Armed Forces as dur-
ing war the combatants have to carry
out their missions independently with-
out being watched by any superior.

Once this selt-discipline is achieved
then every duty is done with devotion,
orders from superiors become wel-
come opportunitics for service, every
task given is felt as a personal respon-
sibility to service and the nation, and
is carried out with one’s best efforts.
Discipline, then becomes a faith, a
national trust, a guarantee of country’s
security and honour. But this self-
discipline cannot be inculcated by force
or coercion but by displaying certain
qualities of leadership and by setting
personal example.

But it is regrettable
that he could not see his preliminary
examination result. He now stands

to 19th position in Terminal Examin-
ation. His Board’s examination result
is still awaited.

He obtained 86.7%,
marks. Cadet Khawar Salim Mangi
stood first in Daduy District. The
Board pass percentage was 77.49,
where as ours was 1009;.

At the H.S.C. Examination in the
pre-Engineering group, the total num-
ber of candidates was 66. Out of
this number, 23 passed in First Divi-
sion. 19 in Second Division and the
rest failed. The Board Pass percentage
was 35.929, whereas college percentage
was 63.6%,. Cadet Mahfoozur Rehman
Siddigi got second position among all
the successful candidates of Hyder-
abad Board and Cadet Mohammed

Besides this,
34 ‘N’-Cadets and 10 ‘Y’-Cadets are
studying in the college who, after
passing the H.S.C. Examination,
will join Pakistan Navy and Army,
respectively.

6. There are in (he college six
main  hostels called Houses. The
cadets are therefore, distributed in
the six Houses from the day they join
the 8th Class and they live in their
respective Houses during their entire
stay of five years in the college. Each
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house under the charge of a House-
master forms a sub community within
the cadet community of the college.
To foster a healthy spirit of competi-
tion and wurge for collective and
individual improvement, Inter-House
Tournaments in sports and competi-
tions in literary activities like Debat-
ing, Qirat, Spelling, Quiz. etc. are
held. These activities are programmed
in such a way that they spread over
the year, something taking place
almaost daily.

7. In the field of sports, we have
not been able to participate in any
big tournaments this year. There used
to be an Annual Sports Tournament
with other Cadet Colleges in the
country. We remained the champions
for as long as the tournaments were
held but the tournament had to be
discontinued due to the distances,
time and mainly unbearable finances
involved and for the same reason in
spite of our keenest efforts it has not
been possible to revive it. We have to
remain content with our own tourna-
ments. We have bcen frequently
playing friendly matches with teams
of Army Units around and against
Clubs in Hyderabad and aimost inva-
riably winning them. At times we
also measure our strength against the
Naval establishments and Marine

Academy at Karachi. This year, we
had the opportunity of participating
in the Divisional Basket Ball Tourna-
ment held at Hyderabad and won the
Championship Trophy. In the “‘under-
fourteen” Hyderabad Divisional Ten-
nis, Cadets Khalid Mehboob and
Sohail Naqvi were declared Cham-
pions in the Doubles. Cadet Khalid
Mehboob also won the Championship
Shield in the Singles. Cadet Irfan and
Mr. Abdullah from here have been
selected to represent Hyderabad Divi-
sion in the National Athletics Cham-

pionship 1976.

8. In Debates last year, S.U.O.
Khalid Jameel represented Hyderabad
Zone in All-Pakistan National Bank
Inter-Collegiate Debate and secured
third position. This year, Cadet
Shujaat Naqvi participated in the
Divisional English Debate sponsored
by the National Bank of Pakistan and
got second position. He has also been
selected to represent Hyderabad Divi-
sion in the All-Pakistan National
Bank Inter-Collegiate Debate which
be held in the near future.

9. To inculcate varied interests
in life, facilities for useful hobbies
and worthwhile pursuits have been
provided. Petaro has for her cadets
a large number of clubs and societies,
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such as: Aeromodelling,
modelling, Boat-modelling, Science-
modelling, Radio-Engineering, Photo-
graphy, Driwing, Woodwork/Car-
pentry, Social Welfare Society, Chemi-
cal Hobbies and Biological Collec-
tions, Pen-friendship, Philately and
Numismatics, Music, Sailing, Riding,
Shooting, etc., etc.

10. The over-all Championship
Trophy, for which all types of com-
petitive activities of the cadets are
counted, has been won by Jinnah
House this year.

For all-round individual outstand-
ing performance at H.S.C. and S.SC.
levels, the Stick of Honour and Badge
of Honour are awarded respectively
to Cadets Khalid Jameel Akhtar and
Nauman Jameel.

11. May I point out that the
college is open to everybody, irrespe-
ctive of the parents social or financial
status. The admission ani grant of
scholarship policies ensure it. Admis-
sion, of course, is on merit but with-
in the frame-work of quotas for three
divisions of Sind with equitable distri-
bution of seats among the rural and
urban population and with reserva-
tions for the Defence. Once admitted
the cadets are granted scholarships
according to the rates laid down for

the local boys of the rural areas of
the Province of Sind. When 1 say
rural areas it really means village-
boys because the condition of eligi-
bility is that they should not only be
domiciled in rural areas but should
also be studying in schools situated
outside the limits of District Head-
quarters. They have been temporarily
accommodated in the Ante Room of
Jionah House until their own House
under construction gets completed.
