Dramatic Elements in Igbal’s Poetry

A prominent director of a British
Theatre, Dennis Cary, once remarked:
‘“‘Shakespeare is the greatest poet.”
No doubt poetry is an important
factor in Shakespearean comedies in
general and Shakespearean tragedies
in particular. Allama Igbal is not a
conscious play-wright as Shakespearc
is. He is, however, influenced by
such dramatic techniques as dia-

logue, chorus, monologue, soliloquy,"

rhetoric and similar other techniques.

A thorough study of Igbal’s
works reveals that he utilises the
technique of dialogue, to convey his
message to the readers more effec-
tively. The use of dialogue becomes
inevitable for him when he touches
a controversial topic. A topic, which
has been creating conflict among the
Muslims or has led to scepticism,
finds special place in Igbal’'s dra-
matic form. His “Iblees ki Majlis-e-

According to Bernard Shaw, a
drama without ‘conflict’ is not a
drama. Iqgbal, on the contrary, finds
in dialogue the most suitable medium
to exposec his mental conflict. In his
poem ‘Alam-e-Barzakh’ the dialogue
form rises to its climax :
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Whery Igbal becomes sceptical
about certain mystical truth, he
reveals his scepticism not directly but
through a dialogue with his spiritual
guide Pir-e-Roumi: )
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Igbal's poem “Taqdeer™ provides

another superb example of a dramatic
dialogue :
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Igbal’'s ‘Shakwa’ and ‘Jawab-e-
Shakwa’ are one of his masterpieces.
The poet recollects the glories of the
Muslims® past history and afterwards
expostulates — God for neglecting the
Muslims. The technique of rhetoric
has been skilfully used by the poet.
Here Igbal also uses the technique
of exposition of his theme in the
first portion of “Shakwa and Jawab-
e-Shakwa’ just like the Greek
‘chorus’, Igbal comments on the
background of the theme and pre-
pares the reader mentally to compre-
hend his theme :

Another poem in which Igbal
utilises the technique of soliloquy to
express his conflict: is ‘Tasweer-e-
Dard’:
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Out of sheer sentiments than the

poet addresses the country and its
people directly:
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Whenever Igbal wants to pinpoint
a controversial issue he chooses the
dramatic form:
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The matters which are rather
tricky due to a conflict between sci-
ence and religion, old values and
modernity, are put in a dramatic form
like this :
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If Igbal wants to give a moral or
a piece of advice, he finds his cxpre-
ssion in the dramatic form :
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In the classical Greek plays and
also in Shakespearean fragedics, the
hero fails, falls or meets with a
catastrophe because of his own short-
comings or follies. Igbal’s hero is
A petfect man — Mard-e-Momin
who is having a conflict with the
forces of evil, the devil. Iqbal has
fixed a certain standard of morality
for his hero:
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Igbal’s criterion of an ideal man
is piety and he has discussed this
subject in detail in most of his
poems. In Jawab-e-Shakwa also Iqbal
discusses the causes of the failure of
the Muslims.

In this poem ‘“Kafir-o-Momin”

we can have an idea of Igbal’s ideal

hero. Here Iqbal’s style resembles
that of Milton in his “Samson
Agonisties’.
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We can conclude that though
Igbal is not a conscious artist of
drama, he utilises the wvarious dra-
matic techniques to arouse more
interest in his readers for his themes.
He outpours his mystical ideas, his
conception about the universe and
his views about the controversial
problems of the universe through
the medium of dialogue in the most
cffective manner.

IQBAL‘S CONCEPT OF KHUDI

“The form of the existencs, is
the effect of the self, whatsoever
thou seest, is the secret of the self,
¢Asrar-e-Khudi’.

Doctor Igbal was not only a poet
of high calibre but also a reputed
philosopher and benefactor of the
muslims of the world in general, and
that of Asia in particular. His poetry
like a thrilling reveille, awakened a



drowsy nation. It was like a clarion
call to which the Muslims responded
and came out of their slumber to
strive for regaining their past glory.
Igbal had drunk deep from the spring
of knowledge and knew well the
actual cause of the downfall of the
Muslims. His heart ached at their
humiliation and sufferings. He was
deeply aggrieved over the pitiable
plight of the people who once were
the torch-bearers of learning, but now
were groping in the darkness. They,
who once ruled the world, were now
fettered every where by the foreign
pirates who in the guise of traders
managed their way to overthrow the
real rulers and became the masters.
He was further aggrieved to note
that with the passage of time, the
Muslims had become azoic and did
not show any reaction to the insult

and degradation they faced through-
out the world.

According to Igbal, the sole reason
of this miserable state of affairs was
lack of ‘Iamness’ or ‘Khudi’.

What Igbal actually meant by
“Khudi”’, is distinctly different from
kibr or vanity or ‘Ghurur’ or conceit.
It is like a’ radio-active that shows
instant reaction. To Allama Igbal
Khudi is a blunt sword that has to

be ground and tempered with waicr
of ‘Tauhid’.

Dr. Igbal argued that there ar¢
certain latent qualities in every human
being, and if they are properly and
harmoniously developed, they can b¢
conducive to best results, and humail
beings can become, really, “The Best
of the Beings’’. This very idea has
been expressed by a European philo-
sopher in the following words:

““ Harmonious development Ol
human faculties is Islam and their
perfection is Iman (faith)”,

Allama Igbal, therefore, con-
cluded that the malady in Muslims
was lack of action and the only
remedy was to urge up on the upbr-
inging of those qualities that may
culminate in ‘Iman’ or faith.

Shah Bhittai of Sind, calls this
quality as inner judger or kazi:
-6N B = BU SR ERIPRPE EDSIPR
~"De:\velop” that inner kadi and

you shall be safe from the temporal
temptations’.

These latent qualities or khudi,
from the Allama’s point of view can
be developed in the following three
stages:-



(1) Tauhid (2) Zabt-e-Nafs

(3) Niabat-e-llahi.

Now, if we examine these care-
ly, we can understand the view-
oint of Allama Igbal. Let us first
e what is Tauheed? Tauhid is the

This
elief in the unity of God, draws a

Vhen a momin shuns off all the
nperstitions, he needs not bow be-
re anything other than God:
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Thus Tauhid opens the gateway to

nowing oneself and hidden qualities
re developed.

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(2) Zabt-i-Nafs: Tauhid is followed
» control on one’s passions and
ostinence from temporal luxuries.
-0 this effect the Holy Quran declares:
They are the true believers, who
-tablish salaat (prayers), and refrain

from vulgar practices’. This means
that a believer is supposed to refrain
from those pleasures that tend to
rob him of the heaven. Fasting is
a good example of self control. It
is passing through a host of tempta-
tions without being affected.

(3) Niabat-e-Tlahi: When a momin
becomes able to control his passions,
he steps on the threshold of vice-
gerency of Almighty God. This
elevated stage is called Niabat-e-Ilahi,
and the person elevated (momin) is
endowed with duty and power to
establish the law of God (teachings
of Quran) on earth. Dr. Igbal repri-
mands the sufis who instead of facing
the grim struggles of a true believer
renounce the world:

He blames the religious leaders,
who instead moulding their lives
according to the teachings of the
Holy Quran, make changes in the
verses of the Holy Quran for per-
sonal gains:
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Thus Igbal’s Khudi means re-awa-
kening of the sleepy nation or the
Renaissance of the forgotten teach-
ings, which will lead to the road of
progress, (free living) and glory.



Igbal-the Fountain of Islamic Revolution

Revolution does not in any way
imply the annihilation of one segment
of human society by the other. Any
revolution brought through the barrel
of guns is destined to destruction as
testified by history.

A real revolution can only mater-
ialize and flourish even in the con-
flicting conditions once it has the
force of permeating through the
human soil. When we talk of such
a revolution Igbal figures as fthe
undisputed champion. He, through
the dynamism of his pen, which is
the true reflection of his penetrating
thought, has brought about a revolu-
tion in the minds of the people.
Igbal was born in an orthodox family
and was therefore from his very
childhood conversant with Islam.

~ According to Iqbal’s philosophical
concept, Islam is not merely a set

of dogmas. Those who label 1gb#
as religious Fanatic arc most unfor
tunate not to have smelled the flavot’
of his message. Their remarks are
based on superficial knowledge ©
Igbal’s philosophy. That Igbal pre
ached conservatism or propagated
religious prejudices, is far from being
true for he has condemned them ir
the worst possible terms. Conserv-
atism destroys the ego’s creative
freedom and closes all avenucs ol
fresh spiritual cxperiences. Even in
the highest manifestation, religior
in no way implies life denying or
fact avoiding aftitude. It doecs
impose Limitations on the frec and
spontaneous expression of human
personality. In fact it directs the
human mind towards the communic-
ation with the ultimate real that is
the jnner side of self. [Igbal’s
revolutionary messege has regenerated

noil



inner power of human self. unlocked
fresh spiritual sources. conferred
upon man the power to overcome his
intellectual reconstruction. penetrate
through the crust of causal sequence
and lastly his ultimate goal to come
into contact with the ever lasting
and eternal source of life and power:
that is God.

The concept of God is an impo-
rtant factor in Igbal’s revolutionary
message. This divine concept has
dominated his mind and permeated
the entire system. God according to
him is not an enchanting phantem
conjured by one’s imagination or a
fabrication of human inteilect. Draw-
ing a pen portrait of his mind he
depicts God as the most real. final
and ultimate existence. God is the
source of all existence. fountainhead
of space., matter and time, of the
complexities of life and mind. In
short, he exposes the wvistas of
reality before our eyes and these are
comprehended only in the ultimate
existence of God.

The originality of Igbal's think-
ing. his critical and constructive
attitude of mind, his poetic tempera-
ment, the - feeling of having been
entrusted with a mission, - added to
his creative urge, were not only
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manitested in his work and utterances
but also mfluenced ihe choice of
his profession. During ihe d&y.s
when the Muslims were in the deepest
valley of humiliation and distress,
he was conscious of his responsibl-
ities to restore to them the power
and supremacy that had been snatched
away. Igbal imbued with the wisdom
of the East and ihe West at once
realized that their place in the comity
of nations could only be restored
from the source called secret of the
self or what is known ‘KHUDTI .
All activities whether theoritical or
practical must originate from the
‘Khudi’.

The message of Igbal is a fant-
astic reflection of the relation of
self and society which forms the
basis in the setting up of modern
civilization and culture. This indeed
is the crux of the revolutionary
basis of his thought.

[t is common of our people io
say that Igbal owed everything to
the west which needless to say is
baseless and malicious. To be well
versed with western phiosophy in
no way means that everything one
says or does is borrowed from the
western thinkers. 16 is just the bank-
ruptcy of mind to think that 2 man



well-versed with oriental and occid-
ental learning can even think to
borrow his ideas from the west.

Igbal frankly admits that the

source of his inspiration is the Ho!
Quran, the Hadith, the life of h¢
Holy prophet MOHAMMED (peac
be upon him) and Rumi the gre®
thinker of Islam as his guide.

Our Philosopher-Poet

It can justly be said that Igbal
is the greatest thinker that the Muslim
World has produced during the last
six centuries. But even this state-
ment does not do justice to his place
in history. The six centuries preced-
ing the close of the nineteenth century
cover the period of Islamic decadence
and to consider one the greatest
man of such a period is not to pay
a high ftribute to him. But there
have been clear signs of revival in
all Muslim lands since the beginn-
mg of this century. Of the many
pioneers of this revival, Igbal is
undoubtedly the greatest. He should,
therefore, be viewed not as the

, greatest thinker of a period of Islamic

decadence but of a period of I[slami
renaissance. He was like a ram

which came on a dry parched and
arid land, and soon it began to bloom
and blossom with gold and glory.
His teaching resuscitated the dead
Muslim masses and once again I
started arising with life and action
Such minds can rightly be called
the genjus.

This great philosopher-poet and
benefactor of humanity was born al
Sialkot (Punjab) in the year 1877
His ancestors were Brahmin and
Igbal is indeed proud of it as he
says in one of his couplets.
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He received his early education
at a Maktab and later ata Missionary
School, where he came under the
influence of Moulana Mir Hassan,
his teacher possessing an inspiring
personality. He perceived the hidden
genius of the poet and moulded it
on the lines of whijch Igbal has
acknowledged his gratitude in the
following verse -
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Igbal then Joined the Government
College Lahore where he came in
contact with another great dynamic
personality  “ Professor Thomas
Arnold”, an embodiment of all that
Was the noblest and the best in wes-
tern civilization. Igbal’s love for
Eastern values and Western discipline,
his desire of universality, which
broke the barriers of the east and
west for him may be largely related
to these ecarly influences of his two
great teachers.

In 1905, Iqbal went to Cambridge.
For his further research, he went to
Munich where he got his doctorate
in Philosophy by writing a thesis on
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“The Development of Metaphysics
in Persia”.

He returned to India in 1908 after
completing  hjs Bar-at-Law  from
Lincoln’s Tnn, His short stay in
in Europe made him realize the evils
of western civilization and its ulti-
mate result of bringing about jts own
downfall. Tn one of his verses, he
points out this thing :
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Igbal entered into the political
life of the country when he was
elected to the Punjab legislative
Council in 1927. He wag appointed
president of the annual session of

the Muslim league held at Allahabad
in the year 1930.

In this historic session of the
League, he suggested the only possi-
ble solution of the restless conditions
of the Indian sub-continent, in gen-
eral and the Indjan Muslims, in par-
ticular. Resolving the general con-
ditions of the country, he said.

“It is clear that in view of India’s
infinite  variety in climates, races,



langnages. creeds and social systems.
the creation of autonomous states
based on the unity of languages,
race, history, religion and identity of
economic interest, is the only possi-
ble way to secure a siable constitut-
ional structure in India’’.

A truth that was accepted by
the Muslim League in its demand
for Pakistan in 1940 and which was
finally achieved in 1947.

From 1934 onwards his health
deteriorated. At last on the morning
of 21st April 1938, the soul that
came to show humanity the path of
peace and progress based on Islam
and its ideology, breathed its last.

Igbal’s time was a time of crisis

Islam. The great Ottomon
empire of Turkey was tattering, and
the Central Asian Muslim republics
had been absorbed into Tsarist
Russia. Egypt. Morocco, Indonesia,
all were badly exploited by the Euro-
peans. The Musliis of sub-continent
had lost all the hopes of power and
freedom after 1857. In short the
whole Islamic world was a victim of

for
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European exploitation and anti-fsiw
policies.

Igqbal also played his role for th<’
uplifi.

The distinction of Igbal
lies not only in the beauty of his
poems but also the contributions of
his philosophy to the welfare of
humanity.

As he was highly shocked to see
the wretched condition of the muslims,
he gave the idea of a separate home-
land for muslims. His message 1is
the sum total of ‘Faith’, ‘Courage’,
‘Hope’ and “Hardwork’.

This was a rare opportunity: So,
we, two Petarians Aamir Bhai and -
I, Zahid from Cadet College Kohat "
and Zarak from Burn Hall Abbott-
abad, decided to avail of this goiden
chance.

The teacher incharge
had taken light refreshments like
bananas, biscuits, etc. for us. There
was also one drinking water-cooler
in each bus.

We left our school at 8.30 in the
morning - and headed for Paradise
Point on the Arabian Sea beach-quite
a long way off from our school.

After a machine-check wheths
we had imbibed any Radiation @7
having been found free from it. M
Khurshid took us to the Mod¢
Room: we saw the whole KANUPF*
in miniature. We especially observe
the Reactor Room. In a plastic bO*
we saw how electricity was produces
at KANUPP! 1 was thrilled.

Now I shall summarise what

ctor, and my teachers: Energy car
be broadly divided into two types:

Commerial Eneregy,
and Non— Commercial Energy,

Commercial energy is obtained from
electricity, petrol, oil, gas, coal and
commercial fire-wood. Non-commer-
cial emergy is derived by burning
cow-dung, domestic fire-wood, grass,
gteimetc,

If we total up commercial and
non-commercial energies to read 100;
then KANUPP produces 0.25% of
energy in the shape of electricity.



Pakistan produces 1700 megawatts
of electricity using all sources. Out
of this KANUPP produces onlv 100
megawatts.

So, the need for more nuclear
power plants is very great in our
country, as we cannot rely too much
on cow-dung, firewood, and hydro-
carbons (petrol, oil, gass) as our only

sources of

Cricroy.

After the KANUPP visit
moved to the Paradise Point. Here,
we had lots of fun and took many
pictures. The sea was out-of-bounds.
So, we relaxed on the beach and
enjoyed the refreshment arranged by
the old school. By noon, we were
back to the Base.

When he came back he was con
pletely changed.

‘scare crow’.

He used to come us for only o
month in a year. This month us:
to be like heaven to us.



I always used to count the days
for his Jeave. Our all programmes
waited for the days when he was
here.

He was very loving person. Papu
used to love his friends, his family
but his greatest love was to God.
He was his favourite topic. I had
his letters but there was none in
which Allah was not mentioned. He
was very honest and true, he never
lied because he was always afraid
of God.

I always used to tease him and
called him “Moulvi’’. There was
one other thing - he was crazy about,
and that 1s °‘Shahadat’, he used to
pray for it. He was in 46th Baluch
Regiment - their motto was ““Ghazi
ya Shaheed”, but he only thought
about Shahadat. He used to say
even if there is no war but you can
get Shahadat by some other way also.

I used to pray for the war not
to come, but who knows what God
wants.

“Surely Allah Joves those whose
deeds are good (Holy Quran).

Allah always wants people who
are good and those who Jove him’.
Papu used to say, and I know now
that his every word is correct.

Like all Military people, his regi-
ment ~shifted from one place to
another.

First he was at Thal, then Quetta
at Mach and lastly at Sialkot where
in 1975 he became Captain. He
was very proud of his regiment and
army. He was true to all.

On 31st January 1975, he married
his cousin with whom he was bet-
rothed since 6 years. She was the
only girl in his life. They had happi-
ness only for two years and in 1977
on 13th February he left her and us

He died due to road accident
while coming from Karachi.
