Activities :

Sir, the Government of Sind
is providing Rs. 2.1 million to the
college budget annually. However,
with rising costs, the financial require-
ments of the college continue to rise.
To overcome this problem, and with
a view not to burden the provincial
exchequer an more we intend to
generate additional funds on self help
basis. The Board of Governors have
approved a scheme for the establi
hment of a Lime Orchard in the
college area: This is expected to
yield a net income of Rs. 0.35 million
annually with an initial out-lay of
about Rs. 0:4 million.

5. Sir, may I draw your kind
aftention to another aspect. The
college was established some 22
years ago. Its laboratories need to
be replenished and modernised; the
furniture requires to be substantially
augmented; main roads within the
campus need repairs, buildings need
more extensive care and maintenance,
a wall of a covered storage tank of
water supply system has collapsed,
etc. Further, three languages, i.e:
English, Urdu and Sindhi are taught

to the cadets. A Language Laboratory
is thus an essential training aid for
their effective teaching: These requi-
rements cannot to be met from the
annual grant for the purpose and,
as such, some ad hoc arrangement
has to be made to find Rs. 1.5 million
needed for the purpose. I have no
intention of requesting the provincial
government to bear any additional
burden: And the college intends to
approach philanthropists for this
purpose. But we feel that a word
of approval from you in this regard
would go a long way in encouraging
donations to this noble cause:

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Allegory in Shah Bhittai’s Poetry

Shah Abdul Latif Bhittai was, beyond any doubt, a versatile genius.
He was a great poet, a gifted musician, a great saint and a great reformer.
But his actual mission was to convey the message of love, truth and con-
stant struggle to the people and to achieve the ultimate goal, i.e. to see
the Master face to face. In order to convey this message, Shah Sahib
composed verses. To this effect, Shah Sahib has himself said :
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Thou feelth these are rhymes un-meet,
These are but signs to lead you to God’s seat.

To convey that divine message to common people, Shah chose
folk tales of Sind and its neighbouring states, i.e. Punjab and Kathiawar
and composed poetry in allegorical way. Allegory is the best way to
make one’s point effective or express one’s (Poet’s) feelings in some guise.
The best examples of allegory are Spenser’s ‘Fairy Queen’, Dryden’s
‘Absalom’ and ‘Achitophel’ and Milton’s ‘Lysidas’. But the theme in all
these allegorical poems, is not so sublime as Shah’s poems. Spenser’s
Fairy Queen is a high Sycophancy, it is undue praise of Queen Victoria.
Absalom and Achitophel is Dryden’ bitterest satite on King Charles-II
and his Parliament. Lysidas is somehow an elegy written in the memory
of Milton’s friend and class-fellow. Shah Bhittai, on the contrary, has
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given the philosophy of the creation of Man and the purpose of b
creation.

Marvee i1s apparently, a wench (village-girl), who is affianced
her beloved °‘Khait’, but she is abducted by the ruler of Sind, and
powerful prince Amar, and she is confined in a fort, ‘“Amarkot”. An:
uses all methods to persuade Marvee to fall prey to his princely grandeu
But Marvee, is the symbol of chastity and patriotism, repels all tempta
ions and prefers her worn coarse cloth to velvets, silken garments. Th
appeals to every common man of Sind, and people like to bear th
minstrel sing this great poem. But, in essense, Marvee represents huma
soul and Amar and his riches, power and pelfsymbolise Mephistophele:
the jewelry and silken clothes, are the wordly temptations which cut th
beam of celestial light between man and his Master (God). Here Shal
has given a didactic touch in the poem, that men sell their souls to Satar
for temporal benefits or volumptuous life of a few years.

In Sur Lila-Chanesar. Bhittai has referred to another folktale, 1.¢
Dastan-e-Lila Chanesar. In this tale, Lila, the beautiful queen Of
Chanesar (King of Sind) is tempted by a precious jewel, which is tiie
property of ‘Kaunru’ a cunning vamp and exchanges it with Liala on the
condition that Chanesar would sleep in her (Kaunru’s) chamber for one
complete night. This offends Chanessar, as he feels humiliated. Hence
he banishes Lila for ever. Shah Bhittai scolds Lila for her worldly desires.

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(The jewel for which you exchanged your love, is pain in essence).

In sur-Sussy, Ma’zuri, Kuhiyari, and Pahari, Shah has compared
the in-laws (Brothers of her husband-Punhun) of Sussi with the agents of
Devil - Punhoon the goal of life, and the separation of Punhun frony
Sussie as the ordeals of life. Sussie, the symbol of a resolute lover
(perfect man) who suffers pangs of separation walks through deserts of
life and treeless mountains to meet her beloved. Mirza Ghalib has
depicted the picture of such pangs of separation.
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Sussi is advised by her friends to desist from passing through

tortures in quest of Punhun. But Sussie, does not pay heed to such
advice as soul cannot be kept, away from its Master for a long time.

Again, in Sur Sumundi (the Sea-farers), Shah Bhittai depicts the
voyage/journey of soul from its heavenly abode to this temporal world,
where there are many hazards, the hurricanes and storms, and the farer is

s&mletimes lost in the temporal temptation and becomes fuel of the fire
(Hell):—
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Oh! Mother, the sea farers, have taken to sail,
And their voyage is hazardous, and it cannot be said
for certain whether I shall see them again.

Suhni is a brave and beautiful beloved of Maheeval who lives on
the other side of River Chennab and Suhni used to swim across Chennab
on an earthen jar to meet her lover. One night, her sister-in-law changes
her jar for sun-baked (kacha) jar. the waters of Chennab are booming, the
night is stormy, but she has to keep her promise with Maheeval and she
walked through but her jar was smashed to pieces by the dashing wind
and waves. Maheeval, through intention comes to know that his swect
heart is in trouble, and he comes to meet her and while Suhni is struggl-
ing for life Maheeval reaches but in the words of John Donne (Ecstasie

of John Donne) two souls combined in one. Here, Suhni is a symbol of
pious soul craving to meet its Creator. and when that soul passes through
hard trial the Master makes it convenient to meet that blessed soul. Shah
Sahib says:— ;
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In short, the poetry of Shah Abdul Latif Bhittai, is sermon in the
garb of Folk-tales. It transports the reader to a sublime state and he
comes to know of the aim of his coming in this world.

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Monotheism in Shah’s Poetry

Before the birth of the Holy Prophet (m. p. u. h.) of Islam, a long
line of Prophets had conveyed the message of God and preached mono-
theism. So far as this message is concerned, there was no difference of opinion
among one lakh and twenty-four thousands Prophets and their followers:
They bslieved in God in one way or the other but Polytheism was still
there. The christians believed in Trinty, jews thought Moses to be incar-
nation of God. The Arabs had excelled all other nations as they had
more than five Gods and did not bslieved in the complete authority of
ALLAH. The Holy Prophet MUHAMMAD (Peace and Allah’s blessings
be upon him) condemned such tendencies and preached that God is one
and unique, omnipotent and omnipresent. The blief was upheld by all
. the followers of Muhammad (p.b.u.h.). However, with the patronisation
of Greek philosophy by Abbassides, the belief was mixed up with certain
un-Islamic elements. Shaikh Mohiyuddin Ibn-al-Arabi of Spain preached
that every object of Nature was God Himself.

He believed that God, in order to exihibit this attributes created certain
bodies that apparently seem to have power, like sun, moon, stars, planets
the booming waters of the seas, the shattering tempests and the like:
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The echo bhas its effects, yet is the vibration of what one speaks
in a hollow pot, in a valley, rocks, mountain or rivers. All the objects of
nature are nothing but shadows of one Supreme Being.
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If you observe minutely the objects of Nature, you would admit
that everything is managed by some invincible Being.
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Here and there everything bears testimony to the fact that Allah
is Supreme. The life and death, all are at this bidings.

As the leaves branches, flowers and corolla, all are the outcome of
seed; so Allah is the Fountain of all powers.
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When there was nothing, God existed, then he created diversified
objects. But, by Allah all schism is nothing but confusion.

LIME LIGHTS OF THE GAME of

CRICKET
