MUSIC OF SIND

(Musical instruments, songs, music, etc.)

HISTORICAL INSTRUMENTS

[ will, first of all, mention in
this article, the most important
musical instrument, namely "N ARR;
I am sure that every villager of Sind
is familiar with this instrument.

NARR is used to accompany
the recitation of ‘BAIT’. That is why
it is commoniy known as NARR-
BAIT- The °‘NARR’ is a sort
of long flute, which 1S
fairly long and the player’s fingers
find some difficulty to reach the last
hole of the instrument.

There are different styles of
playing ‘NARR’. These are distingu-
ished by the manner in which the
player blows air into this long flute.
Even today when music is produced

on it, it sounds original tone andit
ranges between three and five musi-
cal notes. One peculiarity is that,
the ‘NARR player, during the perf-
ormance, produces similar notes from
his own throat. This proves the ins-
trument to be the most primitive
one, having primitive music. When
musical intruments were not yet
invented, the sound produced by
human throat was employed for this
purpose.

Another important and melod-
ious instrument is ‘BORRINDO’.
This is one of the few instruments,
which have survived through the
ages like the Bullock-cart of Mohen-
jo-Daro. The ‘BORRINDO’ is like
an ‘earthern ball’ with small or big



hollow from within and having one
hold in the middle and two on the
side. This is the oldest musical inst-
rument which is played by mouth
apd fingers like a flute. Even now
it is in use in the villages of SIND.
Time has brought a little change in
it, now it contains three or four
holes on the side- Folk tunes are
now played on this instrument.

The tone of the voice of
‘MORO’ singer has also a typical
style, which sounds a very primitive
one.

RESEMBLANCE OF ARABIC
MUSIC WITH SINDHI MUSIC

After conquering Sind, the
Arabs left visible marks which can
be traced easily in the Sindhi lang-
unage and culture upto the present
day. The Music of Sind shares many
traits with the Arabic music. The
rythm pattern, the mode of tunes,
t he melodies and the general comple.
xon of the music of the two lands
is sometimes so similar that it is
not easy to distinguish one from the
other if performed on instruments,

_ Like the Arab folk music, the
Sindhi music is also an ‘Open air’
music with a prominent high pitch

and sharp musical notes, which usuz

SINDHI MUSIC DURING THE
REIGN OF SOOMRA AND
SAMMA

In this period, folk poets and
Bhats usually called Charans used to
sing long tales. They mostly sang
these tales of Valour and War, som-
etimes, describing the romantic love

stories of their heroes. The most
outstanding among those poets was
“Somoang Charan’ who had the high
rank among others at that pericd.
Mostly the famousromantic and folk
stories like Dodo Chanesar, Dhol-
Marvi, Umar-Marvi. Leela-Chanesar
and Noori Jam Tamachi etc. were
sung by Charans in that period.

LAL-LATIF, great saintly poet
of Sind while arranging and editing
his Risalo (Poetry-cum-music camoe-
ndium) completed the standardized
Sindhi music (mode or SUR). The
important job of standardising the
Sindhi ‘SURS’, a mode was done
by Shah himself. The thematic cha-
racter of the mode musijc is peculiar
to Sind and is not to be found in
any part of ‘the sub-continent. Shah

included the following Surs in his
