WEUAT IS DEMOCRACY?

According to Abraham Lincoln.

Democracy is the Government of the
people, for the people, by the people.
This well-known definition of Lincoln has
used the word “people’' thrice. It means
that people are the main organ of
democracy. In a true democracy. the
people elect their own representatives
for the parliament. The parliament elects
the leader of the House, who becomes the

Prime Minister of the country. The mode
of elections or the nature of democracy

may differ from country to country.

Now the question arises whether
democracy is the most successful form of
Government or not. We can analyse this
question in the light of Abraham Licoln's
definition. Since “people' is the
principal organ in a democracy. it can be
successful only if the people are
educated and possess a sound judgement
regarding the choice of their true
representatives for the parliament.

The poet Philosopher Allama Igbal once said:

"Democracy is a form of Government in
which the Number of voters is counted but
their competence is not assessed".

Now if only the number of voters is
counted it makes no difference. provided
the voters are educated and sensible
enough. If they realise the importance of
their vote. they will certainly elect

their representatives on their merit.
This is happening in America. England.
France and other advanced count ries of
the world. In Britain, if the Prime
Minister fails to fulfil the demands of
the people or his policies are considered
against the interest of the State, he
will have to seek the vote of confidence
from the parliament. If the parliament
passes a no confidence vote'., the Prime
Minister will have to resign and some-
body else will form the Government. In
America, democracy has been operating
smoothly because American Constitution is
considered to be one of the most
damocratic constitutions in the world.
There are three organs in this
caonstitution i-e.:

(1) Senate (ii) Executive (iii) Judiciary

There are checks and balances in this
constitution so that these three organs
may not exceed their powers from a
certain limit. There is freedom of
expression, freedom of speech and
religion in these countries and
fundamental rights are given to the
people. These are the basic requirements
of democracy.

Now the contemporary history shows
that democracy has failed in developing
countries. It does not exist in the
Muslim countries in real sense of the
Term. The main reason is the same as I
have already mentioned i.e. illiteracy.
In Pakistan hardly 20% of our population
is educated. It means our country is

Man is a
ocial animal =-- his 1life. thought and
diology develop steadily and gradually
epending on the society while his
entiment take shape in accordance with
he social relation and background. It is
eedless to mention that these social
eings create literature. Hence
iterature cannot but reflect human life.
ut true copy or blue-print of life is no
iterature. Literature is very closely
elated to life and one is complementary
o the other, but on the same plea
hotography of daily life can never
leceive the: status of literature.
abindran-ath Tagore has rightly observed
“iterature is not just the mirror of
ature". Of course literature is éomposed
f social materials, but that must have
lose cantact with the sentiment and
‘nagination of its creater (writer). With
YWe touch of writer's manifestation of
%oveht a composition turns into
iterature. Creattion of literature can
Eve: be successful, separating

individual 1life from the main fold of
society. What Mathew Arnold has said in
defining poetry is also applicable. in
extensive term, to literature : "Poetry
is the criticism of life under the
conditions fixed by laws of poetic truth
and poetic beauty"”. Poerty or literature
is indeed the criticism of life., but in
every step it has to abide by the poetic
truth and beauty.

Poetic or 1literary truth and
natural truth are not the same. Tagore
has rightly oberserved : "The mother
painted in literature does not cry in the
;jaire way as does the natural one. But yet

the cry of the painted one is not false™.
- Yer we know it is more true. There may
not be anybody named Heathclif, or *.aere
may not be any Heathclif among the people
we know, but is that Heathclif, whom
Emily Bronte has drawn with her own brush
of imagination not more true than any
known or unknown person named Heathclif?
Existence of anybody named Jane Ere is
not impossible:; but is not that Jane Ere
not more lively and more true, whom
Charlotte has painted, though it is a
mere imaginary picture? Before judging
any literature diffrentce between natural
truth and literary truth shall have to be
kept in mind.

Man is living and movable -- his
life, his thought and idiology are not is
static position. In every age it has

changed, With the development of
knowledge and wisdom. expansion of the
faculty of understanding and
civilisation, a tremendous change has not
only effected upon man's daily life but
also upon mental world which, in trun.
has also been reflected upon art and
literature. Human life and environment of
the age of the Ramayana-Mahabharata or
the Arabian Nights and that of
Shakespearean age are not the same.
Similarly there is a vast difference
between the life in Igbalian and the
present age.

That is why Europeans and
Americans feel charmed by reading the
Shahnama, the Mahabharata and the
Ramayana. and we also take delight in
Iliad and Oedessy. Since beyond time,
place and peron minds of all men are
bound in one and the same tune. of
humanity it becomes possible. Literature.
then not only bears the identity of 1life
but also acts as the guide to life. In
this way literature gives inspiration to
nobler 1life. We can real%ne the
truthfulness of this if we look at the
social life and 1literature of any

country. Social life is developed but

literature is not rich., or literature is

LUNAR EXPLORERS

It is not possible to admit that
-here is life in any form on the moon. It
ls a world that is completely dead., a
iountain on which, during the heat of the
lay. the blazing sun casts its scorching
1eat but, where during the long night,
he cold is 8o acute that it far
surpasses anything ever experienced on
-he earth.

These simple realities were ignored
)y early people who believed that it was
ossible to shoot a rocket, containing
iuman being, to the moon. Thus it was
)ossible to explore some portion of the
woon's surface.

The explorers would need to be
sncased in airtight space suits and
srovided with oxygen apbafatus to enable
hem to breathe. Even if the explorers
szucceeded in protecting themselves from
"he intense variations of temperature., a
s=orse fate might be in store for them

less their suits were completely bullet
roof. for they:. would be in danger of
eing shot by a shooting star. The
=erage shooting star or meteor. which
—ves so strongly the impression of a
mar falling from the sky. is actually a
—nall fragment of a matter, usually
—maller than a pea and often no larger
—an a grain of sand. Space is not empty
1t contains a great number of such

fragments.

The earth, in its motion round the
sun meets many of these fragments which
enter our atmosphere at a speed many
times greater than a rifle bullet. But,
fontunately. our atmosphere acts as a
shield for such foreign bodies. These
meteors, owing to the high velocities
through which they penetrate the
atmosphere, become intensely heated and
thus vapourise within the atmosphere. On
the moon. however, they fall to the
saurface and so great is their number
that the lunar explorers would run a
considerable risk of being hit.

The 14th June., 1969 is a red-letter
day in the history of mankind. It was on
this day that the first man set foot on'
the surfacg of the moon.

DE WilE SEVEN WONDERS
OF TEIER WORLD EXISTR

It was probably hard for people of
the ancient time to imagine that the
great monuments, which they called "The
Seven Wonders of the World", would ever
vanish. But, except for one they have all
disappeared.

That single remaining one is the
pyramid of cheops at Gizeh, Egypt. It was
built about 5,000 years ago to serve as a
tomb for the Pharaoh and his queen.

The second wonder was the great
walls of Babylon in Iraqg. They were
built about 600 B.C by the famous king
Nebuchard Nezza. It was made of bricks
with a height of 10 meters. They are
nothing except a mass of ruins today.

The third wonder of the world was the
statue of god zeus, at Olympia. Greece,
fashioned by the Greek Sculptur Phadians.
The figure was about 12 metres high with
golden robgs. ivory flesh. and eyes of
precious gems. But now it exist nowhere.

The fourth wonder was the temple of
goddess Dina of Epherus, now in
Turkey.The roof was supported by great
stone columns, 18 metres high and the
temple contained some of the best works
of grecian art. It was burnt by the
invading Goths in A.D 262.

The fifth wonder was the tomb in the
city of Halicarnassus. It is also in
Turkey. It was built for king
Mausolus,who died in 353 B.C. It was a
magnificent structure which cost so much
money. that we now call any elaborately
decorated tomb "a mavsoleum”.

The sixth wonder was the colossus of
Rhodes, a bronze statue of Helios. the
sun god. It was about 32 metres high. and
stood on the Island of Rhodes. It got
destroyed in the earthquake in 224 B.C.

The seventh and last wonder was the
Light House of Pharos. built about 283
B.C. on the Island of Pharos off the

coast of Egypt. It is believed that it
was almost 180 metres high above its

base, with a light burning at the top
which guided ships to port. The beacon
served for more than 1,500 years before
it was finaly destroyed by the
earthquake.

HOW DO ESKIMOS BUILD IGLOO?

To most of us the word "IGLOOS" means
a House built of snow. In fact "Igloos"
or “"Iglu” is an Eskimo word for shelter.
An igloo need not be made of snow. It can
be a tent, a School building. a church.
or even a railroad station. Only Eskimos
from Canada and Northern Greenland build
snow Houses and these are used only in

winter.

A snow Igloo is called an "apudyah":
it is made of frozen snow which is curved
into neat blocks. Snow has hundreds of
air spaces and this is what provides
excellent insulation against cold
weather.

An Eskimo can build a snow House
quite quickly. Blocks of snow are cut
0.5 metres long. 46 centimetres wide and
13 ecm thick. These are set on edge

slanting inward to form a circle about
3.5 cm across. They spiral upward and
inward to form a dome. A small "breathing
hole” is left open at the top of the
igloos. Snow and ice platforms inside the

igloo are covered with animal skin.

Sometimes several snow Houses are
built together with connecting tunnels.
Eskimo families can visit each other
without stepping out in the cold.

Eskimo of Alaska never build snow
Houses. Their winter Houses  are partly
built underground. A white settler in
Alaska once showed his young daughter how
to build a snow igloo. His Eskimo
neighbours were all amazed--they had
never seen a snow igloco before. During
summer, almost all Eskimos do what many

campers do i.e. they live in tents.
