In the 10th year of Hijra, the Holy Prophet(P.UH)
together with his followers, went to perform Haj at
Makkah. On this historic occasion, he addressed a
large gathering of Muslims on Mount Arafat., This
address proved to be his last Hajj sermon. Repeating
the message of Islam, he said:

“There is no god except Allah., He is the only
God. None shares His authority and power. He fulfilled
His promise and helped His Prophet against the forces
of evil!

He quoted a verse from the Holy Quran and
said, ‘Allah says, O mankind ! we created you from a
male and female and made you into tribes and nations
so as to be known one from the other. And in the
eyes of Allah the most righteous s the most
honourable among you. In the light of this verse, no
Arab is superior to a non-Arab. Nor is a white in any
way better than a black man, Only the goodness of a
person makes him superior to others. The whole - of
humanity is the offspring of Adam and Adam was created
from dust. I therefore, crush under my feet all the false

claims to greatness and superiority founded on blood or
wealth”,

He further said, "O People | A -muslim is another
Muslims brother and all the muslims are brothers among
themselves'".

The project will approximately cost half a
million rupces and will be implemented in the near future.

All these cfforts reflect the keen
interest shown by the principal in the welfare of the College and deserve appreciation.

As regards this vear's issuc of The Cadet . the outstanding feature is the geniune cfforts
madc by the junior cadets . We have included the maximum contributions of the junior cadets in
the issuc.

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TEACHING OF ISLAM

( One Humanity )
Mufti Muhammad Olid
Lecturer in English

The real origin of man is not known, though there are several
historical and scientific theories about it. There are only conjectures
and opinions. The religious viewpoint is, however, different,
particularly in the revealed religions. There is one single ezplanation:
That man was made by God. In Islam the idea is more clear and definite.

God says: " O mankind, fear your Lord, who created you of a single soul,
and from it created its mate, and from the pair of them scattered abroad
many men and women" (4:1). The Holy Quran does not go into details, but

states with confidence that all mankind originated from a single soul
and the same parents; therefore, they constitute one grand family, and
one human brotherhood.

The Holy OQuran also describes the physical and spiritual
constitution of man and says that they are made of the same substance,
made in the same way, possessing the same basic characteristics. It

says: "It is He who created you of clay" (6:2), and "God created you of
dust, then of a sperm-drop, then He made you pairs" (35:11). Then it
describes His making in detail and says: "And He originated the creation

of man out of clay, then He fashioned His progeny of an extraction of
mean water, then He shaped him, and breathed His spirit in Him. And He
appointed for you hearing, and sight, and hearts " (22:9), There are many
other verses in The Holy Quran in which it has been said that the
physical, moral, and spiritual foundations of all men are intrinsically
the same.

This is why the Quran says: "making were only one nation, then

they fell into variance " (10:19). What was the cause of this variance ?
There were many causes, most of which were bred by prejudices of race,
colour and religion. Racial pride and hatred and colour distinctions
have played havoc and divided mankind bitterly throughout the world
history; religious misconceptions and bigotry have done still greater
harm. .
Nationalistic pride and ambition, fed by political and military
power,have also always torn the world into pieces, and divided humanity
into the strong and the weak, the oppressor and the oppressed, and the
exalted and the humiliated. The human race will 1live in misery and
sorrow as long as these conditions prevail. But these conditions seem to
have come to stay as the perpetual destiny of man on this earth. The
conception of the unity of human race makes a strong appeal in these
times and the United Nations is a hopeful manifestation of it, but for
translations the idea into reality a moral basis is necessary.
g The moral basis was provided by the Quran when God said to the
Prophet; "Say: People of the Book, come now to a word common between us
and you, that we serve none but God, and that we associate not ought
with Him, and do not some of us take others as Lords, apart from God"
(3:64) . this common word can unite the whole of mankind and usher in the
era of one Humanity.

In the above mentioned lines Pope emphasises the danger of havind
inadequate or shallow knowledge. Knowledge 1is the ultima;e source Od
power. Whatever little knowledge a person has, should do him good, an
the more he has the better for him. To say that knowledge is dangerou®
seems to be a paradoxical statement. In fact, what is dangerous is not
knowledge but, the ignorance of the limitations of one's knowledge.

For a concrete example, let us suppose a man gets injured in am™
accident. It is good to have a little knowledge so that timely first.ald
can be given .to him. But thereafter he should be taken to the hOSplCa{
as quickly as possible. It would kr ;dangerous to presume that we kmﬂt
much and start treating the patient ourselves. Quacks virtually kno¥
nothing but we are highly presumptuous. That is why they are responsiblé&
for the death of so many people. So, in order to avoid the dangers of

having only a little knowledge, we should be clear about how much W&
know and make a positive effort to know more.

Today's world is a scientific world where the basis of life is
science. There 1is wvirtually a perennial flood of various branches of
knowledge. As such, it is impossible for any one man to know everything
of everything. And he who admits this fact and is conscious of his

limitations is much more intelligent than one who poses to knowW
something of everything.

"Empty vessels sound much" is an age-old proverb. The same is the
case with a man of shallow knowledge. With his smattering of knowledge
he poses to be a scholar an+ talks haughtily with all and sundry and
eventually makes himself an object of annoyance, trouble and even danger
to the society in which he lives. On the other hand, a man who has drupk
deep at the fountain of knowledge is sober and reticent. He is polite in
manners, civil in talks and humble in bearing, because he is very much
conscious of his limitations and considers himself a child gathering

pebbles on the shere while the vast ocean of Ynowledge lies unexplored.

Like Ulysses he rszlises '™at all his knowledg: and expcrience is but an
'arch' through which.

Gleams that untravelled world, whose margin faded.
For ever and for ever when I move'". 3

Incomplete and imperfect knowledge may bring blunder and lead to
disaster. If the risk of piloting a plane is taken up by a novice, the
fate of the crew and the passengers is a foregone conclusion. SimilaF 1s
the case with one who takes upon himself the task of driving machines
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and engines without knowing how even to handle them. These half-educated
people are actually fools who 'rush in where angels fear to tread'.

So let us not pretend that we know more than we actually do. Let
us guard against the evils of half knowledge, becuase nowhere is vanity
so dangerous as in the field of knowledge. We, at the same time, must
not allow ourselves to be guided by duacks and half educated people. We
must try to acquire the habit of confessing our shallow knowledge and
referring all our difficulties to the people who are trained to deal
with them . Because today's world is the world of experts where amateurs

have no place.

Quaid-e-Azam Muhammad Ali Jinnah, the founder of Pakistan, was
great politician of the 20th century.

He was also a firm believer a%
supporter of democracy.

The term " DEMOCRACY "

could be defined in the words of Abrah&:
Lincon as:

"Government of the people, for the people, by the people'".
The Quaid's support and thoughts for democracy can be confirmed b:
an incident on June 2, 1947 - just a day before the announcement of tl-*.
partition plan. Lord Mount Batten, the last British Viceroy revealed h2Z*
plan to the leaders of three main political groups: namely the CongréSE:
the Sikhs and the Muslim League and asked for their comments. The f].l_tf’._-
two readily gave their consent to the Viceroy's plan, but not the Quai<
e-Azam. He plainly told the Viceroy that he could not commit himself C’;
any plan without first going to the Muslim League. On this attitude ©=
Quaid-e-Azam, the Viceroy nearly lost his temper and he told the Quaidr

EMrErEannahrs it that s your attitude then the leaders of thf
Congress Party and the Sikhs will refuse final acceptance at the meetims

in the morning: Chaos will follow and you will lose your Pakistarm.,
probably for good." But Quaid-e-Azam remained firm on his decision.Wha:
must be, must be".He told the Viceroy. He also explained that he was no-
constitutionally authorised to approve it himself. As the viceroy had t‘,:_
announce the partition plan on the next day, he did so on June 3, 1947

without getting it approved by Quaid-e-Azam on his own risk. After the
announcement of the plan,

the OQuaid-e-Azam reiterated his stand. and

asked the muslims to examine the plan in its letter and spirit, adding,
"On this point I do not wish to prejudge the decision of this

council of the All India Muslim league...... the final decision can only

be taken by the council according to our constitution, precedents anc
practice".

Now the OQuaid at that time,
struggle for Pakistan,
with success, as the
division of India.

was at the height of glory. Th?
which was led by him, was about to be crownec
British and Hindus had finally agreed to the

Quaid-e-Azam was a firm believer in the principles of democracn
and constitutionlism. That was the hall mark of his politics and h? r_lauc
carried the entire movement on these principles. His unilateral declsSlor

at the moment would have negated his political creed. He would neve,
impose his will on the party in such a manner.
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Here one may also recall the incident with Molana Hasrat Mohani.
The Molana was a first rank leader of the All-India Muslim League.On one
occasion in an open session, almost the entire leadership of the party
had supported the Quaid-e-Azam on a certain issue. Molana was the only
opponent and he wanted to voice his vote of dissent. At that time some
students and workers of the Muslim League started hooting down Molana
Saheb for opposing the Quaid's point of view, but the Quaid himself
stood up and quietened down the hooters. He said whether one agreed with
a speaker or not, nobody could take away his right to speak. The Molana
then completed his speech.

Indeed, Quaid-e-Azam Muhammad Ali Jinnah was the only one among
the top political leaders of his time who not only preached democracy
but practised it in letter and spirit and with success.

In fact democracy was part of his faith. He found many of the
principles of democracy synonymous with Islam and he used to say that
Mussalmans had learned democracy 1300 years ago.

T e sEin Tour tbhlfaod

Speaking in the same context on the occasion of the birthday of
the Holy Prophet (P.U.H) in Karachi in 1948, the Quaid said:

" The prophet was a great teacher, he was a great law giver..... in
Islam there is no difference between man and man ......... the qualities
of equality, liberty and fraternity are the fundamental principles of
Islam. Thirteen hundred years ago He [ the Holy Prophet ] laid the
foundation of democracy ".

Quaid-e-Azam based his concept of democracy on Islam. He said more
than once that the constitution of Pakistan would be framed by the
people of Pakistan in accordance with the traditions of Islam.

Speaking at the Sibi Darbar in 1948 he said:

"It is my belief that our salvation lies in following the golden
rules of conduct set for us by our great law giver, the Prophet of
Islam. Let us lay the foundation of our democracy on the basis of truly
Islamic ideals and principles".

A few days later, while addressing the troops at Malir in Karachi,
he said:,

"Now you have to stand guard over the development and maintenance
of Islamic democracy, Islamic social justice and the equality of manhood
in your own native soil.

Democracy according to Quaid meant,

Majority rule in a single nation, harmonious, homogeneous and one.
If there is more than one nation in a country, then democracy cannot
work there.It would be a permanent and perennial majority dominating
over a society in majority," he used to say.
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Quaid-e-Azam always stood for a federal form of governmentvdif
the provinces as the federating units. He at the same time, repeated”
warned the people against the dangers of provincialism.

In one of his last broadcasts from Radio Pakistan Dacca, in Mar&®
1948 he said, : , 2

"Pakistan is the embodiment of the unity of the Muslim nation ar**
so it must remain. That unity we as true muslims must jealously‘m@fa
and preserve. If we begin to think of ourselves as Bengalis,?unjﬂnsi
Sindis etc. first and Muslims and Pakistanis . only incidentally, the&®
Pakistan is bound to disintegrate. Do not think that this is som¥€

obtrusive proposition. Our enemies are fully conscious to it*=
possibilities which I must warn. They are exploiting."

series of personal comments , rather than a finished argument. It 1is ';
cultural gl-=nce rather than a careful examination. But the term usualli
covers also any short written composition, whether it expresses persona*

opinions, oOr gives information on any given subject or detail of
scription or a narrative.

The father of the essay proper was the French writer Montaigne: 1’:
English, Bacon set the fashion in his famous "Essay". But it was Addisor=
and Steel in the 18th century who really popularised it in England as‘a
literary form. Their essays in "The spectator" were widely read in thel &=
days and they now form part of English literature. In the same period,
Dr. Johnson was writing essays in the 'Rambler' and the Idler, andl
Goldsmith and other writers were also essayists. The finest essays ar<
probably those of Charles Lamb("The Essays of Elia"), and Hazlitt ana
Leigh Hunt wrote well known essays in the same period. In the moderr
times, many writers are known for their charming essay, such as
Augustine Birrel, A.C. Benson, G.K. Chesterton, Hilaire Belloc, R.L-
Stevenson, Walter Bagehot etc. Macaulay's "Essays" are hardly essays 1™
the strict sense of the term, but lengthy reviews.

Essay may be classified as Narrative Essays, Descriptive EssaySe«
Expository Essays, Reflective Essays and Imaginative Essays. This
classification is useful, so long as it is remembered that these classes:
are not mutually exclusive, and that some essays may partake of the
peculiarities of more than one class; For example, a narrative essay may
contain a good deal of description, and essay of all classes should be
more reflective, for the original idea of this form of composition is am
expression of the writer's own feelings and thoughts on a given subject.

It is only perfection of style that can make an essay a piece of
literature. And it 1s above all in the essay that the personal style of
the writer comes out distinctly, and marks it as a personal piece of
expression. Style is a preservative 1like salt, and it is the very
different styles of Bacon, Addison, Lamb, Sir Thomas Browne, Swift,
Carlyle, Ruskin that make their essays so distinct and charming.

The word essay means, literally an "attempt"; and the essay wWhichs
students are set to write at their college are really trial exercises or
attempts to express thoughts in good English.

Thus, the Quaid-i-Azam was inspired by a
passion for freedom, Amir Khusro lived Sfor music; Stephenson was
influenced by the steam engine at the pit's mouth, and Pope began, as a
child, to write imitations of the poets. Just as the handwriting of no
two children is alike, so no two characters are exactly similar, and
different people are attracted by different examples. Though these
diversities of taste should be allowed full scope, it should never be
forgotten that honour, purity and charity should be the common aim of
all, whatever their talents.

Another important fact~r in the formation of character 1is habit.
It is by habit that character is fixed, just as it is by conduct that it
is indicated. The practice of shirking work quickly grows and, " 1E
allowed to obtain a firm hold, will be found most difficult to
eradicate. One lie will lead to another, the conscience will become
accustomed to wounds and finally cease to protest. Indulgence in vice
may , if frequently practised, very quickly become almost a necessity,
and so sap the powers that the vicious become a burden to themselves and
to others.

THE MAGNIFICENT FORT

aque Ahmed Ujan
8828 )

Quite similar to the Great Wall of China, the pre-historic stone
fort known as Runikot is situated about 18 miles away in the south-west
of the Sann town of Dadu district.

Owing to its magnificent architectural structure and (great
historical significance, the UNESCO has shown readiness to award the
status of '"World Heritage" to Runikot. The walls of this ancient fort
are 20 miles and 2 furlongs long. Following this recent research about
the covered area of the fort by a team of Sindh Exploration and
Adventure Society(SEAS), the Runikot can safely be considered one of the
biggest forts of the world.

It has, in all, 60 towers and four gates in the west, east, north
and south. The Sann Gate opens to the east, the Amri Gate is located in
the north, the Shapur Gate comes in the south while the Mohan gate is
constructed in the west. There are two small forts within the great
fort; namely Miri Fort and Sher Garh Fort.

A torrent passes thr-ugh the middle of the fort during rainy
season. The fort is named after this torrent locally known as 'Nai
Rooni'. Rooni Kot, Neron Kot and Runnikot are three different names of
this fort. The torrent, however, is also called Nai Mohan because it
enters into the fort through Mohan Gate in the west. Making the shape of
a mountainous river, it gets off the fort from Sann Gate in the east.

The age of the fort and architects, the rulers who reigned over
here and the wars fought, if any around Runnikot, is still an ambiguity
of history. There are many hypothetical views pertaining to the history
of the fort.

The Chachnama, an important indigenous source of history refers to
a letter written by the Arab General Muhammad Bin Qasim right from the
premises of Neron Kot to Hujjaj Bin Yousuf thereby creating a linkage
between the invasion of Sindh by Alexander The Great (325 - 323 B.C) and
the resistance put up by the occupants of this fort.

Giving his hypothetical view point, Taj Sahrai, a local historian,
says "This fort belongs either to the Persian conquerors Medas, Kayania
to Sussanian dynasties (700 B.C to 625 B.C) or the Greeks (330 B.C)or
the Scythians (130 B.C) or the original inhabitants of the lower Indus
Valley".

According to M.H.Panhwar,"The achaemenians ruled S ndhEEOMMONONE
400 B.C. Theirs was the world's first great empire. They had no fear of
attack from the east or south as the sub-continent during those days was
ruled by small principlities. They had, of course, trouble with the

So often, we get stains on our expensive dresses and feel 50[%
when we are forced to discard the same. It is very difficult to cles
them unless one knows the method of doing so. The methods of removif-
stains are very helpful for us in our daily life.

For applying any method of stain removing, first of all, we ha:
to know the kind of fibre and that whether it is washable or not becaus:
the wrong use of chemicals on a stain will destroy the clothes.

1. Blood stain:

Blood stains on silk, wool and rayon can be removed by hydrog€?

peroxide while on cotton and linen , moderate solution of Ammonia may b
used.

2. Coffee and tea stain:

Fresh stains are often removed by washing in cold or hot soag:
water. For removing an old stain, stretch fibers over a large bowl amnc
pour boiling water on it with some boric powder For non-washable, ru<

it with lukewarm water, put some glycerine and leave it for thire:
minutes, then rinse.

3. Chewingum stain :

Apply sponge to it with carbon tetra chloride and, turpanﬁﬁe:
Washables may be cleaned with egg's white. First of all rub it with tR<
help of cotton on the clothes and then wash it with hot water.

4. Fruit Stain :

Sponge with cold water. Then rub slightly with glycerine and leav=
it for five hours then apply a few drops of vinegar and, after twe

minutes, rinse with water. For washable fibers stretch stain over a bowl
and pour hot boiling water.

5. Lipstick or car grease stains :

Rub the stain with white vaseline and wash it with warm so0ap:
water. For non-washable material sponge with carbon tetra chloride.

6. Ink and marker stains :
Wash with socapy water.

8. Wax stains :

Scratch wax without damaging the « h . Place clean white

iron. If a bit of stain is left use carbon tetra chloride.

9. Precauctions :

But for all these methods some precautions are necessary. For
removing the stain always use water first of all. If it 1is not removed,
use any acid.

At first use acid on some internal part of the clothing in order
to see the reaction of acid on clothes. More acid will destroy the
clothes.

Never press the stained place with finger because it will make the
stain permanent.

Do work quickly and carefully.
