6. Two new telephone Nos have been allotted to the College with
telephonic system VHF for which the College is grateful to Mr Asif Ali Zardari.

7o 100 Bags of Cement have been donated by Dada Bhoy for the
construction of foot path in the College.

8. Swimming pool tiles have been donated by the National Tiles Ltd.

9. Another donation is of the material worth one hundred thousand

for renovation of the College auditorium’s false ceiling.

It is an acknowledged fact that real progress and prosperity of all the
countries ol the world in general and newly born states, with numerous
nationalities and ethnic groups, in particular, depends upon the unity,
understanding and integration among the communities and races belonging to
these countries. Students of the world history must be aware of the fact that
immedialely after the crealion of man, lack of cultural integration among
different communities and (ribes porved to be the main cause of tribal
dispules, elthnic lensions and wars among various nalions and countries.

Before the holy land of Arabia was blessed with the light of knowledge
and the boon of Islam, the Arabian society suffered from multifarious social
evils. Tribal disputes were rife. Every tribe wanted to establish its superiorily to
the others. Thus il was a struggle [or domination over one another.

The last sermon of the Holy Prophet Muhammad (P.B.H) emphasizes the
importance of cultural integration. He says: “No Arab is superior to a non-Arab,
Nor is a while in any way beller than a blackman, only the goodness of a
person makes him superior Lo others. The whole of humanity is the ofl spring
of Adam and Adam was created from dust. I, therefore, crush under my feel all
the false claims (o greatness and superiorily founded on blood or wealth”.

With the dissemination of Islam and the teachings of the Holy Prophet
(P.U.H) a golden period of Islamic history [(ollowed. The Arabs, who were
illiterate, prejudiced and bellicose, were united under the flag of Islam and
what happened alterwards is still preserved in the pages ol world history. The
Muslims carried the light ol knowledge to spain, Bughdad, Turkey, Iran and
South Asia. Then a period came when the Muslims again were divided into
castes, and sects. Baghdad was destroyed by Halaku Khan, spain, which was
the centre of knowledge went out of the hands of the Muslims.

A part [rom the Muslims, even English people have become victims of
this cultural disintegration. Great Britain used to be great when it was a unitec

kingdom in real sense of the word. England Scotland, Wales and Irelanc

when they starled thinking in regional terms.
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«;separ;te homeland for the Muslims.

But, immediately alter the creation of Pakislan, disintegration started
taking place. Ethnic [eelings, parochialism and regionalism created political
instability in the country. The period belween 1947 to 1958 presents the
darkest chapters of Pakistan hislory. Polilical instabilily, economic disparity
and social exploilation paved the way for the imposilion of Martial law in the
country in 1958.

The late Field Marshall Muhammad Ayub was the first military officer
who realised the imporlance of cultural integration in the country. In fact it
was he who was the author of the one unil of wesl Pakistan. Even the
vchement opponents of one unil acknowledged the wisdom of the one unit
when India atlacked Pakistan on the 6th September, 1965 . People belonging to
different provinces, regardless of their caste, race and religion stood united like
a rock against India. With such a strong support of the whole nation, the
Armed Forces of Pakistan gave a crushing defeat to India. No body thought
interms of Punjabi, Pathan, Sindhi Balochi, Bengali or Mohajar. Everybody
proved himselfl a true national of Pakistan.

Nevertheless, the people of our country did not learn a lesson from the
1965 war. Unlortunately, in 1971 war Pakistan was miserably defeated. Before
1971 war, one unit was broken and the four provinces were restored. This
naturally stimulated the old tendencies of provincialism and, upto this time
Pakistan has experienced the worst cultural and political crises of its history .
We have again come back lo Lhe same position from where we started.
Dissolution of Assemblies, caretaker government and eleclions-perphaps this is
the destiny of Pakistan.

Here one feels the urgent need of the cultural integration of all
communites of Pakistan. As | have already pointed out, Field Marshal Ayub
Khan was the first person, who realised the importance of national integration

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for the first time: and ,afterwards, the Armed Forces have been playing a very
important role in safeguarding the inlegrity ol Pakistan. The Armed Forces
themselves present an excellent example of national integration. The Armed
Forces are composed of olflicers ( senior and junior ranks ) and soldiers
belonging to various regions of Pakistan , Punjab, Sindh, NWFP and
Baluchistan, bul they have been unitedly defending Pakistan as true
Pakislanis.

It is high time that everybody in the country should realise Lhe
importance of national integration. It is the duty of every Pakistani to promote
cultural integration. The governmenl can promote this integration by
encouraging inler-province admissions of sludents in various universities. The
organisatlions like the Pakistan centres should be made more effective . Radio,
T.V., Press and other such media should be utilised to the maximum to bring
the people of all the provinces closer Lo one another. Cinema is another very
strong medium which can play a very eflective role in this regard. Another very
elfective way to promote cultural integration is the inter-marriages.

The development of the nalional language is imperative o promote
cultural integration in the country. In fact so far no concrele measures have
been taken to make urdu popular among all the communities and regions of
Pakistan. Urdu should be developed and made uplo dale, so that, people from
all regions, should easily understand and should be in a position to
communicate in this language. This should go side by side with English as a
medium of instruclion al the higher level so that it should become a symbol of
our nalional identity.

In the end, we can't ignore a very important factor. Whatever efforts we
make Lo promole cultural or national integralion cannot bring langible results,
unless we deal with the anti-state and anti-social elements. They do not want
Pakistan to exist. It is the duly of the government Lo take strict action against

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If we compare our country with the other countries of the world we are
far behind in the field of education. In some of the Arab countries like Algeria,
Yemen, U.A.E. and Saudi Arabia almost twenly five percent of their budget is
used on education.

They teach their students most of the foreign languages so that whenever
scholarships are offered by foreign universities, they send their students for
higher studies. In our country on the other hand, there is only one foreign
language i.e. English and even that is not taught in the country properly. Most
of the scholarships offered by the French , German, Spanish or Italian
universities lapse because our students are ignorant of these languages. Our
standard of education has considerably gone down, cheating in the
examination has become an important part of our educational system. Under

such circumstances, our students cannot compete with those of the foreign
countries.

Teachers very rarely go to Lhe classes with proper
planning of the lessons. Their main interest in the urban areas is to run t
tuition centres, so they do not teach honeslly in the class rooms, so
