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PETARO, ON THE ROAD TO PROGRESS

On account of its peculiar location Petaro has had to endure enormous
hardships and is still facing uphill problems. Neverthless, right from its
inception in August 1957, the College has been making tremendous and steady
progress in all fields. We have been marching on towards the standards and
goals set before us, step by step; in that we have launched many ambitious
projects for the overall improvement and betterment of the College ; which has
ushered in an era of constant and rapid achievements under the dynamic
patronage, support and blessings of Vice Admiral Jawaid Igbal HI(M)
Commander Karachi and Chairman BOG CCP. The College has witnessed
hectic development activities, more particularly in the recent years under the
able guidance and effective command of the present worthy Principal, Captain
(OPS) Syed Qamar Raza PN, who due to his inexhaustible energy and firm
determination has maintained the standards of excellence achieved by his
predecessors with the help of his trusted loyal and devoted workers. On the
auspicious occasion of 35th Parents’ Day, the College moves into nearly the
fourth decade of its life and, as such, we want to give our esteemed readers a
bird’s eye-view of our progress during the past three years. A brief account of
the most important uplift works, which have already been accelerated and are
in the process of completion, vis-a-vis some on-going projects, which are
enumerated below:

1. NEW CADETS’ MESS .
The College had a big Dining Hall where all the cadets, numbering
about more than seven hundred, could dine together at the same time.
Subsequently, it was felt that the college should have another Mess fully
equipped with latest facilities. The idea assumed a concrete shape when some
of the well-wishers and patrons of the College, taking personal and keen
interest, used their good offices and got the requisite funds approved by the
Government as far back as in the year 1988-89. The foundation stone was laid
in the year 1991 by Vice Admiral Ahmed Tasneem HI(M),SJ (Bar),S.Bt., the
then Commander Karachi and the Chairman Board of Governors, Cadet -
College Petaro. The new Mess has been completed in all respects. The grand
building of the New Mess is a master-picce of modern architecture. It h
halls, the roofs of which stand without the support of any pillars. The
hall is being used for cadets while the smaller one is meant for the office
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an decc mntedl with a graud mural, Quranic verses and-a beautiful chandelier

alongw umerous lights which add to the beauty of the hall. The New Mess
~ has 'alko been furnished with new dining tables and chairs, which have been
I- - manufactured locally. Besides, a water purification plant and huge electric
water coolers have been installed to provide cold and pure water to the cadets
free from the impurities, germs and bacteria. The area in front of the new
Mess has also been developed into beautiful parks with flower beds and
mercury lights.

2. NEW SPORTS PAVILION:

The College had a small and modest Sports Pavilion near the Swimming
Pool with a capacity of about 300 persons. It was rarely used because most of
the College functions, such as, sports competitions, matches against outside
teams and, above all, the Parents’ Day was held on the outside grassy field.
Therefore, the need for a modern Sports Pavilion outside the sports field was
being felt for several years. Our worthy Chairman BOG CCP and Principal
requested the Government of Sindh which very generously granted a sum of
Rs 12.2 million for the construction of a New Sports Pavilion, which is a land
mark in the history of the College. The foundation stone was laid by the then
Chief Minister of Sindh on 16th May 1996, in a modest but graceful ceremony,
which was attended by a large section of high dignitaries and prominent
ex.Petarians. The Pavilion has been designed and being constructed in such a
way that all the outdoor functions of the College would be held there. This will
save the College a large outlays of money and labour. The construction work
of the Pavilion has been accelerated with full speed and will be completed very
soon. The Pavilion, when completed, will have capacity to accommodate about
S000 persons. Besides, the space under the Pavilion will be utilised for indoor
games and vis-a-vis, providing residential facilities to the outside teams.

3. NEW COMPUTER LABORATORY:

Initially, a small Computer Laboratory comprising 10 Computer
machines with a capacity of 20 cadets at a time was set up with a view to
familiarizing the cadets with this most modern gadget of science and
technology. In addition, these Computers were also used for the
Computerisation of the College Accounts, composition of the College
Magazine, Prospectus and other odd jobs. A few years ago the Board of
Intermediate and Secondary Education, Hyderabad decided to introduce
Computer, as an optional subject, at the Secondary School Certificate level.
The College started regular periods for junior classes and continued efforts to
establish a New Computer Lab with all modern equipments, which was the
pre-requisite of the Board for introduction of the subject in the College.
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An exhaustive working paper was prepared under the instructions from
the Principal Captain Syed Qamar Raza PN, for onward submission to the
Chairman Board of Governors, Cadet College Petaro, who, keeping in view
the importance and utility of scheme, approved the project. It was decided to
convert the Electricity Laboratory into that of a new Computer Lab; which is
fully airconditioned. It has 30 Computers alongwith all accessories and can
accommodate 40 cadets at a time. The New Lab has a PENTIUM 586
SYSTEM in which Multimedia kit is installed with C-D drivet+sound blaster
16 Bit. It can access the CD at very fast speed with Pictures (Movies), sound
and text. The Lab also has 30 numbers of 80486 Dx/4 Computers with colour
S.V.G.A 28 DPI monitors. All systems are in stand alone position with 1.2 GB
hard disk. To learn about the techniques of networking, the lab. has the
networking facility with 04 Nos of 80386 - Sx Computers.

The Computer Laboratory is going to start the E-Mail very soon
connecting it with the whole world. E-Nuail is the Electronic Mail which could
be sent to any part of the world and any one can respond to it in seconds. This
mail will also have the facility of fax.

In future, the College intends to connect the Computers to the
‘INTERNET?”, This would help the cadets greatly as they will have access to
a very huge ocean of knowledge spread around the world stored in all inter-
connected Computers of the whole world.

4. ENGLISH LANGUAGE LABORATORY:

Keeping in view the importance of English as an international language
and a store house of knowledge in all fields, it was decided to establish an
English Language Laboratory in the College. The construction work is in full
swing and will be completed in due course of time.

The New Language Laboratory will have the capacity to accommodate
40 cadets at a time. The Laboratory is certainly going to help all cadets to
improve their English. This will help all the cadets, specially the cadets hailing
from rural areas, to derive benefit a lot. There will be surely a lot of emphasis
to read, write, understand and speak correct English.

5] NEW FOUNTAIN

A new fountain has been constructed at the junction of the Main Gate,
Riding Gate, M.T Gate, Principal Bunglow and the College Building. The
fountain has been designed in such a way that the word “ALLAI in Arabie

The Sywimming Pool has been renovated. New tiles have been used in the
pool, which give it a very grand and impressive look. The tiles for the
renovation work were donated by M/s National Tiles and Ceramics, Karachi.

Gorbachev introduced new reforms in the state, and, called it
‘perestorika’ and ‘glasnost’ the main feature of ‘perestorika’ reforms were :

1% Industrial Independence

2 Lesser intereference from the Central Government
in the economic affairs of the country

35 Change in the financial transaction

4. To up grade the standard of soviet products

The reforms of Gorbachev failed because communism as a system had
failed, and the economic disasters it met during the past decades had crippled
the system. The Soviet economic system might have been undermined by other
factors also, nevertheless, it was largely owing to the financial burdens of the
military campaigns in which the U.S.S.R was engaged in a territory outside
the country.

The Soviet interference in Afghanistan was the beginning of its
disintegration. It suffered a huge loss in terms of human life and money.
During the Russian occupation , Afghanistan proved a Vietnam and its rival
western powers under the U.S leadership believed in all support for the
counter-revolutionaries to keep the Soviets engaged as long as possible.

After the Geneva accord in 1988, Boris Yeltsin played a vital role from
1989 to 1991. He appeared as a nationalist for the Russian people with the
rising profile in international system. He believed in three major ideas, they
were:

1. Market Economy

2 An End to the Communist Party of the Soviet Union

3. No resistance from the Central Government to those

states which wanted indpendence from the Union

Having been expelled from the communist party, Boris Yeltsin gained
popularity among the Russians and after the failure of the last attempt by the
K.G.B. Generals in Auguat 1991, to keep the Union intact, he was elected as a
president of Russia. After becoming the president, he advocated the mark&t
economy and a political system closer to the western demoeracy. !
indicated that the Russians believed in the change of system because of
collapse of the communist system.

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ATHLETICS

“ATHLETICS” is a noun usually used as plural which means athletic
sports as running, rowing and boxing, etc Traditionally, track and field events

are included (or known as) Athletics. It also means the practice of athletic
exercises or the principles of athletic training.

The word “ATHLETIC” is, normally, used as an adjective which means
physically active and strong or involving the use of physical skills or
capabilities, as strength, agility or stamina.

An “Athlete” is a person, who is trained to compete in contests involving
physical agility, stamina or strength, a trained competitor in a sport, exercise
or game requiring physical skill. Traditionally we can call a person an athlete,
who is trained for competing in track-and-field events. An athlete is known as
a person having a sturdy build or well-proportioned body structure.

If we go back far enough, “ATHLETICS” probably began with religion.
Primitive people worshipped their gods by performing certain dances. These
dances initiated the actions of fighting and hunting. Later on, those dances

were performed simply for the pleasure and they were actually a form of
Athletics.

The Egyptians had some form of athletic sports about four thousand
years ago. But ATHLETICS, as we know it today, began with the Greeks. The
first recorded Olympic games of the Greeks took place in the year 776 B.C.
Today, we know that sports activities play an important part in our lives. But,
it can not compare with the importance the ancient Greek gave to the athletics.
Everybody was trained in running, jumping and wrestling during his stay at
school. A man was supposed to be good at athletics until he was well past
middle age.

The ideal of the Greeks was to have a sound mind in a healthy body. So,
they didn’t admire men who were just athletes, or men who were just brilliant,
but couldn’t participate in sports. But, they also had professional athletics,
especially in boxing and wrestling, The Greeks had many athletic festivals, but
the oldest and the most important were the Olympic games. Only the young
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men of pure Greek descent who had undergone ten months training could
compete.

At first, the games were just contests in running and jumping. But, later
on, they added wrestling, boxingdiscus and javelin throwing and chariot
races, i.e. a light two-wheeled vehcile for one person, usually drawn by two
horses and driven from a standing position, used in war-fare, racing, hunting,
etc Its driver was known as Charioteer.

With the passage of time, the number of track and field events
increased. Different types of races, such as flat race, relay race and sprinting
were added. Various types of jumps including pole-vault, hop-step and jump,
long jump, high jump, and tripple jump became the interesting part of
athletics, not for viewers only, but, for the participants, also.

SPRINT:

Means to race or to move at full speed, especially, for a short distance as in
running burst of speed at any point during long race, as near the finish line. It
can, also, be termed as brief spell of great activity. The participant is termed
as “Sprinter”.

SPRINT MEDLEY:
It is a medley relay in which the first member of the team runs 440 yards, the
second and the third members run 220 yeards each and the fourth member

runs 880 yds.

DISTANCE MEDLEY':
It is a track event, in which the first member of a team runs 440 yards, the

second runs 880 yards, the third runs 1320 yards and the fourth runs 1760
yards.

RELAY:
A length or leg in a relay race.

RELAYING:
A series of persons relieving one another or taking turns. A fresh set of dogs or

horses posted in readiness for use in a hunt, on a journey, etc

RELAY RACE:
A race between two or more teams of contestants, each constestant being

relieved by a team-mate after running a certain part of the total distance 4 x
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100 and 4 % 400 metres relay races are commonly held at the Intermediate
level.

FLAT RACE: A race run on a level track having no hurdles, water
jumps, or the like to hinder the speed of the entrants.

JUMP:

To spring clear of a ground or other support by a sudden muscular efforts, to
rise or jerk suddenly or quickly. To move a man from one side of an
opponent’s man to a vacant square on the other, thus capturing it. Jumping is
a short or hurried journey. Jump, leap, vault imply propelling onself by a
muscular effort, either into the air or from one position or place to another.
Jump and leap are often used interchangeably but jump indicates move,

particularly, the springing movement of the feet in leaving the ground or
support.

BROAD JUMP:

A jump for distance,either from a standing position or with a running start. It

is a field-event featuring competition in a broad jump. It i, commonly, known
as long jump.

POLE VAULT:

A field event in which a leap or vault over a cross-bar is performed with the

aid of a long pole. It is also termed as pole jump. The participant is known as
pole vaulter.

MARATHON RACE:

Any long-distance race. It is a foot race on a course measuring 26 miles and
385 yards.

THROW:
To propel or cast in any way; especially to project or propel from the hand by
a sudden forward motion or straightening of the arm and wrist.

DISCUS:

It is derived from the Greek word “DISKOS”. A discus is a circular wooden or

metallic dise, having a metal rim and thicker in the centre than at the edge for
throwing for distance in atheletic competition.

JAVELIN:

A light spear usually thrown by hand. A javelin is a spear like shaft about 8%
feet long and usually made of wood, used in throwing for distance. Javelin
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throw is a competitive field event consisting in throwing the javelin for
distance.

HAMMER:
A metal ball, usually weighing 16 Ibs, attached to a steel-chain at the end of
which is a grip for throwing it to a distance in the Hammer Throw
Competition.

SHOT PUT:

A heavy metal ball which competitors cast as far as possible in shot-putting
contests. An aimed stroke or throw as in certain games especially in an
attempt to score.

It is a field event in which a heavy metal ball or a shot is thrown or put
for distance. It is a single throw or put of the shot. The participant is known as
Shot-putter.

During sleep, our blggq Pressure falls, the pulse rate drops, body temperature
falls, blood vessels in the skip become wider, most of the muscles relax and in
general the rate of metabolism fy)]g by about 20% . Modern researchers

confirm that humay beings sleep in order ¢ give the brain sufficient time for
routine cell maintenance,

The question regarding the essentiy] amount of sleep is also a moot
point. Sir Winston Churchill slept for about four hours from 3 a.m. to 7 a.m,

Margaret Thatcher a]s needs a little more than four hours sleep every night.
Sufis, Saints angd Dervesh may not sleep at a1,

A team of American psychologists Studying sleep patterns among
individuals i, different 48¢ groups found that ney born babies sleep an
average 16 hours in 24 hours, 16 years ¢]q students like to sleep for about 11
hours g night ang college students sleep an dverage 8 hours a day.

The need for sleep diminishes g people grow in age. For the persons
between the 4ge group of 45 to 60 years, abhout seven hours sleep per night, on
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average, is sufficient. It is still less for the older persons. In any case some
sleep, like eating is scientifically innate and essential for humans. Scientists at
a University monitored the sleep patterus in persons who complained of acute
insomnia and discovered that 50% of the insomniac, actually, remained awake
for not more than 30 minutes at a stretch in the course of the night.

The role of the brain is central and pivotal in the state of sleeping and
waking. The distinction is very much marked in different states in the light of
modern research. Even in the 19th century, people were aware of the role of
the brain in sleep, but knew nothing about its physics and chemistry.

In the early 20th century, researchers began to suggest that sleep is
caused by natural chemicals - sleep substances that accumulate in the brains.

On the basis of physical characteristics of the brain waves scientists
have distinguished two types of sleep - NREM and REM . During NREM
sleep, the brain waves tend to become slow and more regular and the sleeper
lies fairly still and breathes slowly and regularly, while REM is much lighter
sleep characterised by intermittent darting of the eyes under close ceyelids.

It has recently been found that chemical substances known as sleep
substances modify and regulate sleep. Two scientists, Krveger and Obal have
developed a theory that different parts of the brain sleep at different times.

If this theory is found correct, it will have direct bearing on the
development of simple methods other than medication for dealing with cases of
sleep disorder. In due course, the science of sleep ie. its physics and
biochemistry, will be precisely known. But, in any case, some sleep is a must
for a human being - “when you have accomplished your daily task, go to sleep
in peace ; God is awake”.
