SUI-GAS COMMISSIONING AT THE SWEEPERS COLONY

Cadet College, Petaro, situated at a distance of 16 Kms from the Super
Highway, was established in the year 1957. Its employees were provided with
simply furnished accommodations alongwith Electricity and Water as basic
amentities. People were compelled to use oil, coal and wood as fuel for the
cooking purpose. Necessity was felt to get the College connected with the Sui Gas
as it was very difficult for the Mess Staff to timely prepare food for more than 500
Cadets three times a day, particularly for breakfast. At last,the hectic efforts bore
fruit and the project was commissioned in the year 1968 during the tenure of Cdr
Feroze Shah, the then Principal.

Since the Sweepers’ Colony is situated out of the College campus, it could
not avail this facility. The matter was raised by the Officer Incharge Sui Gas from
time to time but the effort remained fruitless.

The present head of the institution Captain (OPS) Syed Qamar Raza PN,
started holding ‘Darbars’ and it was in one of such ‘Darbars’ that he came to know
of this genuine problem. He then deputed the Officer Incharge Water Supply and
Sui Gas to contact the Sui Southern Gas Authorities and get the estimate prepared.
Fortunately, the General Manager, Sui Southern Gas, Mr Siraj Shaikh, who
happens to be a prominent Petarian proved a blessing in disguise. He promised to
do everything in this regard. He paid visits to the College alongwith his Engineers
and Surveyors and promised to get the project completed within a very short span
of time. Digging of trenches, laying of gas pipe lines i.e. MEX (Minor Extension)
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and re-filling of trenches was done within a week or so. Once again, the kind
nature of the Worthy Principal provided an opportunity to the poor employees of
the Water Supply Department to earn some extra money. Instead of a Government
Contractor, he got the work done by these employees and the honorarium was paid
to them.

The poor residents of the Sweepers’ Colony were all out in-praise for the
Principal when the Worthy Principal lit the first gas burner on the 8th June, 1998.

Though, it was a big project which was made possible by the keen interest
of the Worthy Principal who always takes pride in solving such problems of the
colony residents. In fact, it is one more alchievement added to the large list for
which the credit goes to Captain (OPS) Syed Qamar Raza PN who got the job
done in co-ordination with his dedicated team comprising Prof Abdul Aziz (Prof
Technical Services), Asst Prof Jawaid Khan Sharwani (Officer Incharge Water
Supply and Sui Gas) Mr Abdul Razzak (Supervisor Water Supply) Mr Yousuf
Khan (Telephonist) and other Techanical Staff of the Water Supply and Sui Gas
Departments.

It will not be out of place to mention the name of Mr Siraj Shaikh, the
Genral Manager, Sui Southern Gas Company a veteran Petarin, in extending his
cooperation which enabled the College to complete the project very economically.
It is, indeed, a very kind gesture of his love towards his Alma-mater.

THE SUMMER HOLIDAY CAMP 1997-98

The fourth Holiday camp which commenced on 6th July 1997 and ended
on 29th July. The number of the cubs was not as large as it was last year, but 38
cubs who attended this camp, gave a very good response to the daily routins set
for them. Each one of them greatly benefitted and was educated during this short
period of 15 days. The daily routine went like this. In the morning from 0700 to
0800 hours, every cub used to take part in Riding and Shooting. From 0900 to
1200 hours, they were in Computer Science Laboratory, College Library and
English Language Laboratory, one hour at each place.

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ORIGIN OF ARITHMATIC

Prof Abdul Aziz
Head, Dept of Mathematics

Arithmetic is a branch of mathematics in which computations are
carried out with the number of the decimal system. It originated from Greek
word Arithmetika which means ‘the number science’. The ancient prople
used mathematics mainly for counting their animals and measuring the size of
their fields. They used pebbles or knots or marks of ten fingers of hands for
counting the number of animals in a herd. Sometimes, they made marks ¢
the tree for counting their sheep. The Greeks and Hebrews used their
alphabets for writing numbers. The ancient Chinese used rod like symbols to
represent numbers. The ancient Japanese used short wooden sticks for the
numbers.

When we think of numbers, the first thing whcih strikes the mind is the
set of positive integers viz. 1,2,34,5,............. These numbers can be traced
back in history to the dawn of civilization. The ancient Egyptians and
Baleylonians knew the operations of addition and multiplication of integers
and the letter had a way of expressing the integers which was very similar to
our present day decimal notation. The difference was in the choice of the
base, theirs being 60 while ours is 10. The numerals written with base 10 are
known as Arabic numerals because the Arabs introduced then to Europe. It is
also believed that ancient Hindus had originated them. The idea of 380 was
originally invented in India. As a matter of fact 380 was used in 628 AD by

- the well known Indian Mathematician Brahmagupta. The word 380 was
evolved from the Sanskrit word ‘Shunya’ meaning nothing. It became ‘rifer’
in Arabic from which the English word ‘cipher’ is derived. Arabs introduczd
the symbol “O” for 380 and then the set of whole numbers was discovered.

Pythagoras discovered that there are distances that cannot be measured
by natural numbers of fractions. For example R ey etc. He felt that
corresponmding to every distance there ought to be a number. Latter they
were called irrational numbers. The rational numbers like 3/4 , 8/3 , ... were
introduced by Egyptians around 1550 B.C. The earliest written evidence of
arithmetic is found in Baleylonian tables and in Egyptian hand books of the
12th dynasty (1991- 1786 BC).
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The_Rqamn system of numbers was probably derived from Etruscans,
the earliet inhibitants of Itlay. Letters were used for numerals. I stood for one,

V stood for five, X for ten, L for fifty, C for hundred, D for five hundred and
M for a thousand.

. -The modem system of numerals is the modified Hindu - Arabic system
n whlc_h we write numbers from one to nine and zero as 1,2,3.4,5,6,7.8,9,
and 0. Any number, no matter how large, can be written with the help of

there ten digits. The base of our system is 10 and so it is called a decimal
system.

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EDUCATION IN PAKISTAN -AN OVER VIEW

Pakistan has become 50 plus with wide spread illiteracy, corruption,
bankruptey, ethnic violance and a crowd of illetrate unable to seek
Government jobs even as Clerks. Our education system, if any, has led us
ahead of only two nations, Afghanistan and Nepal. With a population increase
of 3.5% we areblindly edging towards Economical, Social and moral suicide.
Muslims’ claims of leading Europe out of its dark age in the past seem to be
part of fiction. It appears that our education system on the whole has failed to

water even after 50 years . Something somewhere is grossly wrong. Today my
intention is to point out what education was, is and should be for a free citizen
of the Islamic Republic of Pakistan.

We belong to Muslim Ummah which in the past was a super power of
the world. We were the leaders in the field of science, medicine, education,
culture and world affairs. Qur Prophet Iazrat Muhammad (Peace be upon him)

frped. Figa was taught in depth. Rules for Muslim trade were established. A
single person caused revolution in all the fields of life because his education

clibre but did not achieve in the field of research inquiry and science. Although
1/8 th of the Holy Quran is devoted to Taffakur and Taskheer, our achievement
in these facuyltjes 1s almost nil. :

The Abbasjde reign is the most brillian period of Muslim history for the
Spread of science and arts. Haroon Al Rashid, one of the greatest rulers of the
world was 3 splendidly generous patron .of scholars. In his time scientific
knoxy]edge Was translated into Arabic. Eminent men in literature, Grammar,
Music and medicine had gathered in his court. His son Mamoon foresaw the
danger the inflexible dogmas of religious authorities upon the minds of human




beings. He endeavoured vigorously for the emancipation of human intellect
from the clutches of authoritative religious leaders. His court was crowded
with men of letters and science, physicians and philosophers from every part of
the world. Astronomy was studied and observatories were established.

Let us take the Muslims of Sub-continent in particular. The entire history
of Indian Sub-continent baring exceptions is devoide of world class scholars.
Because of its vast green fields the Sub-continent cor st.ntly attracted foreign
expoliters and invaders. The locals never had a chance to live as free people.
The Muslims and Mughals lived and ruled here for more than 700 years. As
they owned the fate of the people of India, they could contribute a lot in
cultivating a scientific culture here. It is astonishing to see huge constructions,
beautiful buildings, mousoleum, Taj Mahal, Lal Qila, Badshahi Mosque and
hundreds of other wonders of architecture but mostly they were built to let the
poor masses earn their living. Even emperor Jahangir failed to see the demand
of time. When some European presented him with gims he was pleased but did
not make a conceiveable effort to make it locally. Later on Muhammad Shah
Rangeela, though ease loving, was fond of knowledge. He built some
observatories in Delhi, Mathura and Banaras. But Nadir Shah plundered Delhi
and took away books from the Royal library. From Iran these books reached
the Libraries of. Berlin, Paris, Viena and London. Muslims in particular and
Asians in general appear to have come under some magic spell. Their slumber
appears to be as long as one thousand years or more. Other nations also come
under such spells, but their hardships and dark ages come to an end sooner or
later. But the Muslim nation has gone into a slumber which appears to go on
and on. As self respecting nation our roles should change now, we should, it is
high time , reshuffle our cards and start afresh.

Education in Pakistan according to our Education policy aimed at
preservation, promotion and application of the ideology of Pakistan. Promotion
of National Cohesion. Creation of individuals -able to comprehend, Technical
and Social changes, Creating dynamic, Creative and capable leadership in all
fields of life, Erradication of illiteracy, Provision of purposeful Agro-technical
Education but it appears that aims set forward are not being met squarely. The
policies lack sincere efforts behind them. Application is rather half hearted and
frustrating. The nation is making the same mistake which it made in 1857. It is
still refusing to surrender to the needs of time. Those who are following Sir
Syed Ahmed Khan knowingly or unknowingly are progressing by sending their
sons and wards to English medium schools and those who are still' shaky and
undecisive are suffering. The leaders are not providing any life line for the
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education in general, The National language is not being developed to provide
the necessary vehicle to transport super technology to the door steps of
Pakistan. Though people of Pakistan have started to change the Lakhnavi style
of Urdu with more verstyle, practical and attacking mode of Pakistani urdu, yet
if this process is left to the slow and natural changes, it will take centuries
before we understand that urdu has to be fully absorbed in English so as to
provide more common language to the masses to express and understand the
modemn technology. All those technical words which are persian based, should
be replaced with English equivalents: Persian language does not provide the
root canal of life to our needs any more. Educational institution should also
produce a bulk of scientific personel necessary for the technological and
Agricultural progress. The manpower in general and female power in particular
should not be a drag on our economy. They should be able to acquire
vocational and professional efficiency.

Philosophy is the pursuit of wisdom, the study of realities and general
principle Educational philosophy is a branch of general philosophy. It is the
dynamic side of philosophy. To impart education, teachers have the
responsibility of educating the youth of a nation. Teachers develop the all
round personality of the students. Teacher should know what he is to make and
the student should know what he is being trained for. The educational aims are
mfluenced by political, economical, social and religious conditions prevailing
in the country. In 19th Century the Muslim nation was fighting the battle of
survival. Christian, Hindoos, Sikhs, all wanted to root out Muslims from this
region. Hence our educational aim were more to produce true Mslim.
Deoband, Anjuman Himayat ul Islam and other organisation helped us do it.

Is it not strange that although we want that our education system should
be based upon reasons yet we fear that if reason and arguments go against our
belief, what will happen Realising that argument is useless we will resort to
force either in the form of persecution or by stunning the defenceless and
immature minds. For example take Darwin’s theory of evolution. Our students,
teachers hesitate to ask questions because somehow it is said that this theory
goes against our Faith. Now because we have failed in our duty to satisfy the
curiosity of our young students by the way of research, we curb their curiosity
by just keeping silence on the subject. The western knowledge is based mainly
upon ancient thinkers and philosophers. Aristotle is one of them, Upto 17
Century it was believed after him that women had fewer teeth than man.
Because Aristotle said so. Althought Aristotle had two wives but it appears
that he never got time to verify his statement by examining his wives mouth.
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He believed the children will be healtheir if conceived when wind is in the
north. He also states that a man bitten by a mad dog will not go mad but any
other animal will. It is quoted just to show that if west, starting from such
defective philosophy can reach such heights why we who have much perfect
and clariant philosophy of life in the form of Quran are lagging behind. Why
after taking lead in the dark ages of Europe have we been left behind. ‘It is
because reason and research is ignored. Free will has been destroyed and our
pupils who leave schools are incapable of thinking or acting independently
throughout their lives. However, our nation is slowly waking up to realize that
science and technology are what distinguishes have from have-nots. Those
who are fully conversant with science and technology have the power to alter
things and they can achieve. Others who have not made science and
techonology part of their lives, by and large are poor as well as influenceless.

Decay of family life rots the very core of the society and that i1s where
the Chief spring of social and civil virtues dries up. It appears that Chief
medium  of carrying and nourishing the essential values of civilisation, the
family, the cradle of civilisation of the past and present, has been disturbed.
For national reconstruction, it is most essential to ensure a successful and
happy family life. The ideals of service and sacrific, love and affection should
be practiced by parents, mother, father, so that chitdren may also learn and
serve. Post partition effects have reduced family ties and relations. Instead of
love, tension, insecurity and frustration prevails. This also gave birth to
provincialism and sectarianism which could only be fought with the spread of
education on proper lines. The concept of being Pakistani first and then
Muslims could have played a positive role but lack of maturity of leaders and
statesmanship in the main political stream, corruption at the highest level and
lack of resources, pour family planning caused a major dent in the national
structure.

It also appears that our secondary Education has not been able to
develop individual character and dignity among our youth to strengthen the
base of patriotism. It does provide enriched series of courses at all levels but
due to lack of funds and laboritories the quality of education has slumped.
Those who can not support education of their young in standard English
Schools and Colleges are really suffering. Thus as a result, education to masses
and poor has been denied: Polytechnic schools are available, yet their progress,
out put, and standards are not worth any appreciation. These nstitutions at the
secondary stage provide the back bone of the society, but in our country, so
far, they have failed to develop sense of patriotism, love of the country

¥
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combined with a spirit of service. Nations having such aim less and hollow
core cannot sustain independence and freedom. I am much disturbed to say
that research in basic science does not exist. Hi-tech is unheard of in our
country. As a self-respecting members of the International World Community
we must pay back our debts due to such benefits we derive from the research
stock of our world science. What is needed in education is to develop an
attitude of scientific inquiry, students ought to be taught to base their beliefs
upon observation and inference as impersonal and as much devoid of dogmatic
belief as is possible for human beings. Students should believe in evidence.

System of Education in Pakistan on the eve of independence based upon
promotion of European literature and Science. English and vernacular
languages replaced Persian as the language of record and legal proceedings.
Knowledge of English language became essential for public career. English for
Hindoos became a language not spoken by Muslims and hence Hindu
Nationalism flourished rapidly. Muslims who ruled India found themselves
tied up to a dying persian language. The alien language, the alien system of
education embraced by Hindu, was rejected and hated by Muslims. They found
overnight that all their knowledge all their way of living was of no use unless
they learn English. Sir Syed Ahmed Khan saw the change and tried to change
boats, and it was realised very late by Muslim Ummah that unless they switch
over to the new standards and culture all doors of Government, Service and
courts were closed for them. Muslims knew that this new method of using
foreign media of instruction was such that for his life time the pupil became
incapable of original thought. But since alternative to Government services
meant manual labour or the profession of an artician Muslims descended from
ruling class to lowest rungs of the society of India. Indian being master
cramers, Higher Indian Services were thrown open to them. The culture of
Saadi’s, Gulistan and Bostan was no longer the currency of the day and was
considered inferior social order. Sir Syed Ahmed Khan started blending eastern
culture with westemn scientific thought but the damage was done. The charm of
urban life attracted young students and burden on Govt service increased. Soon
opening became strictly limited and furstration developed. Unemployment
swelled and became an appreciable factor in political turmoil of undivided
India. After the war demobilisation worstened the problem. Thus on the day of
independence all the problems of the system were delivered into the lap of the
Indian and Pakistan Governments.

After independence, rapid industrialization Agricultural development,
improvement of infra structure and large public works programme opened up
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doors of employment and educated classes felt relieved of the pressure.
Student community increased and they became more powerful with the
increase of pupulation. In 60s the weight of student unrest and weight of
political and student leaders threatened the political structure. Education
reforms went into background. Student were recognised as a body and
concession were given. Wrong hands handled the education reforms, useful
recommendations were ignored. In early 70s the student politics had become
the spearhead of the protest against the government. This activision had no
connection with the process of education and it engulfed the University
campus. In mid 70s education was made universal and free upto class X. It
appeared that aimless education was shifting from general education to agri-
technical education. Understanding between student community and the
teachers developed on healthy grounds. Private schools were Nationalised,
new universities, libraries flourished book-banks and sports centres were
organised. Salaries of teachers were raised. However, the standard of
education still remained low.

At Present, we may say that the education standard still are not keeping
pace with the fast growing requirement in the field of defence and general
administration, science and technology. The number of Ph.Ds produced should
increase as the technology has to be brought to the doors of Pakistan. Just by
providing computers to the Government schools and colleges without providng
adequate measures to use them and maintain them is just waste of time and
energy. Producing Doctors and Engineers to go and serve in the foreign
countries due to over saturation and ill planning is a waste of useful talent. Our
worst single misfortune in the immediate past has been lack of honesty 1n
public, personal and professional life. Our ambitions, spirit and vitality have
been worst affected by this. It is again due to the failure of the primary and
secondary stage education that they have not been able to promote honesty and
integrity in its individuals at the base level. What they have been producing is,
in very polite words parasites.Education system that existed before the creation
of Pakistan produce leaders like the Quaid-e-Azam, Nawabzada Liaquat Al
Khan, Sadar Abdur Rab Nishter and many others. But the leaders produced by
our education system are such that I tremble to mention their names here for
the fear of being victimised.

It is rather unfortunate that there is a very unhealthy intervention of
political parties in our education. In theory copy culture has played a
devastating role. Copy culture has prevailed due to vested interest of parents
and teachers and politicians. In all earnest who is being benifitted, certainly
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nation is not benefitting. Short cuts, easy money, casy way of getting rich
overnight has played havock with innocent people. Money has taken over as
the agent which can solve all the prohlems. Student also wants to gets his hand
full of easy money. He gets a degrec by copying and a job by bribery. On the
other hand high cost of scientific equipment, the universities and colleges are
unable to cater to the needs of over crowded student bodies. Also the
inadequacy of instructional facilities at the university level caused by the
shortage of able teachers, general lack of purpose behind the education, the
universities have become degree producing institution rather than centres of
culture and reserach. Unless politics is thrown out of the universities and
colleges, unless more funds for education are allocated, unless parents are

prosperity. Zakat funds should be diverted towards Education, Industries
should be encouraged to set up research laboratories, teachers should be paid
handsomely. The superemacy and fear of law should be established.
Corruption should be uprooted. The mother, the first and foremost institution,
should be groomed and educated, merit should be established, National
resources should be honestly utilized; politics should be thrown out of
educational institutions.

In the end I would like to quote a story : A dog fell in a village well.
People went to Maulvi Sahib who advised them to take out forty buckets of
water from the well. Villagers drew 40 buckets of water from the well, then 40
more but the smell prevailed. They went back to Maulvi Sahib and complained
that remedy did not work. Maulvi Sahib accompanied them to the well to see
what was wrong. When he looked in the well he shouted angrilly “you fools,
take out the dog first”. The same is true about our education system. I have
tried to point out not one, but many dogs in the educational well. Unless we
root out the cause we will never be able to achieve the desired result. The
simple villagers did nct know the cause of failing remedial measures. But in
our case we also know what is the cause and those who suggest remedial

measures also know why measures are not working , yet both parties hope to
- get results.

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HORMONES

Knowledge is not restricted to any particular group or a category of
peopel. A man must acquire some knowledge about his own body. He must
know how and why certain abnormalities develop in it.

We have often come across people with strikingly peculiar appearance
creating in us fear and at the same time, deep sense of sympathy and pity for
them. Such sights have presented themselves in the form of certain dwarf of
three feet, a tall one, as tall as (9) nine feet, an awful face with blar nose,
bulging eyes, “goitered” throat on one side and a man with feminine
characteristics and a woman with masculine features, and God forbid, one’s
sex changing into the other. The more a man thought about these
experinences, the more he found himself puzzled up, without reaching any
reasonable conclusion until he is justified to declare the “Anomalies of
Nature”.

But the person who believes in “Fundamental Rule of Nature”
demonstrates that these and other such freaks are due to “Physiological
disorders” inside the system of man, caused by over activities of or
“Malfunctioning” of certain ductless glands called “Endocrine Glands™.These
glands have a secretion called “Hormones”, responsible for these freaks and
abnormalities.

Hormones are organic compounds which, when secreted, are absorbed
in the blood stream and reach the organ and initiate, excite, or increase, the
activity 1n its cells. A brief account of some of the Endocrine glands and
Hormones, proudced by them, is given as under, from the view point of
physiology and pathology:

(1). Thyroid glands. (2). Para-thyroid glands. (3). Iselets of langerhans.

1). THYROID GLANDS:

This gland is situated on the dorsal side of Trachea (Windpiple) below
the larynx (Sound Box). It secretes thyroxin about, 2268 gms annually. Its
deficiency is caused by the absence or deficiency of Todine in food. The
deficiency of thyroxin and abnormal activities of thyroid glands cause the
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gostre and myxoedema, characterised the symptoms of a form of drosy.
Causing puffy appearance of hands and cheeks. During early life, a cretin is
the result. (A cretin is a person with pitiably stunted growth and physically
and mentally incompetent like a child of five even at the age of fifty).
Nervous agitation, Insomnia, loss of weight, emaciation, physical
interest and quick heart beat leading to death are the result of its over activity.

2).  PARA-THYROID GLANDS:

These are four small structures attached ventrally to the thyroid. The
level of Calcium in the Plasma (fluid part of Blood) steadily decreases from
the normal, causing “Tetany” (Twitching of muscles) is caused by Subnormal
functioning of this Gland. :

3). ISELETS OF LANGER HANS:

They are found in pancreas near stomach. The Hormones produced by them
are called. Insuline: Complete utilization of Glucose in the body is the result
of subnormal functioing of these glands, which results in diabetes (A disease
which results in the discharge of Sugar with urine).

4). ADRENAL GLANDS:
It is a pale and cup like gland on the upper part of each kidney . Each

gland is composed of two parts. The outer “Cortex” which secretes cortisole
Hormones and the inner, “Medulla”, which secrete Adrenalin Hormones.
Addisions disease, is characterized by low blood-pressure, place appearances
and emacation and ultimately death is the result of deficiency of cortison.
Beards and moustaches grow when cortex starts growth in Women.
Adrenalin has effects on heart beat and blood pressure. Man prepares to fight
against emergency to his hormone.

5). PITUITORY GLANDS:
This gland is found on the Ventral side of the brain. It is of the size of

a pea divided into three parts. Each part secretes a number of hormones,
eaffecting the shape and size of Humanbody. Its subnormal functioning
results into cretenic dwarf and its over functioning causes a man to grow to a
height upto 9 feet, besides the hormone of this gland controls the activities of

other glands.
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6). THYMUS GLANDS | _
This gland is situated near the heart and is blocked in structure. Its
exact function is not yet fully known. Although it has been observed that Sex-

organ develps quickly thus bringing about maturity by this gland hormone.
Sub-normal function of this gland results in delayed maturity.

CTITANIC

It was the 14th of April 1912. The time was just before midnight. It was the
night when the cries of more than two thousand people rose from the Atlantic
Ocean. Nobody could do any thing to help them. It was the night of death for more
than 1500 people because of the terrible catastrophe. It was the night of the titanic
disaster.

The 46,000 ton starliner, Titanic S.S was the biggest ship of its time.
Besides being the biggest, it was also the busiest ship. Hundreds of thousands of
dollars were spent on its construction. It may even be called the most expensive
ship of its time.

The structure of the Titanic was constructed as to make the ship unsinkable.
The skeleton consisted of 16 compartments in its hull. They were built as to
minimize the effect of a body hitting the ship and also to minimize the danger of
sinking; four of these compatments could be damaged and filled with water
without making the ship sink. Some engineers claimed that even God couldn’t
make the ship sink. Alas! This was a lapse on their part.

The interior of this magnificent ship was furnished and decorated as to
make it as luxurious as possible. The dining room, bathroom, casino, etc., all were
having gold lamps from their ceilings. Antique paintings were hanging on walls.”
Thick carpets were laid on the floor. Talking in general terms, everything used

aboard the starliner was the best.
At last the superb ship was completed. The maiden voyage was planned. It

was scheduled to go from England to America; 2,224 passengers bogrded the
grand craft. The ship was a success in every way. Several people standingon the
shore watched and cheered as the ship set off from its pier. Little did they know

what was about to come.

In the region of the Grand Banks of New Founland, a cold and a warm
current meet; the cold current is callled Labrador current and it comes from the
North West of the Greenland. The warm current is called the Gulf Stream and it -
comes from the Gulf of Mexico. The meeting of currents create quite a thick fog
in that region. The fog caused the Titanic disaster.
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It was just before the midnight on the 14th of April, 1912. Some peqple on
board were sleeping, some wer~ in the bathroom while still others were having fun
in the casino. Some people were on the deck, strolling. A thick fog had enveloped
the area in which the ship was sailing. The speed was 22 knots. The ship was 150
miles from the South of the grand Banks of New Foundland. The radio operator
had left its place and joined the people taking a walk on the deck.

Suddenly, a huge iceberg emerged out of nowhere. It loomed dead ahead in
the darkness. The man on duty screamed a warning to the captain, who in turn
ordered an immediate swerve and shut down of the engines. Aias! It was too late
to do anything .The iceberg collided violently with the rear hull of the ship,
vigorously shaking it. As it did so, the hull was torn apart and a 300 feet large gap
appeared damaging five to sixteen compartments. Water began to stream in and
the ship started tilting. On board, every person was jerked awake by the sudden
impact. Within a matter of minutes, everyone was in a frenzy. There was a great
panic on the board. The people knew nothing about what had happened.

The diagnosis of what really happened was made too late. By that time, the
ship was tilted at a crazy angle and people had started going overboard. The radio
operator was ordered to sent out distress signals to the rcarest ships. The closest

one was California which was 32 kms away. By the time, it reached the spot, all
the damage had already been done.

The hull of the Titanic was out of sight. Out of 2,224 people, only 711
could be saved. The reason was that the Titanic carried a very small number of life
boats. One thousand, five hundred and thirteen people had to die. They had no
choice. No other ship could save them and the life boats were full. Women and
children were allowed to board these boats first. Most of the men died. This
catastrophe is considered one of the worst in the marine history.

Nowadays, salvage operations are being made on the sunken treasure of

the Titanic. All the valuable items have been removed. The ship itself is too heavy
to salvage. So, 1t 1s still lying on its resting place.

On the: topic, Titanic, several articles have been written and two movies
have been made. First in the year 1952 and the second one was in 1997 which was
nominated for 14 Oscar Awards (the biggest award in the Hollywood) and
succeded in achieving | lawards. It is the most expensive movie of the world.

“Poets are born”, someone remarked, “Nay! They are made, someone
else declared. But whatever the dilemma concludes, it is an eternal fact that
oftenly an essayist elaborates the desirous idea of 1magination than a poet
lucidly induces his ecstasy, solemnity or solitariness into the heart of reader
that he considers it as his own intellect. Just as a mother bears a baby; a
stream originates a streamlet.In the same way a poet draws the picture of his
intellect in the form of judicious words and then deify them. Surely, the credit
goes to the vision and genius of these pensive mood poets who pierce their
ideas into our hearts through their harmonious composition. Actually, the
poetry is like a lily which blooms in a human heart and its fragrance always
dwells. These is a long series of poets of Urdu literature who devoted

themselves for the uplift of Urdu Language and their marvellous poetry is the
real taste of Urdu.

The name of Mirza Asadullah Khan, popularly known as Ghalib, tops
the list of those poets whose hard work, enthusiasm and meticulous attention
to Urdu language enabled to keep pace with modern and civilised languages.
Ghalib 1s also considered as the greatest poet of the sub-continent’s dialect of

Urdu. The quality of Ghalib’s poetry for wha it is liked most, is that it asserts
people very promptly.

I would like to omament this tribute by disclosing some curious and
interesting facts about Ghalib’s life, which people know scarcely. The clock
struck 4 on Sunday 27th December, 1798 and Mirze Ghalib was born to Izzat
un-Nisa Begum, at Agra. His father’s eyes had closed upon the light of this
world some years later after Ghalib’s eyes opened on-it. He never owned a
house and mostly lived in the vicinity of Gali Qasim Jan, Dellii. He claimed
to be a descendent of luran ibne Fareedon. No formal education was received
by him. He was a poet of Persian and Urdu, critic, historian, linguist and
visionary. He created a new style of writing which he describes as a
conversion of dispatch into dialogue. Ghalib had seven children but none of
them survived. Mirza also owned birds like parrots and peacocks. He
enjoyed both vegetarian and non-vegetarian delicacies. He used to wear black
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embroidered garments. He mainitained a healthy and tall disposition in his
youth with elongated eyes and broad shoulders. Mirza was an ambidextrous,
while playing he would use his left hand but for writing he always used right
one. Ghalib died of diabeties and multiple diseases on Monday, the 15th
February, 1869.

Coming over to conclusion, any one can simply states that he
possessed a warm personality and his compositions are really wonderful for
readers. Mirza always tried to avoid from injudicious and inharmonious
remarks and thus he himself declared, “My Poetry Comprises of Magical

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SHER SHAH SURI

Sher Shah Suri was no doubt a great men. From the position of an
ordinary soldier he rose to be the monarch of a mighty Empire stretching
from the vale of Brahamputra in the East to the borders of Afghanistan in the
west. He founded a vast Afghan Empire. Beacuse of his dynamic and
enlightened administration he carved for himself a unique place in the history
of the Muslim India.

Babur invaded India in 1526 AD., and defeated Ibrahim Lodhi in the
first battle of Panipat. Ibrahim Lodhi was killed at the battlefild and Babur
was crowned as Emperor of India. Farid (Sher Shah) joined one Bahar or
Bahadur Khan Lodhi, who had proclaimed himself King of Bilar under the
title of Muhammad Shah. It was during this period that Farid Khan changed
his name to Sher Shah. His Master, who was out on hunting, was charged by
a tiger. He was in mortal danger. Suddenly Farid Khan leapt forward and
killed the tiger with a timely blow of his sword. Muhammad Shah conferred
on young Farid the title of Sher Khan for this exceptional act of bravery. This
title afterwards was used as his name.

Sher Khan faced the Mughals with his humble army and forced
Humayoon to flee towards Agra. Thus the brilliant victory of Sher Khan over
the Mughal forces at Chunar and Jaunpur made him the King of Bengal,
Bihar and Jaunpur and he proclaimed himself Sher Shah and ultimately
ascended the throne of Delhi as the paramount ruler of India.

Sher Shah was not only a great General but also a wise and capable
administrator and an outstanding reformer. His short reign occupied with
incessant warfare was punctuated with useful reforms and public welfare
activities which earned for him an outstanding place among the great
conquerors and administrators of the world.

Sher Shah divided his kingdom into forty seven units, which were
called Sarkars. Each Sarkar was further divided into parganas or districts.
Each pargana was administrated by a Siqdar and Munsif who were assisted
by subordinate officials.

Sher Shah took keen interest in public welfare. Being a true well-
wisher of his people his foremost thought was the prosperity and well being
of the common man. He built the famous Grand Trunk Road, which starts
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from Bengal in the East and passes through the principal towns of Bihar,
United Provinces and the Punjab, terminated at Peshawar in the west. The
important thoroughfare, which is stil| recognised to be the most important
road in the Indo Pakistan Subcontinent, was dotted with wells, bazaars,

caravan sarais and rest houses at short distances. Though very short, his
reign has since been recognised as the most prosperous one.

Among
them the Quaid-e-Azam Mohammad Ali Jinnah was one of them. He was
born on 25th December 1876 at Karachi. His father Jinnah Poonja was a
great Leather Merchant of Rajkot. He got his primary and secondary
education in Karachi. After passing his matriculation examination, he sailed
to London to acquire degree of Bar-at-Law. He came back as a Barrister and
began to practice as a Lawyer first in Karachi and then to Bombay.

During the first few years, he had to face tough competition but with
the passage of time he gained ground and by and by he reached the highest
stage. He did not take up a case unless he felt sure that he would fight for a
just case. He never tried to fleece his clients and never charged a single
penny more than the fee fixed.

There was a just movement for the freedom of India so he took part in
politics. He (Quaid-e-Azam) fought against English imperialism, broke the
time shakles and freed the Muslims of the sub-continent from the British
slavery. First, he joined Congress and worked as an ambassador between the
Hindus and the Muslims of the sub-continent. When he saw congress
controlled by the Orthdox Hindus, who were not prepared to give even
genuine rights to the Muslims, he left Congress and joined the Muslim

League.

He devoted himself in organising the Muslims.The Muslims were then
at their lowest ebb politically, socially and economically. This leadership
kindled a new imagination among the frustrated Muslims. He created political
conciousness among the Muslims of India. It was due to his guidance and
leadership that the Muslims regained their confidence. 2
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alongwith his other Muslim leaders fought bravely for the rights of the

Muslims. There was strong opposition of clever Britishers and Hindus but
our Quaid was strong and firm in his determination
