Firstly academics

A Sir, I am very glad to report that we continue to produce outstanding results both
in SSC and HSC Board Examinations. At the Secondary School Annual Board
Examination 1998, out of 157 Cadets, ninety one secured ‘A-I" grade, fifty seven ‘A’,
and nine in ‘B’. Cadet Muhammad Ali and Cadet Jawwad Taj secured second and third
positions, respectively in the entire Hyderabad Board. In the HSC Part-II (Pre-Medical
Group) out of twenty-one, one secured ‘A-1" grade, thirty-one ‘A’, six in ‘B" while only
one obtained ‘C’. At HSC Part-1I (Pre-Engineering Group) examination out of ninety-
eight cadets, six secured ‘A-I’ grade, sixty-three ‘A’, twenty-eight ‘B*> while one in ‘C’.
Four cadets have the singular honour of securing top positions in Pre-Engineering Group.
Cadet Usman Habib secured second position in the entire Board, while Cadet Wagqar
Nabi, Cadet Hasham Ahmed Khushk and Cadet Obaid Younus shared the third position.
These commendable results reflect the sincere efforts put in by the Staff and Cadets. The
College had established a new record in its history, during a span of two decades by
securing five top positions, out of nine, in 1995. This year, the College has again secured
six top positions in the entire Board.

B. Apart from academics and sports, special emphasis is laid on literary activities
such as Debates, Declamation Contest, Quiz, Spelling Bee and Drama. Last year, Inter-
Division Literary Competitions were organized in order to promote mutual understanding

Annual grant-in-aid provided by the government of Sindh is quite inadequate to.ineet
even our minimum requirements. Out of Annual Budget 1998-99 Rupees Eight Million j
sanctioned by the Government of Sindh, not even a single penny has so far been released.. -:;
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Consequently, the College is confronted with crisis of economic resource-crunch and
untold financial difficulties.

- 3 On behalf of the Chairman, Members of the Staff, Cadets and my own personal
behalf, I place on record our profound thanks to Mr Ahmed Habib, a Member of the
Board of Governors Cadet College Petaro a well-known philanthropist who has so
promptly arranged generous donation of rupees Eight Lac and fifty thousand for
provision of an Ambulance. Similarly, our heartfelt thanks are due to Col (R) Mir Akbar
Ali Khan, who procured the same at reasonably reduced discount. Their gesture of
goodwill, cooperation and assistance will always be remembered with deep gratitude.

I was born on 7" of January, 1914 in a small village called Baghanwala located at
the foot of the famous ‘Salt Range’, barzly a mile from the mountaintop where the
Nandna Fort of Al-Biruni fame overlooks the river Jhelum in the south

I started my shooling in the village primary school. At a tender age of 8, I
migrated to a middle school hardly 2 miles from my home and started living in a
makeshift boarding house — just a single large room with mud walls. It was a simple life
in a serene rural environment. A cook whose salary used to be Rs 2/- per month used to
prepare our daily meals. Whenever, the cook was absent (which was more frequent than
not), we relished the chapatis and a plate of ‘daal” that we would buy from Masi Lakhi’s
ta mlmr for 1 pice. (For the information of the younger generation, 6 pice would make 1

nna, and 16 annas would rnakf: | rupee. Thus, 96 pice would make 1 rupee).

After completing my 8" class from the middle school, I moved on to the Mission

‘.0 5chool, Jhelum. From there, I completed my Matriculation, which took me onwards
: Islamia College Lahore for my college education. This started a new chapter in my
caching me the ropes of practical life.

During the years to follow, | continued on with my education and geared myself

rofessional life as well. 1 first graduated from the Punjab University in 1934, and
trioo ‘rom Kitchener's College, Nowgong in 1936. Shortly thereafter, I was inducted into
the “ducation Branch of Royal Indian Navy in 1938. While in service, I had the
opportunity to further my education, and 1 graduated from the Royal Naval College in
London, UK in 1950.

With the independence of Pakistan, | moved on from the Royal Indian Navy to
the Pakistan Navy. My career in the Navy was immersed in imparting education to the
budding officers. | was the Chief Instructor Officer at the following schools:

. Anti-Submarine School

o Main Training Centre, PNS Bahadur, Manora

. PN Cadet Training School, PNS Himalaya

. Cadets’ Training ship, PNS Shamsher

Subsequently, 1 was promoted to the position of Director of Educatlun at the
Naval Headquarters in Karachi from 1954 to 1965, leading to my retirement from the
Navy and onwards to probably the most exciting tenure of my career — as the Principal of
Cadet College, Petaro.

I remained at the helm of affairs of Cadet College, Petaro for a good 7 years from
1965 to 1972. These years were the fulfiliment of a dream, where I was given the
responsibility to lead this institution during its years of initial development. My British
predecessor Col, J.H.H. Coombes retired from the position in the summer of 1965, and I
was honoured to be chosen as the first Pakistani Principal of the college. As 1 look back
to those years, 1 recognize that | was fortunate to have had a dedicated professional team
of professors, teachers and other staff members. I can clearly remember some of the
achievements of our teamwork during those years as follows:

. Increase in total population of cadets on campus from 350 to 600.

. Addition of 2 new houses- Igbal House and Qasim House which allowed

us to increase the population of the cadets.




Induction of 7™ Class for the underdeveloped areas of rural Smdh so that
these boys could be brought at par with other students of the 8" class entry
. Special training for selection in Defence forces academies.
English medium primary school for the children of staff members on
campus.
Establishment of a Flying Club
Sui Gas supplies

entertainment of students.
Arranging courses for staff members in the UK
Provision of a billiards table, TV, etc. at the Staff Club
A guest house for visiting parents and VIPs
Selection of staff members for commission into the Pakistan Navy
Additional sanction for Senior House Masters and Assistant Heoise
Masters
Construction of squash courts next to the swimming pool
o Develppment of playing fields for major sports separately for each hou: -
. Development of grassy hockey field.

Extension of the Riding Club
. Winners of the President’s Shield for four consecutive years at the Inter
Cadet Colleges Sports tournament (ICCST), previously known as the
ISSST (Inter Services School Sports Tournament)

Out of this list of development during the 7 years period, probably the most
remarkable achievements that distinguished Petaro from many other prestigious
institutions were (1) the Flying Club, (2) provision of Sui Gas and (3) the 35 m.m Movie
Projector. Once, the late Admiral H. H. Ahmed (CNS and Chairman Board of Governors,
Petaro) remarked that Petaro had the distinction of establishing the Flying Club which no
other college or university in Asia could afford simply because the college had it own
airfield.

I guess one must look back at his roats some time in his life. 1 was afforded this
epportunity after I left Petaro. I went back to my village Baghanwala, where 1 had a
modest piece of land, and absorbed myself into farming, using moderp techniques of
agriculture and mechanization. Agriculture and farming is a very productive business
otherwise as well. It provides a man enough extra time to indulge in activities that
provide service to the community as well. Some people use this time for nefarious
activities, while others utilize this God-given resource to pay back the society. 1 was
fortunate to have been able to utilize that time to assist the village and the district in many
ways. During this period, I held the following positions/achievements:

1. Chairman of the local Union Council
2. Member, District Agriculture Committee
3 Special Magistrate, P.D. Khan Sub-Division
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4, Establishment of a Girls Primary School including donation of a plot of
land on the main road and meeting around 75% of the cost of the school
building

5. All out help towards the sanction of a road up to the village

6. All out help towards the sanction of electricity for the village and around

60 settlements on village lands

I am now 86 years old. As | look back, it has been a long and arduous struggle — a
struggle that is analogous to the ascent from zero line to the top of a tree. With genuine
competitions at every step forward, it was a satisfaction when Allah allowed me to keep
on rising. And, indeed when one transcends favouritism and nepotism depending solely
on one’s own hard work, then the fruit of the efforts is even more rewarding.

Likewise, Petaro engendered the same spirit of creating healthy competition and a
sen=hiance of hard work amongst the cadets. It provided equal opportunities to each and
:ver cadet. Only those excelled who spared no efforts in the classroom or in sports
el v ies,

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ORIGIN OF GEOMETRY

Prof Abdul Aziz
Department of Mathematics

Plane Geometry is a branch of Mathematics, which deals with points, lines, angles,
triangles, Quadrilateral, circles etc. The word geometry has originated from the Greek word
‘geomeiria’ which means earth measurement. The learned Greek mathematician, Euclid (300
B.C) whao tzught Geometry at the Museum of Alexandria in Egypt was regarded as the father of

Geomei: v, = systematized the total knowledge of geometry and presented it in 13 volumes
called * = 'nts’. The last three volumes deal with solid geometry. The solid and plane
geomei - =  together called Euclidean geometry, which is based on self-evident postulates. The
educatic (= considered Euclidean geometry as an integral part of education for the development

of minc. “ used Aristotalian logic, certain undefined notions and some postulates to establish
geomet:ical - powledge of his time. Euclid gave the definitions of a point, a line and an angle
though in 71 ambiguous manner yet they provided the footing for the subject. Later Rene
Descartes (1596-1650), a French mathematician introduced coordinate system and the geometry
so obtained is called Cartesian or Analytic geometry. Analytic geometry explains geometric
figures in terms of algebraic formulae. In fact, the Persian poet Omar Khayyam was the first who
tried to combine algebra and geometry in the 12" century. _ _

Pythagoras, a Greek philosopher and mathematician who lived during the sqmnd half of
the sixth century B.C discovered the theorem known as the Pythagorean theorem whu':h was used
by the ancient Egyptians known as ‘rope stretchers’ who surveyed the land by stretching ropes to
form a 3 by 4 by 5 triangle. It never occurred to them that the relationship of sides in the
proportion 3,4,5 resulted in what nowadays are called a right-angled triangle. .

Archimedes (287 B.C) who is considered one of the greatest mathematicians that ever
lived,discovered the formula for calculations of areas of circles, ellipse and segments of the
parabola. One of his greatest discoveries was that the volume of a sphere is two-third the \.rIqu me
of the circumscribing cylinder. Archimedes calculated the value of 7 to be between 3 5 and

£ but William Jones gave the symbol to denote the ratio of the circumference to the diameter

of a circle. :
After Rene Descastes Sir Issac Newton (1642-1727) of England and Bason Gottfried

The ostrich is the largest living bird, which cannot fly but can run very fast. Of the flying birds,

the wandering albatross has the greatest wingspread, the condor is the heaviest and largest in
other ways.

How far do birds fly?

The Arctic tern makes an annual round trip of 20,000 miles between the Arctic nnd ¢ Antarctic.
The blue goose and the snow goose make the largest non-stop flight 1600 miles froi: James Bay,

in Canada, to the Gulf Coast of Louisiana. Many land birds, including the humming bird, fly
across the Gulf of Mexico to Yucatan, 600 miles.

How fast do birds fly?

Most birds average 20 to 40 miles an hour in normal flight. They can almost double this speed for
escape or pursuit. The champion is the duck hawk. It strikes its prey at 150 to 180 miles per hour.

The following speed in miles per hour, have been timed by Stop Watch, automobile or airplane

speedometer, golden eagle, 120: duck, 55-70; geese, 50-60; pheasants, 60; quail, 48-58; crows,
top speed 60; normal speed 25-30; ruby throated humming bird, 55.

How fast do birds run?

The following have been chosen by automobile, Australian emu, 31 miles per hour,
Californian road tuner, 15 miles per hour, quail, 12 to 15 miles per hours.

William Wordsworth is one of the greatest romantic poets of English literature and an
ardent lover of Nature. He is the eulogizer of Nature. Nature is his teacher he is its preacher. It is
his deity, e is its devotee. As a boy, he drank into the glory of Nature, when he wandered
among ‘he vales and dales, the meadows and streams of “Lake District”. He was almost like a
child : = no ire, brought up entirely by her. The (Nature) moulded him. The stately clouds, the
flower 2f & meadows, the stars, the streams and all lovely things in Nature gave him their best.
He fi© 5 - igues in trees, books in the running brooks, sermons in stones and good in
every. 1. _ach flower, stream and hill had a peculiar character for him. The loveliness of
strear - a:  mneadows, dells and heaths stole into his soul. The witchery of soft blue sky threw
him irio 2 - -ansport. At the sight of Rainbow, his heart leaped up in joy. Nature was to him the
anchor of 15 purest thoughts she was also like a kind nurse, who had preserved him for poetry
and the service of humanity. Wordsworth thought that Nature had several lessons to teach
humanity and thus he appointed himself her interpreter. So great is his understanding of Nature
that as Mathew Arnold has pointed out “Nature herself seems to snatch the pen from his hand
and write for him with her own sheer penetrating power” He ardently believed that Nature had a
lesson of her own to deliver to the world. He considered himself her chosen interpreter and went
on explaining throughout his life the lessons, which Nature intended him to learn. He was never
wearied of telling the world that only in the presence of Nature could the greatest truth be learnt.

Nature exercised on him a very happy and beneficial influence. She (Nature) saved him
from misanthropy in the gloomy days that followed the “French Revolution”. He felt that, had it
not been for the sweet and chastening influence of Nature, he would not have been preserved for
the service of humanity. He has sung Nature’s praises unceasingly. His mission in life and his
message to the men of all ages and all times is “Return to Nature” because plain living and high
thinking is no more, because little do we find in Nature that is ours. It is his firm conviction that
Nature is the only source of joy and peace in the humdrum, work-a-day world. It exercises a
strong moral power on man. It holds an irresistible fascination for him as he says:

“To me the meanest flower that blows can give thoughts that do often lie too deep for
tears”.

He is pantheist. He believes that big soul is in Nature. He finds the immanent spirit in
fields and hills, vales and dales. In his poem “Trintern Abbey™ he says:

“And I have felt

A presence that disturbs me with the joy

Of elevated thoughts; sense sublime

Of something for more deeply interfused

Whose dwelling in the light of setting Suns

And the Round Ocean and living air

And the blue sky, and in the mind of man

A motion and a spirit, that impels

All thinking things, all objects of all thoughts

And rolls through all things”.

ATOMIC EXPLOSION

Pakistan exploded six nuclear devices on 28th May 1998, in the distant mountains of
Chaghi District in the province of Baluchistan. The explosions were a success, which were
confirmed by the reports recorded on the seismic devices installed in different parts of the world
to monitor such explosions. The tests were carried out in response to the explosions made by
India on | 'th and 13th May, 1998. The news of successful experiments came as a shock and sent
a wave of ierr. to the enemies of Pakistan. The people of Pakistan felt jubilant and came out on
the streets in ¢ rery nook and corner of the country from Khyber to Karachi. They congratulated
one anot!i r, « unced, rejoiced on this great achievement. Sweets were distributed and thanks-
giving pravers were offered in the Mosques and other places of worship.

The cr -ation of Pakistan was a miracle. The Indians, however, have never accepted
Pakistan «nd t 2y have been trying to undo this country of the Muslims since its inception. Three
wars were thriist upon Pakistan and Kashmir was forcibly occupied. After defeat in two wars,
they succeeded in separating its Eastern Part i.e. East Pakistan, with the active help and
connivance of the super powers - the defunct USSR and the USA. Still India was not satisfied. It
wanted to establish its hegemony in the region and wished to intimidate and coerce Pakistan to
behave like other countries Sri Lanka, Nepal, Bhutan, Bangladesh and accept India as the Super
Power of the region. With this goal in mind, India exploded in 1974 its first device in Rajhistan,
close to the Pakistan border describing its “Smiling Budha”. Pakistan reacted sharply as this was
a serious threat to the security and existence of Pakistan and gave India superiority in the modern
warfare. Pakistan army was © |ly prepared for conventional war but not for nuclear war. The then
Prime Minister of Pakistan the late Mr Zulfiquar Ali Bhutto declared in unequivocal words that
Pakistan would also make a bomb even if the Pakistanis were to eat grass. He set his team and
handed over the target to some of the devoted scientists.

There has been an organization with the title of Pakistan Atomic Energy Commission,
which has been working on different projects for the peaceful purposes. The job required entirely
a new set up. Some patriotic scientists volunteered to accomplish the job. On top of all was Dr
Abdul Qadeer khan. The laboratories for the purpose were established at Kahota. Thousands of
Scientists and other technicians worked day in and day out, which bore fruits in a short span of
time and they were crowned with success,

There were many changes in the Government set up after the start of the work on making
a bomb. There came many governments, but none dared to go back although there were
compulsions and threats from the big powers. The late Mr Zulfiquar Ali Bhutto was followed by
the late General Zia ul Haque, who ruled the country for eleven long years and the work
continued. All the governments continued the nuclear programme facing all the hardships
imposed by the world powers,

Pakistan had succeeded in making atomic bomb and cold tests were conducted in
eighties. But it did not pick courage to explode it, as it feared a strong reaction from the super
powers especially the USA, which was threatening to impose financial sanctions and declare
Pakistan a terrorist state for its alleged support to the freedom fighters in Kashmir,etc God
Almighty provided an opportunity, when the BJP Government in India exploded six devices in
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Pokhran a village close to the border of Pakistan. The Pakistan Government lodged protest aqd
sought world support. But the response of the world was very poor. Instead of condemning India
and taking strong action against India, they started asking Pakistan not to explode its devices.
The Government of Pakistan watched the reaction of the whole world and felt the
sentiments of the people of Pakistan. They were impatient and wanted government 19 ad
promptly. The Prime Minister declared that they would take some decision in the greater interest
of Pakistan. The delay, however, caused wrong impression in the minds of the encmies and they
began to claim that Pakistan had no nuclear device at all. But their mouths ‘wvere shut and they
heard the news with terror struck eyes about the explosions on the 28th Mz 1995, This was a
great moment for the people of Pakistan, its scientists and even for the entire usl
The USA and other members of G-8, the World Bank, IMF a
organizations imposed sanctions against Pakistan, It was a very hard time. M
was forthcoming. Pakistan had to pay back its loan. The whole nation oc  behind the
Government like a solid rock. The overseas Pakistanis helped a lot. Be: les :ome of the
brotherly Muslim countries of the Middle East not only supported our sta.d, iut also gave
financial help. There was danger of Pakistan being declared a default state. But witl the sincere

wishes of its people and blessings of God, the difficult period passed and the world powers had
to change their stand and start giving aid to Pakistan.
