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THE ORIGIN OF TRIGONOMETRY

Prof Abdul Aziz

Department of Mathematics

Trigonometry is the branch of Mathematics which deals with triangle
measurement. From the very ancient time, Trigonometry was developed to
meet certain needs and to satisfy human curiosity. In land surveying, in
navigation and in exploring the sky, men required techniques to solve
triangles for the determination of heights and distances which were
impossible to measure directly. The Greek astronomer Hipparechus who
lived in the second century B.C wanted to measure the sizes and distances of
the sun and the moon from the earth. For this purpose, he evolved
Trigonometry. For this, certain functions of angles were introduced and
there followed the growth of new science of triangle measurement. The
functions of the angles were designated by different names in different
centuries.

In the ‘Ahmes Papyrus’ an Egyptian mathematical manuscript of 1650
BC, the term ‘seked’ is found which most Egyptologists interpreted to refer
to the quotient found by dividing the distance of the center of the base of a
pyramid from any side to the height of the pyramid. This term is equivalent
to contangent. At about 510 A.D, the Hindu mathematician, Arya Bhata
called the half chord the ‘JIVA’ (Chord), Arab translators made this into the
word ‘JIB’(fold) which later was translated into Latin ‘SINUS’ and later it
became ‘SINE’. The use of the term ‘SINUS’ probably dates back to the
twelfth century. The other five ratios in the present day Trigonometry were
used by the mathematicians in the later stages after the fifteenth century.
According to the historian Cajori, Thomas Fincke began to use the words
‘tangent’ and ‘secant’ as names for trigonometric ratios in 1583. The terms
‘Cosine’ and ‘Cotangent’ were coined by the Englishman Gunter in 1629 out
of expressions ‘coinplementary sine’ and ‘complementary tangent’.
Similarly the word ‘cosecant’ can be accounted for.

The three basic theorems, Sine Theorem, ‘Cosine Theorem® and
‘Tangent Theorem’ made the solution of general triangle possible. Though,
fundamentals of theorems were used by the mathematicians in order to solve
the triangle as early as 300 B.C but the theorem in the present forms are the
development of later stages for example the law of sines is due to the
Muslim mathematician Al-Beruni.

6. STANLEY MILLER

Stanley Miller (American, 1930) explained the origin of life on chemical
basis by experiinental evidences. He demonstrated the synthesis of amino acids
under conditions that existed on the primitive earth. He put mixture of methane,
ammonia and Hydrogen under high electric discharge was passed through a
condenser and the liquid was collected in a tube. It contained a number of amino
acids and organic compounds essential for the synthesis of proteins.

7. W.M. STANLEY

The story of discovery of viruses is very interesting. In 1892, a Russian
Scientist, D.Mitric IWANOWSKI extracted Tobacco mosaic diseased fluid, which
could cause disease in healthy plants. In 1898, a Dutch botanist Beyjernek repeated
the same experiment and named the extract as contagium vivumfluidum. W.M.
Stanley, an American Biochemist in 1935, succeeded in obtaining Tobacco mosaic
viruses (TMV) in form of Crystals and also demonstrated that those crystals could
cause the mosaic disease in healthy plants.

8. ANDREAS VESALIUS

AndreasVesalius, a Belgian anatomist and doctor was the first to challenge
the teachings of Aristotle. He dissected the dead bodies of men and animals to
study the inner structures. He published a large treatise, on the structure of the
Human body (1543) based on dissections and observations. He stlessed the need of
actual observations for a true study.

Users can
send written messages without warning about whether the other user is
currently using its computer over centralized networks; the message is
delivered almost in micro seconds. What is more the cost is negligible. Once
a network 1s set up, e-mail is very inexpensive. E-mail has provided the
business world with an entirely new and immensely valuable form of
communicatior.

The Internet

Another alternative to information services is the ‘Internet’” — a huge
network that links many of the world’s scientific research and educational
networks as well as a growing number of commercial networks. The Internet
often referred to as ‘The Net’ was started in 1969 and gradually grew to be
the world’s foremost network for scientific research. Most of the universities
are connected to the Internet, as are many computers and most of the
information services as well.

The Internet is difficult to define in some ways. It is like an
information service because it offers e-mail, bulletin boards, and information
services that can access file directories and database around the world. In
fact, the Internet is different form an information service, primarily because
there is no central computer system. There is just a web of connections
between thousands of independent systems.

The Internet lets you send message to anyone in the world who has an
Internet address or an account on one of the many information services that
are connected to Internet. The person may not reach its address immediately,
because it passes between networks, until it reaches its destination

Another benefit of using the Internet is the ability to search for
information on specific topics. It is probably safe to say that Internet 1s the
single most powerful research tool ever created and it is growing by leaps
and bounds.
