loss of vision during dark or night. The disease can be cured b+ ‘al ‘ng food rich 193
vitamin-A, e.g:- fish, liver oil, liver, kidney, egg, milk, butter <z ots, corianders
tomatoes, fruits and yellow vegetables.

17) TUBERCULOSIS
Itis an infectious disease which is caused by a bacteriwm = nycobacteriuns

tuberculosis. The disease is common among people living in ¢ 2y and coraested
parts. The bacteria invade any part of the body and destroy (= tissues after
multiplication. The lungs are the main and most favourite sites of infection where
small tubercles develop. The bacterium produces a toxin, the tuberculin which
causes fever, loss of weight and weakness. Due to imvasion, the body looses power

of resistance to fatigue, persistent cold and malnutrition. Antibiotics are the best
remedies for this disease.

18) MALARIA

Itis infectious disease caused by the pathogenic protozoan, the plasmodium.
The malarial parasite invades the liver and the red blood corpuscles of man. It IS
transmitted by the bite of infected female anopheles mosquito. The disease starls
with recurring chills and fever. It may lead to influenza, bronchiatis, and
pneumonia jaundice, anemia, enlargement of liver and gastro-intestinal troubles.
There are some drugs e.g: quinine and atebrine, for the cure of this deadly disease.

19) JAUNDICE

The plasma of a healthy person contains a little quantity of a bile pigmenl,
the bilirubin which is produced in the liver. Some times due to a viral infection n
the liver, the bilirubin level of the plasma increases. The mucous membranes, skin

and even the whole of the eyes get yellow stained. This condition is known as
jaundice.
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20) HEART ATTACK

There are heart diseases which are degenerative such as: Antherosclerosis,
Hypertension, Coronary thrombosis and Rheumatism.

In antheroselerosis. the warteries and arterioles harden and loose their
elasticity due to the deposition of calcium, cholesterol or fibrous tissue. Thus, the
blood pressure may cause rupture and finally paralysis and haemorrhage. The
hyperiension is the phase in which the muscles of the heart do more work under
some emotional stress. It may cause heart failure,

‘The heart is supplied blood by coronary arteries. If these arteries harden and
:ccome narrow, the heart does not receive enough blood. The person feels acute

0 the chest and the arms. Sometimes the blood clots and blocks the passage
of blood into the heart. The heart attack technically known as coronary thrombosis.
Sometimes, the first attack i1s fatal. This condition may be relaxed by
administrating nitroglycerine tablets and injecting anticoagulants like heparin and
dicumoral.

Sometimes, due to the bacterial infections, the values between auricles and
entricles are inflamed and do not work properly. It causes low blood pressure and
e heart 1s rheumatic.

21) CANCER

We know that most of the cells of the body cease to divide as we grow up.
The only cells which keep on dividing are the cells of bone marrow gonads, skin
and cornea, etc. This is mainly to replace the worn out cells of the tissues.
Sometimes an uncontrolled multiplication of some cells occur which produces
tumours and lumps. 1t results in cancer. These tumours and lumps are not painful.
These are often found in grown up persons. Cancer is the extraordinary growth of
tissue. Sometimes. it bursts and the functions of the vital organs are disturbed
which becomes fatal. The cause of cancer is unknown, though various suspicions
have been described. It has been found mostly m the regions of frictions and those
parts which are exposed long to heat, contact with some chemicals and ultra-violet
light. The chewing ol beetle-leal and b-ztle-nuts may cause throat cancer.
Smoking can increase the chances of lung cancer.

iilil'.uk:a and river catchment areas causes soil erosion, flooding and silting of
rivers and canals.

Air and water pollution in developing countries is common. The absence of
standardised monitoring extending back for any period makes it impossible to
generalise any long-term trends in air and water quality but available data suggest
that pollution concentrations are high and getting higher.

The population in developing countries generally lacks well-organised and
catensive health services and is probably more susceptible to gnvironmental
hazards than the healthier population of developed counties, although the
percentage of those exposed may be lower.




Chemical P{)Ilumlmr: endanger developing countries, which suffer chronic
food shortages and go in lor intensive cultivation to increase crop yields, These
countries rely heavily on chemical fertilizers and pesticides, which pollute land and
waler.

Vehicle and industrial emissions are increasing in developing countries,
which seldom have effective pollution control. Developing country’s vehicle fleets
are relatively old, poorly maintained and lacking in emission control equipment.

Effluents from developing country industries into lakes and rivers are
ditfienit to estumate. Most inland water ways are polluted by the regular discharge
ciinan waste.

Solid Wastes include houschold, municipal, mdustrial and agricultural by-
products. Unless recycled and reclaimed, solid waste constitutes are a recurring
source of pollution.

There is always a trade-off between economic growth and environmental

crvatjion. Developed countries did not explicitly face such a trade-off in the

stages of their development, because at that point in time, damage to the
nvironment had not begun to show,

Today, developing countries are being asked to develop without polluting
the environment. This puts a new constraint on their growth polices and adds a
factor, the developed countries did not have to deal with.

However, if the developing countries want to preserve and improve their
environmental conditions, they will have to follow sound environmental policies.
The first task is to control population through an incentive oriented birth control
programme. Only then will systematic urban development, health care
programmes, and sustainable industrial development be successful.

‘Islamic Culture™, Mohammed
Marmaduke Pick writes: “Neither the Holy Quran nor the Holy Prophet (P.B.UH)
ever contemplated the existence of an ignorant Muslim. Indeed, ignorant Muslim is
a contradiction in terms”, He says, * At certain period of their :istory, the Muslims
began to turn their backs upon a part of what had been enjc 1ec to them. They
ignored half the SHARIAH- the part which ordered them to - =k wnowledge and
education and the Christians of the west about the same = nc began to act
according to that portion of Shariah which the Muslim were dic #r- ng and they so
advanced in spite of all the anathemas of their priesthood”. Inf- ot, “ur educational

system has failed 10 achieve the objectives and has not been zble to change the
society according to its cherished goal.

Unfortunately this land of ours remained under the foreign domination for a
long time. All these rulers established institutions in order to impart education
according to their own pattern of thought so that it could serve their own vested

interests. They intended to train clerks and prepare a class of people to execute
their plans and policies.

According to Macaullay, the system of education introduced by the British
Government in the Sub-continent was meant “to create a class of people, Indian m
blood and colour but English i taste, opinion, moral and intellect”. The same
system of education passed on to Pakistan and in no way was compatible with the

aspirations of the people. It was utterly inimitable for the Muslim society and 1t
demands.

It is pity that education which was to promote a national consensus did nol
play its proper role in national development though its aims were very high. The
reason for this failure was the lack of talented, conscientious and devoted teachers.
No effort was made to produce a class of teachers who could work sincerely for the
implementation of these recommendations. Our failure in the past fifty four years
has no parallel. Although it is not possible to attribute this failure to any single
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factor, one can say with confidence that the entire planning in the field of
~ducation was lopsided.

Axother reason for failure of education svstem is that the affairs of the
cducation were conducted by the persons who had the least experience in this field,
or sorry 1o say, they lacked competence and proper education. Consequently, in our
education system of the past, the base was never really broadened. On the one
hand, the people were deprived of their basic rights of education and on the other
thev were not given the necessary directions to be productive to the state.

Our education needs re-orientation. It needs leaders who are properly
wed, adequently dynamic. They should not be problem-blind but have a
hroad vision, deep insight and genuine understanding of the issue involved. They
must be indeed with the spirit of Islam and work enthusiastically so that our
educational system may play a fundamental part in the preservation of the ideals
which led to the creation of the Pakistan and thus the concept of it as a unified
rmtl-::-n The moral and spiritual values of Islam combined with the freedom,
deurity and strength of Pakistan should be the ideology to inspire our educational
-'-".Iil.

Our education should be a comprehensive system aimed not only to educate
the mind and to make the students achieve economic independence, but also to
help them to build up character and a healthy attitude to life. They should be so
equipped as to defeat all the evil forces that endanger the very existence of our
country such as provincialism, sectarianism, cthnic issues, class distinctions.
religious intolerance, bribery, corruption, nepotism, jobbery, black marketing,
smuggling, ignorance and political and social injustice.
