( and Olympian dimensions - as indeed, these seemed such at that time
ane owoe taken by the total seriousness and commitment of a crucial battle. There
were quite a few familiar and well-known boys in the lot, yet one name that often
cropped up time and time again as a favourite with all House Masters was “Tarzan”.

Every one seemed keen to annex him as if he was a precious trophy. It transpired
that he was a footballer of exceptional calibre and hence a guarantee of winning
championship in that sport for any House that would be lucky to have him. Being a
soccer fan myself, 1 became, naturally, equally if not more eager to see him in person
and action. At last, the D-Day arrived a stout, stocky, Chinese-looking boy was
pointed out as “Tarzan”. He became an instant hit owing to his cheerful, child-like
appearance and rustic, candour and sense of humour. On the football field, he
demonstrated his mesmerizing mastery over the ball which seemed to cling to his
foot for as long as he did not deliver a bullet-like shot which invariably found the
net. Commander Firoz Shah had a classic expression for Tarzan’s craftsmanship with
the ball: “He writes poetry with the ball”. And, indeed, nothing but acclaims and
applause poured out from the spectators whenever Tarzan weaved his way meandering
through the field, dodging and dribbling and finally finishing with a score by a
tremendous shoot out which left all goalkeepers agape and aghast. His own description
of such occurrences was; “Hum ney kaha zara net ko hilaa deway aur is ki mitti
nikalay;” (1 thought of shaking up the net a bit to dust it off) and his powerful shots
actually shook the nets.

The big days came twice in two years. First, when Petaro played the host for
the tournament in 1966 and later when we visited Hassan Abdal in 1967. The Military




College, Jhelum was a big name owing to its long and illustrious history and its
students’ backgrounds and milieu which was mostly military. In comparison, Petaro
was an infant and its ambience confined to rural Sindh and ultra urban Karachi -
none to have much to boast about soccer. But was the Military College Jhelum
crowd, in for a shock or'was it experiencing a nightmare ? Tarzan attacked in the
opening minutes and shocked them. There was a pandemonium in the Jhelum camp
and their youngsters almost ran amuck. In the frustration and frenzy that had dazed
and disorientated them, one of them charged violently into Tarzan d inflicted a
fracture on his right lower leg tearing away a ligament at the rear o1 is aikle. Yet,
such was the heat and the tempo that Tarzan kept on playing for anotl: v, minutes.
But he was forced to leave the field as the damage was too great. T P¢. ro team

played the remaining match with 10 players. The first goal was scorc vy adet M.
Abid Saleem (Latif House) (At present: Commodore M. Abid ¢ ¢ SI(M),
Commandant & Principal, CCP) and second goal by Cadet Altaf Ahme:  Zit  '0:326).

Finally, CCP won the match by two goals. To their entire credit, the lc - ng /ilitary
College Jhelum team lifted Tarzan on their shoulders after .he match.

Tarzan’s fame was not confined to ISSSTs and during the summer vacation,
the famous ‘Mohammadan Sporting Club of Dacca’ would sign him as a professional.
Those were the good great days of the PIA and Tarzan would return with many gifts

from the ‘great people to fly with’ (P1A). One of those was a golf kit comprising
some clubs and balls.

. In the month of Ramazan, he and [ would go out in the Petaro wilderness till it was
time for the cows to come home. Yet, with all his fame, fortune and fanfare, Tarzan never
lost sight of his main aim of studying and successfully completed his F.Sc, opted for the
Pakistan Army and rose to be a Lt. Colonel before seeking exit. Now, as an MPA and a
Minister of the Wild Life, Forest and Tourism, Government of Baluchistan, he has a wider
scope to exercise his penchant for the public life and to serve his people and Motherland.

May Allah Aln}ighty bless him in all respects and may Cadet College, Petaro go on producing
men of mettle in the service of Pakistan.

W kne v the use of opium through ages but its uses were confined. In Pakistan,
it was introduced by invading armies of Alexander the Great. Huge stocks of opium
were consumed as herbal medicine in the camps. However, opium production began
on farmlands sometimes in the ninth century with the arrival of the Arab traders in
the subcontinent.

The Emperor Zaheer uddin Babar, the founder of the Mughal dynasty, himself
used opium- a habit shared by his son Humayun and others. During the times of
Akbar, the great, cultivation of opium poppy crops was practised as a cash crop for

international trade.
Nowadays, the world has become very small. The vast network of movement

and transportation has made the drug accessible in every part of the globe. Since it
is a money-spinner, its trade has flourished well and drug Mafia is now so powerful

that it can topple the governments.

KINDS OF DRUGS
It was noticed during a survey that the drug used most was Charas or Cannabis

with 54 percent, followed by Polly drug with 17 percent; opium ranked third with
15 percent, while heroin is fourth with 14 percent frequency of its abuse.

It
recognizes the need for the comprehensive national action plan into an international
straregy so as to intensify the struggle against the menace of narcotics which respects
no frontiers. Pursuant to that commitment, the government of Pakstan imposed a
ban on the cultivation of poppy in 1979. The ban is being progre: ive'y enforced
rroughout the country including the tribal areas in the face of heavy ode  C nsequently,
opium production which was 800 tons in 1978, declined to 175 tor r 992 and it
further decreased to 140 tons in 1993 and to 110 tons in 1995.
