Cadet Abdul Razaque Thebo took 78.40% marks and stood 3™ in the College.

In HSC Part-II (Pre-Engineering Group) 02 cadets secured ‘A-I’ Grade, 10
got ‘A’ Grade, 05 obtained ‘B’ Grade and 02 scored ‘C’ Grade and in Pre-Medical

only one cadet appeared and was placed in ‘A’ Grade. The performance of these
cadets brought laurels for the House and for the College.

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HOW TO PROTECT YOUR PC

h Computer security is the protection of Computer Systems and information
from any theft, damage or an illegal use. Computer security has become increasingly
important since the 1960’s when communication over telephone lines started. Since
then the computer crimes has multiplied. Unscrupulous individuals engage in
computer for invading the profit or sometimes for the thrill of beating the system.
Three Easy Steps:

As a home computer user, accessing the Internet, whether through a broadband
connection or traditional dial-up, you should do the following three things at minimum
Lo protect your computer.

I3 Install and maintain anti-virus software:

There are plenty of great anti-virus software packages available. This software
checks for known viruses by scanning your computer periodically. Many also check
for viruses on incoming emails. It is important to update the software as new viruses
are discovered almost daily. At least once a week you should check the web site of
the vendor that makes your anti-virus software to see if there is an update available.
2, Do not open unknown or suspicious email:

Many viruses and worms use what is called “social engineering”. That is, they
attempt to trick you into becoming a participant in the process. The latest viruscs
can “spoof” the sending email address so that it looks like as if it is coming from
someone other than the computer that infected it. If an email is not from someone
you know, it is usually best to simply delete it without looking at it. If the email
appears to be from someone you know, you should read the message carcfully before
opening any attached files. Viruses and worms often have bad English and poor
grammar. Consider whether the person you know would really have written that
message or forwarded you the attached file. If in doubt, contact that person you
know to confirm they truly sent it before opening the attachment.
3k Keep vour computer patched against known vulnerabilities.
As the new viruses are discovered, new vulnerabilities are discovered as well. Many
times they are in the operating system (like Windows), but vulnerabilities are also
found in tools like your web browser, email software and other 3rd party tools. Left
unpatched, these vulnerabilities can be exploited by hackers to obtain access and
control of your computer. Staying up to date can be difficult. Some vendors. such
as Microsoft, have automated utilities, which check for updates and notify you.
Other vendors may have an email mailing list you can join. So they can notify you
for any new updates. If your vendor doesn’t offer one of these solutions, you may
just need to periodically visit their support web site to check for any new patches
or updates.

Charles Dickens is, perhaps, the greatest novelist in the history of English
literature and his novels bear an irresistible charm for me. He was a great social
reformer and the appalling conditions of Victorian England were mercilessly exposed
by him in his novels. Being dissatisfied by the cruelty of the existing social system,
Dickens felt intensely that he had something to impart.

In his novels Dickens is highly sentimental. This attitude is largely due to
the fact that Dickens had seen life acutely when he was a mere boy. At that tender
age — at the age of only twelve — he was compelled to work in a blacking factory
because of family misfortunes. This experience of his life was so bitter to his memory
— it caused such a deep wound in his heart —that he never forgot it throughout his
life.

It was because of these and other hardships of his earlier life that he developed
a deep sympathy for the children who were being abandoned, and were being treated
harshly cither at orphan houses as in Oliver Twist, at homes as in Bleak House. or
in schools, in factories and in all other spheres of public life. Some of Dickens’
innocent children have been given to face great hardships and at same time have
been given to assume great responsibilities than their age would allow them to, as
Neil in Old Curiosity Shop. Pip in the Great Expectations sees the convict in the
churchyard rising like a giant. Oliver Twist is a victim of society. These little angels
are symbols of innocence and purity in a queer and malevolent world.

Dickens’ sympathy for neglected children drew much of its strength from
the sad and painful experiences of his own miserable childhood.

Another purpose of Dickens in dealing with children in his novels was to
expose the social weakness of the Victorian Era. He disliked, nay, hated the abuses
of his time, its rampant materialism, its exploitation of child labour and other social

vices.
Another remarkable quality of Dickens’ treatment of childhood 1s that he
speaks the truth when he is speaking through the mouths of children.
Dickens’s humour appeals most strongly to me. He is a master of wit, humour
and derision. This is evident enough from the pages of his novels. Again, Dickens’
humour is at its highest when it is mingled with pathos.
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The narrative power of Dickens is dramatic and forceful. He is able to tell what
happened with a perfect speed which is neither hurry nor delay. We are able to
clearly see this when reading of the murder in Oliver Twist, the murder in Martin
Chuzzlewit and the great storm in David Copperfield. Not only is Dickens able to
describe dramatically enough the storm, but he is equally competent in describing
landscapes in quietness. It is because Dickens combines his dramatic tragedy of
narrative with his wonderful sense of sea and land that gives him such felicities of
diction.

All the children of Dickens suffer — they groan under injustice. Yet the

author’s delight is boundless when he manages some sort of rescue for the suffering
child.

Most of the novels of Dickens — Pickwick Papers (1837), Oliver Twist (1839),
Nicholas Nickleby (1839), The Old Curiosity Shop (1840-41) Barnaby Rudge (1840-
41), Martin Chuzzlewit (1844), Dombey and Son (1848), David Copperficld (1850),
Bleak House (1853), Hard Times (1853), Little Dorrit (1857), A Tale of Two Cities
(1859), Great Expectations (1860), Our Mutual Friend (1864), Edwin Drood
(incomplete, and published posthumously) —have been immensely popular because
of their vast insight into the surface of human life. Dickens is always great when
he is depicting the expressions and experiences of children.

For all these, Dickens — truthful, sympathetic, large-hearted and humanitarian
—1s my favourite author.

Science, in explaining Nature, has
only removed false ideas of religion. But by its inability to explain the basis of life
it has only deepened the sense of the inscrutable mystery of existence.

: Whatever science has achieved so far has been aimed at one end —material
gain and comfort. Science is helpless when youth grows pale and thin and dies,
when beauty cannot keep her lustrous eyes ‘beyond tomorrow’.

That is why, a call for the unknown has inspired man in different times and
countries. That call or devotion has underlined man’s wish to embrace a spiritual
life or at least to forget the rigours of the material world. That is precisely why man,
under the mastery of science, in the enjoyment of pelf and prosperity, grows
disillusioned before long, feels the pang of a strange want of that contentment
surpassing wealth which the sage in meditation finds.

Science has wrested from Nature some of her secrets and utilised this
knowledge in the service of man. But it is still far from attaining a complete mastery

over the processes of Nature. For the most part the working of Nature is still
unpredictable. There is no accurate means of knowing when a hurricane will burst
or a flood surge down from the hills. Science is also powerless to put a curb upon
the ravages of the elements.
