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AN OBITUARY
COMMANDER (RETD) FEROZ SHAH PN

Commander (Retd) Feroz Shah PN, the 3 Principal of Cadet College
Petaro, an unforgettable personality of the 1965 - 72 period of Petarian life. left for
his eternal abode on the 6™ August 2007, Inna Lillahi-Wainna Haihi Raajyun. May
Allahresthis soul in peace.

Born in 1913 near Chakwal. a district in the Punjab, Cdr.(Retd) Feroz Shals
had a very fulfilling career in life. He graduated from the Punjab University.
Kitchener's College. Nowgong (in undivided India), and later from the Royal Navy
College in London.

Having joined the Royal Navy in 1938 in undivided India. Commander Feroz
Shah became a de facto member of the Pakistan Navy in 1947. After a meritorious
service. 1965 brought about his retirement. He was the Director of Education.
Pakistan Navy for 12 years. Thus. when he retired. the Board of Governors of Cadet
College Petaro chose the able Commander to relieve Col. J.H.I1. Coombes as the
Principal of the College on June 10, 1965. Commander Feroz Shah served Petaro for
7 years until his retirement on March 14, 1972.

While writing these lines we see before our eyes all that he did for this college:
» Provisionof Sui gasto Petaro

« Installation of a 35 mm movie projector as educational aid (despite
restrictions by the government on imports)

e College expansion: Number of students increased from 350 to 600 cadets.
Class-VII was introduced on an experimental basis for Sindhis. Two new
houses (Igbal and Qasim) were built.

e Pre-medical stream: The Board of Governors permitted introduction of pre-
medical classes at the Intermediate level.
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A Flying Club was started with the patronage of PAF which provided a glider
and necessary staff. It was possibly the most remarkable thing that he gave to
the College. only one ofits kind in any educational institution. We lament. as
he did in hisretired life. its loss.

The "President's Shield" donated by late President Ayub Khan used to be
given to the College winning the ICCST (Inter Cadet College Sports
Tournament). Petaro won the shield and the Championship for 4 consecutive
years (1968-71). gaining the right to keep the shield permanently.

Selection into Services Academies increased dramatically as a result of
special training introduced.

Other improvements: Boundary wall, main gate. tennis courts. 2 squash
courts. expansion of riding club. shooting range. grassy hockey field.
extension of dining hall. trees along all roads. orchards, agriculture farm.
Guest House for visiting parents & VIPs, etc.

Staff Welfare: Increase in staff. Sanction of additional House Masters'
allowances. courses for higher qualifications in the UK. staff’ club
improvements, additional housing. staff sons' permission to join college.

Colony Welfare: Sui gas connections at Rs.5 per month, subsidy on food.
transport for Colony children attending school in Hyderabad, Welfare Fund.
Today we remember him with reverence for his dynamism. his energy. his
patience and love for the College and its students in particular and humanity
in general.

In recognition of his services to the cause of education the President of the
Islamic Republic of Pakistan awarded him 'Sitara-i-lmtiazin 2007.

He went out
of the Mosque and met some of his colleagues. There he could not stop sharing the
problem of Rs 10.000/- that he had with him at that moment. One of the men who
heard Irshad advised him to keep the money with him. The training he received from
his late father and what his mother has been telling him all his life did not guide himta
do such a thing. He knew it would be disgraceful if he kept the money with him. He
never saw affluence in his life. but he hated earning money through unlawful means.
While he was in a cross-road, someone told him to go to the Demand Shop and collect
his new uniform. He went there to get his new uniform. He was in his old uniform that
had the extra 10.000/- in the pocket. Adjacent to the shop was the bank and he sawthe
bank employees were standing outside. They looked very worried.




When the Cashier of the bank saw Irshad, he stepped towards him and took him
aside. With tearful eyes. the man asked him very humbly if he had received any extra
amount {rom the counter while getting the cash against the cheques. Irshad bluntly
replied in the negative.

$LlCh unearned qualities are of small importance. The thing which plays the first role
in building up its character is the external, identifiable elements of the environment.
[his is because a child doesnot learn to think at first; rather, what it learns is to mimic
what it sees and feels. And there being little creative tendency of such mimicry, the
child accepts and follows those behavioural features of others as an ideal and
gradually tries to retain them. Thus it assimilates the examples it sees and eventually
considers them asapartofits own personality and individuality. Asa result, those

behavioural aspects get reinforced in it and at a stage of its mental devc—;lopmem. the
child becomes totally indifferent to the behavioural pattern it has acquu"e\d from the
environment: and when it grows up. it rationalizes those patterns even if they were
bad and harmful. As a matter of fact, in this stage it is really a tough las‘k to correct
those behaviours. What all this implies is that the behavioural pattern of any person
should be purposefully guided and controlled from the very childhood. )

The most effective way of building up a child's character is not teach!ng by
words but by examples. And the incongruity between oral teaching and teach.mg l?)'
examples will catch the child in bewilderment, and it is most likely that the child will
eventually follow the examples, rejecting the oral advice. :

There should be a suitable atmosphere both in the family and the society so
thata person can easily and successfully continue to build up his characterall l'hrough
his life. It is to be ensured that teenagers mix with good boys and girls and involve
themselvesinno harmful or bad activities. \

The importance of character needs no mentioning. It is the only thing by
which the greatness or meanness of a man is and should be evaluated.

Even
education and knowledge are not as important as character is. Virtually, a man should
become a human: he is not so by birth.

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THE GREEN-HOUSE EFFECT

In the modern world energy and wealth are being used so excessively and
for so many purposes that day by day the balance between various forces and
elements of nature is being disrupted. Consequently, everything in nature is
running towards an inevitable side-effect call the Green House Effect.

In the Polar Regions one kind of house is made of glass for growing crops
in it. When the rays of the sun fall on earth their wave-length is so small that they
fall on the soil inside the house without heating the glass-walls. This process of
artificially heating up the glass-houses is called the green house effect. Though it
is fundamentally the name of a scientific process, now we refer by it to a
dangerous effect being caused in the atmosphere.

For various scientific reasons, now-a-days the amount of carbon dioxide,
methane, nitrus oxide and CFC are increasing in the atmosphere. Consequently,
when the rays of the sun, after being reflected by the earth, goes up with larger
wave lengths, the above-mentioned gases get heated by it like the glass-wall of
the aforesaid green houses.

the Green House Effect.
