The All Sindh Inter-Cadet Colleges Sports Championship commonly known as ICCSC is a
decade old now.

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A MALAY MOTHER'S ACHIEVEMENT

Malaysia is a country of rivers and rains, snakes and reptiles, all type of animals and
beautiful birds. The day I had to start teaching was welcomed by heavy rain with thunder and
lightning. The rain started from 4 a.m. without stopping for a minute. I came to my office five
minutes before eight after punching my card at the main gate. In whole Malaysia, the office time
is 8 O'clock and every Government Officer including the Prime Minister of the country reaches his

/her office in time and punches card to prove his presence and punctuality for the duty.
Teaching in these educational institutions starts at ten minutes past eight. I sat in my

office watching heavy rain pouring from the sky. Classrooms for students were in the adjacent
building. I was sure that no student has arrived from the city. For me it was no problem to reach
in my office because of my in-campus accommodation. I imagined roads of Karachi and
Hyderabad which after a rain of half an hour get submerged and traffic stands still. I was
wondering how this city Malacca has become in this heavy rain. I considered it holiday and was
going to relax and read newspaper but all of a sudden I took my umbrella and got up to peep in
the class room. It was a great surprise for me to see all the students present and in fact they were
waiting for me to deliver the lecture. I realized that day, that this nation is going to achieve

ultimate heights one day. This is a story of a day which passed some 30 years ago.
There were two types of students in the academy, Pre-Sea courses for cadets for 02

years and there were Post-Sea short courses of 04 months for ship officers (navigators and

marine engineers) in order to be Captains and Chief Engineers of the ships.
One day while going out, I saw a funeral procession near the academy gate. One of my

students who was going to be the captain of the ship, was also present in this procession. On
asking about the dead person, he replied: “Sir Bapa saya” (Sir he is my father). I was astonished
to hear that. Only a day ago, he introduced me to his father who had arrived to Malacca to stay
with him for a few days, from the northern city Ipoh. I was in a car at that time and left for the city.
Next day when I entered the class room, this student was present there. After lecture I called
him in my office and asked about the funeral in which he was present a day ago.

“Sir, my father was a heart patient,” he said, “he had a heart attack and died and we had
to bury him here.”

“Why didn't you bury him in your ancestral graveyard in Ipoh?” That was my immediate

question plus my query that he has restrained himself from taking leave.
He gave a smile and said, “I know sir that people of Pakistan always carry dead bodies of

their relatives to their home town even if they die in a far away country. But we Malay people bury
them immediately at the place they die.”




After saying this, he gave a sarcastic smile and said, “Sir after all what s this whole
planet earth in the Universe? It is Just like a particle of sand, so what difference does it make, if
one is buried on Malacca side or on Mexico side, the other end of this earth? On the day of
Judgment each soul will be Judged by his deeds and not from the place one is buried ” He further
added, “After all there are people who are destroyed in bombardments or end up in the stomachs
of sharks when ship sinks.”

“Do you think you will be pilots etc by just
desiring so? You should have written the things you must train yourself to achieve it, you

Actually in our country, there is a lack of planning from students' side as well as from
the parents. Students complete 12" class, results are announced and then they think of
selecting the line of career.

tests, and in most of the cases they lose one year in searching and deciding.
In Malaysia, one of my students from a faraway and small village of jungle area

achieved higher position in pre-sea examinations. During passing out function, I asked his
mother how her son could achieve this. She said, a few years ago when her son was in 8"
class, she went to perform Hajj by sea. On her journey from Penang port to Jeddah, she was

very much impressed from ship officers and their smart white uniform.
“I asked them about the institution they got education,” she said, “and I also asked

them what are the requirements my son must fulfill if he likes to be a marine engineer (ship
engineer) or navigator? They told me that Marine Academy Malaysia trains youngsters to be
ship officers and every year there is a tough selection for the limited number of candidates
who pass STPM (12" class) in higher position.”

She said that from that day she got determined that her son should become a sea
officer. After returning from Hajj, she discussed this career with her son and said to him,
“Son! If you want to be one of the ship officers, then you must work hard right from now and
you must make your basics strong. There are still 4 years to bring your level at higher
position so that you can come in the top ones.”

“My son passed SPM (Matriculation) and then STPM (12" Class) in "A-1" grade and
got selected for this academy,” the proud mother said, “and when he joined this academy I
told him that your father is not alive, we are poor, if you study hard you can make your life.
My son obeyed me and continued his hard work and devotion to studies and today he has

topped in this academy also.”
I think the planning and thought of a poor village lady of Malaysia is hundred percent

correct and there is no harm if the mothers of other countries also follow her.

In the every sphere, example is better than precept. It is far more effective to show a
learner how to do something by doing it before him than merely to tell him what or how to doit.

This is how the drill-sergeant and teachers were seen with recruits on their military drill.
They first went through the various movements themselves before them, sloping arms,
presenting arms, trailing arms, fixing bayonets, and so on. Their pupils watched their
movements and then tried to copy them.

So in crafts, technical education is not picked up from books. The learner must go into
the carpenter's shop, the smithy, the engineers work room or the mill and watch and copy the
trained workers as they actually do their tasks before him.

It is in the moral sphere that example is much more effective than precept. If we look at
the training of children by their parents, children are very observant and are keen critics. They
notice very quickly whether their father does himself what he teaches them or not. He teaches
them it is wrong to tell lies, for example, but if he himself is untruthful, his teaching will have but
little effect. Children are the great mimics; they copy their parents very smartly.

Our Holy Prophet (P.B.U.H) warned the Muslim to go astray from the path of truth. He
himself set the example, and said “Follow me”! So the moral teacher must follow the example of
“Goldsmith”, a village preacher.

“He tried each art, reproved each dull delay,

The example of real goodness set before men by really a man of action will do more
for morality than hundreds of eloquent sermons or tons of moral advice.

Wind power is a type of power extracted from the wind through wind turbines that

generate electricity. An area where there are several wind turbines is called wind farm.

Benefits of Wind Power
Itis a clean way of generating electricity. There is no air or water pollution or radioactive

waste. The wind is a free and everlasting 'fuel' with which to generate electricity. There is very
little environmental damage. There is no displacement of thousands of people as where a large
reservoir is constructed at a dam that is to generate hydro-electricity. The electricity can be fed
into new or two turbines are enough to provide electricity to a small settlement and about 20 are
enough for 1500 households that have many electrical appliances. Turbines make little noise.
They make a whirring noise, but one can talk at the base of a turbine running at a full speed
without raising his voice.

Wind Power Round the World
In 1980s, USA generated 95% of wind power of the world. By 1990 Denmark, Germany,

Holland and India were other major producers. In 2000 India was 4" producer after Germany,
USA and Denmark. Denmark is one of the world's chief manufacturers of world.

Wind Energy in Pakistan
Since 2002, the Pakistan Council of Renewable Energy Technology has imported 150

turbines from China and Spain. They have been installed at various places in Sindh Coast
including Gujju near Gharo 50 Km away from Karachi. All turbines are stand alone which means
they are used for local purpose and are not a part of national grid. There are plans to establish a
renewable Energy University in Pakistan.
