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THE 11™ ALL SINDH INTER - CADET COLLEGES SPORTS
CHAMPIONSHIP 2012

The 11" All Sindh Inter — Cadet Colleges Sports Championship — 2012 was held
at Cadet College Larkana. Larkana has always proved to be a lucky venue for Cadet
College Petaro. Cadets of various Colleges were waiting keenly for the announcement of
dates of the Tournament, commonly known as ICCSC. The announcement spread a
spark among the cadets. Petaro, under the dynamic patronage and able guidance of
Principal, utilized all possible resources available for preparation of the teams which
include provision of qualified coaches, training camps and a series of practice matches to
enable the teams for the final. This year Cadet College Pano Aqil (CCPA) was also
included in the championship. Further, owing to this year’s inclement weather, Hockey
was excluded from the championship.

The championship started on 12 November 2012 with a colorful opening
ceremony, it was graced by Dr Abdul Aziz Mangnejo, Commissioner, Larkana Division. In
his address, he highlighted the importance of sports in a cadet’s life and its impact on
personality development. The opening of the championship started with a Basketball
match between CCP and CCL. It was a breath taking tie and both the teams displayed a
wonderful game. Ultimately, the match ended on a 46 — 46 points draw. However, in the
remaining matches, CCP thrashed CCS by 67 — 28 points, defeated CCPA by 125 — 15
points and PSCC by 56 — 17 points. CCP scored 7 points and bagged 2" position in the
event. In Cricket traditional bad luck followed the team. Despite a wonderful win against
CCPA in the first match the College Cricket team was unable to maintain the tempo and
lost the remaining 3 matches against PSCC, CCS and CCL and stood at 4™ position in the
event. Football has always been a lucky event for CCP in the championship. College
Football team outclassed CCPA 6-0, PSCC 4-2, and CCS 3-1. Though they lost 1-0
against CCL but convincingly won the event due to better goal average. Cadet Ali
Murtaza 9210-A was declared as the ‘TOP SCORER’ of the championship. He scored 5
goals. In Squash, the College team players were simply matchless. They won all their
ties without losing a single set and won comprehensively 2-0 against PSCC, 2-0 against
CCS and 2-0 against CCL. College Squash team won the Squash trophy. Cadet Abdul
Wasay 8092-] was adjudged as the '‘BEST SQUASH PLAYER' of the championship. In
Athletics again, College athletes were beyond any one’s reach. CCP won Gold Medals in 4
x 100 M Relay, Long Jump, High Jump, Discuss Throw and Javelin Throw events. And
won silver medals in 100 M, 200 M, and 800 M events. Cadet Junaid 9039-LF set the
new record in High Jump with a height of 5 feet and 6 inches. Sports Cadet Captain
Danial Ahmed Khan 8020-MQ was declared as the ‘BEST ATHLETE' in field events for
winning Gold Medals in Discuss Throw and Javelin Throw events.

Overall CCP scored 29 points and lifted the championship shield for the record
8" time in the 11 years history of the championship. Prof Muhammad Yousif Shaikh,

Most of the times, we read and talk all the stuff that is against-our sweet
homeland. Here, I tell you a true story that is to thank Pakistan. I was born in a very
poor family in 1952 in Mirpurkhas district. My maternal uncles were educated up to
the final class (i.e., equal to Class-VII). That inspired my mother to send me to
school. At my village, ‘Dengan Bhurgri’, the birth place of Raees Ghulam Muhammad
Khan Bhurgri (the first graduate of Sindh), I studied up to Class VI. The great and
selfless teachers taught very well. I studied from Class VI to Class X at Tando Jan
Muhammad. To earn for my studies, I started working when I was in Class-V. The
first wage was 25 paisa for a half day. It increased to Rs. 15, Rs. 50, Rs. 125 and
finally to Rs. 200 a month in 1975. Domestic circumstances compelled me to marry
at the age of 20. I could not continue my Engineering Classes after HSC (Pre-
Engineering Group) because of financial constraints. I did many odd jobs — at a
restaurant, a fruit shop, a paan — bedi shop, a shoe shop, a cotton factory, a flour
mill and at a trading company. In January 1975 I took a bold step of quitting the job
that meant losing Rs. 200 a month and sought admission in M.A. English literature at
the University of Sindh. It all became possible because of Mr. Fayaz Ahmed — my
best friend — who gave me Rs. 200 a month for two years. His salary was only 350
and he was married too. I studied 14 hours a day at the university hostel because
there was no room for any sluggishness. I did my MA and got second position.

The great Principal, the late Captain Shukuruddin and the late Prof. Tariqg
Mustafa Khan selected me for the post of lecturer in English in 1977 on merit. I
taught English at Cadet College, Petaro, for 35 years and retired as Vice-Principal
and Director of Studies this year. The boy who earned Rs. 25 a day in 1962 was
receiving Rs. 133,000/- a month in 2012. Now, I am receiving a pension of Rs.
55,000/- a month. My head bows down to God Almighty, all the time. Thank you, my
dear Pakistan. Thank you, Cadet College Petaro. Thanks to all those who helped me,
especially Mr. Fayaz and my late mother.  The moral of the story is never be
without hope, never be discouraged just keep working hard with a total faith. Time
does not remain the same. Stop talking and writing against Pakistan. We have,
recently, been declared the 16" happiest country in the world while India is 32" and
the US is 105™. We do have our problems but it is we who have to rise above the
self and steer the ship out of the troubled waters to the island of safety, happiness
and prosperity. Just keep the faith. Things have changed for the better — you must
try further to make more good changes to make Pakistan great and strong.

This part of my life, in all bluntness has turned out to be the best time of my life so far a
roller-coaster ride in the true sense.

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GORAKH HILL STATION LOCATED IN
TALUKA JOHI, DISTRICT DADU, SINDH.

It is one of the most beautiful and coldest places of Sindh. Before climbing
Hill on the lap of mount there is a series of fertile and green villages, known as Wahi
Pandi, Drigh Balla Chakerkot Kasbo, and Rajodero etc. The fertile land of these
villages is irrigated on the water produced by Nain Gaj Nadi (The Dam on Nadi is
under construction) which flows for round the year, however, its flow increases and

decreases as per weather besides this, the large number of tube wells on diesel
engines and electricity also work for irrigation purposes. People of these areas are
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Baloch tribes such as Leghari, Jamali, Rustmani, Lashari and Babar. Due to remote

area, the education of these tribes has not come up to required demands of the time
but even then we can find very intelligent and educated persons of the area. I
cannot go in the detail of these villages and people but I must mention that these
villages and people add the beauty to Gorakh Hill. At present these tribes help and
guide all visitors for the Hill with their open hearts. The law and order situation is not
bad as compared to Karachi and other citities of Sindh. There is large area of land at
the top of Hill which remains cold in hot season of summer where educational
institutions, hospitals and recreation centres can be constructed in beautifully
designed buildings. This dream can be true very soon if our government works
sincerely and quickly.

The word Gorakh ( mC:( ) is a Balouchi word that means the cold place
and the meaning of Gorakh is difined as difficult to climb upon, whatever the
meaning but now it has become very famous for its significant importance. Now
government of Sindh has given some importance that it is under-Development. It is
situated at an elevation of 5,688 ft in the Kirthar Mountains Range, 93 km west
of Dadu city. Gorakh Hill Station is situated on one of the highest plateaus of Sindh
spread over 3000 acres, and due its surroundings, it is a unique adventure point for
nature lovers.
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y Gorakh also serves as a gateway for the Vvillagers of Khuzdar
1_ District, Balochistan, who come over to the villages; Wahi Pandi and Kasbo for
?purchasing food and other utilities in this way people of Balouchistan and Sindh are
linked in friendly trade and tradtions.

The government of Sindh has constructed a track via Wahi Pandhi on which
only 4x4 vehicles jeeps can climb otherwise it is risky and dangerous. The jeeps are
available on rent at Johi and at Wahi Pandi. The development work is in progress
however we can hope that soon we will have weather road to climb upon the Hill.
There is also a road going through Kakar, Kasbo Nain Gaj route through the zigzag
patches of Nain (Nadi) this route can be more feasible if proper road is constructed. ‘
This place can be the most beautiful place of Sindh if government gives due course |
of interest and develops it in a true sense of tourism, archeological design and

aspect.

Through the route of Wahi Pandhi after crossing Yaro Sain Pass at the height
of 3000 ft above sea level, the journey continues in the mountains and at the
distance of 76 km one reaches the Base Camp of another highest pass of the Kirthar
range which is known as Khanwal Pass on the elevation of 3,000 ft and at the top of
the elevation is 5,000 ft above sea level. The distance between the KHANWAL PASS
and the top is four kilometre. The four-kilometre journey is too zigzag, awful
turnings and adventurous. After reaching the top of Khanwal Pass, drive continues to
the Gorakh Hill top, which is the 13 km ahead. At the top of the hill there are two
smaller Rest-houses and two under construction Hotels, so far made available. But
we must commend the government for the provision of water throughout the road
the availability of water would have been very difficult task to be done if the natural
stream known as HENGHAR CHASHMAA near KHANWAL PASS not available. The
water of this stream flows down through pipes without any machine, hence the road
is equipped with facility of water and upward to top of hill goes through pumping
stations constructed by government of Sindh. You can visit this place but with the
help of any local person.

LEARNING TOOLS OF CHINESE LANGUAGE

Karl Marx has set a good example for us. He said once, "When one is learning a ;
' foreign language, he must use the foreign language." In this way, he could use ?
several languages. A saying goes, "Practice makes perfect." When we learn Chinese,
' we should read more, speak more, listen to Chinese from time to time and practice
writing every day. Don't be afraid of making mistakes. Only in this way we can learn
it well.
The best way to learn Chinese well, I think, is to learn and use Chinese all the
time. We'd better do a lot of listening, speaking reading and writing. If you can form
" the habit of thinking and writing in Chinese all day, you are sure to grasp the spirit ‘;
" of Chinese and will be able to read works in Chinese within a short period of time.
Since Chinese is the language which should be trained to listen to different speakers,
use it as much as possible. Daily adhere to spend 15 minutes in learning Chinese.
Do you love China? Chances are, you also like the Chinese language, and wish you
could speak it. This can be a difficult task, unless you know how. Start small. Don't
push yourself to do too much. Purchase some books from a bookstore (look in the
Guides and/or Languages sections) to teach yourself from the basics. If you can,
contact a friend who lives in China, and he/she can get really good books from
there. Test yourself and have others test you. But remember, this isn't an exam it's
helping you become fluent in Chinese.

Find opportunities to practice what you learn. May be there is a Chinese
restaurant down the road. If there are Chinese people then, order and greet them in
Chinese! If you can't find any, go to China town. May be one of your neighbors
speaks Chinese. Make sure they speak Mandarin, though, or it could mean a very
embarrassing visit!Don't be too harsh on yourself. Learning a language is a gradual
_ process - you have to keep at it. Chinese is one of the hardest languages to learn, so
take your time. If all self-teaching attempts fail, try to take a course in Chinese with
the growth of Asian neighborhoods around the country. There are many courses
taught by volunteers have popped up. They range in cost from $300 to $500 or
more per year, plus other costs. Know your suitable way to learn. Do you learn the
best by rewriting phrases and rereading, speaking them out aloud? Listening to
others repeat them aloud? If you are not sure, practice differently with new unique
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ways to help you remember. Rewrite every phase or word on the page. This will help
- as you can always refer to it if you have trouble.

Learn the tones.

There are four tones. One type of tone is usually over each Chinese word.
Each tone type is drawn over the word 'ma' to show the different ways of
pronouncing it. The first tone is a high, flat tone. Your voice stays flat, with no rise
or dip in the way it sounds. e.g. The second tone is a rising tone. Your voice rises
when you say this, sort of as if you are asking someone to repeat something by
saying "huh?" or "what?" The third tone is a dipping tone. The way you say the word
goes down then up. Such as when you say the letter "B". The fourth tone is a
lowering tone. Just say the whole word as if your voice is becoming more manly, or
as if you're reading a book and have come across something new and interesting
and are saying "huh". Easy enough? If not, don't fret. It's definitely recommended to
hear the tones demonstrated by a native speaker, since it's hard to get an idea of
what they sound like purely through text. Say hello. The Chinese say 'Hello' as "Ni
Hao". This is pronounced: Nee How. To pronounce this word correctly, you should
use tone 3 (dip and rise) for Ni and for Hao as well. Ni-(nee) means you, literally, in
Chinese, and Hao (how) means good. So they are basically saying "You are good",
but in Mandarin it is interpreted as "Hello!" (There is a technicality in that when one
has two third-tone sounds such as "Ni hao", the first is changed to a second tone
(rising). Thus, Ni hao, has a rising, falling/rising tones. This is one of several tone
sandhi's or rules for alteration of tones in Mandarin.) Tones/pronunciation is very
important in Chinese. When first start learning new vocabulary, take some extra time
to practice the tones. For example: what, to a native English speaker might seem to
be "moo", "moo?" and "moo!" is actually three different, completely unrelated,
words in Mandarin.

Remember, little and often.

Don't skip a day or a few weeks just because you don't have time. You'll
forget everything and have to start from scratch again. Another thing to remember,
find opportunities to speak it. Get some friends who come from China or other
Chinese speaking countries to teach you some Chinese. Make sure they know
Chinese, as many schools in China now teach English. If you need to learn in a




' hurry, try some software or use flash cards to learn before bed. Get a 'How to learn
' Mandarin' book to learn more. Try to get a hold of a CD that you can play in your car
. or while doing homework or while just relaxing. It will really be helpful if you just
- practice it. If you can, taking at least an introductory course on Mandarin at your
' school or local colleges can be an excellent way to be confident and accurate in your
- pronunciation and tones. Getting the basics down can help you have a good spring
board for further studies on your own. While there are much disagreement about
Romanization of Chinese and the use of such systems, learning the Pinyin system
can prove invaluable if you intend to type in Chinese on a Western keyboard.
Flashcards are very useful for learning new vocabulary, it is equally important to
practice using new words in sentences. If you intend to learn how to read Chinese
characters, seek out a good reference book or character workbook at your local

bookstore or library.

Persistence is key! If you think and know a lot, then just stop studying or
repeating it, you will forget what you have learned. How frustrating will it be to have
to relearn things over and over because you don't study at least 4 times a week?
One good skill to learn is how to downplay compliments that native speakers give
you. By and large, Chinese people are very proud of their culture, and enjoy helping
people learn their language. Don't be afraid to ask for help or practice with a native
speaker.

Learning Chinese is a long process, their training should be as much as
possible their interest in learning it. Chinese knowledge is relying on memory to
strengthen, flexibility is also relatively high, individuals can explore a similar suit their
own learning. When more and more people are learning Chinese, the English master
Chinese more and more people become very popular in Chinese, I believe you also
not far behind, then to learn Chinese from now on, Chinese is a useful language.
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Aim for success, not perfection. Never give up your right to be wrong, because then you
will lose the ability to learn new things and move forward with your life. Remember that
fear always lurks behind perfectionism.

Pakistan occupies crucial position on the world map because of its extremely =
rich natural resources, specific talent in its people and the geographical position it |
retains. This can make it not only a self-reliant and self-sufficient state but can also
boost it up among the prime and prosperous nations of the world. But the lack of
transparent system and mismanagement has led it to several disputes and
dilemmas, problems and predicaments.

The facts and figures regarding the rich natural resources of Pakistan are -ﬁ |
really amazing. The reserves of the gold and copper in Reko Diq of Balochistan have "
worth of around $1 trillion, with an annual production estimated at 200,000 tons of ‘
copper and 250,000 ounces of gold. This is just about the gold and copper; further it
possesses 14 other mineralized porphyry bodies with potential to place Reko Dig
among the largest mineral possessing lands in the world. There are numerous types
of marbles and other precious stones spread over 6,00,000 sq.km?® of the country.
Many of these are said to have not yet been tapped to be utilized for the prosperity
of the nation. According to an estimate of Pakistan Stone Development Company

(PASDEC), 297 billion tons of Marble and Granite reserves are available in the
country. More than 1,225 quarries and 2,000 processing units are operational. The
shiny and sublime marbles of Chitral and Swat are not found in entire world. Energy
crisis has been the great threat for Pakistan and its economy because of its over
consumption by overpopulation and industrial growth. Surprisingly Pakistan
possesses such an affluent and abundant energy resources that it can not only fulfill
its own requirement but can export energy to other countries but unfortunately
things have not been yet touched properly. Pakistan has vast reserves of coal but
there is very little energy produced by burning coal. Pakistan is reported as seventh
largest coal producing country with coal reserves of more than 185 billion tons.
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Among the country’s coal reserves almost 99 percent of the coal reserves are found
in the province of Sindh, as Pakistan’s largest coal field is Thar coal which is spread
over an area of 9100 square kilometers and contains 175 billion tons of coal
sufficient to meet country’s fuel requirement for centuries. It is claimed that energy
produced from the Thar Coal can exceed the combined energy amount produced by
entire Middle East. This is just the story of Thar Coal while Dr. Samar Mubarkmand,
a renowned scientist and Member Science and Technology Planning Commission,
suggested several other coal reserves like Chamalang coalfield (with approximately
50 million tons reserves), Kost-Sharnag-Hanai coal field (76 million tons), Dukki (51
million tons), Quetta (51 million tons), Lakhra (1.1 millions tons) and Salt Range
(235 millions tons). Dr Mubarakmand reported that coal reserves are also available
in powder form under water and Pakistan could produce 50,000 megawatt electricity
and 100 million barrel diesel just through the gasification of these reserves. Not only
that the state has several alternatives to combat energy crisis as through renewable
energy resources in the form of wind-energy, solar-energy and tidal-energy etc.

Then we have our fertile land. Pakistan is one of the world's largest
producers and suppliers of the following according to the different sources i.e. Food
and Agriculture Organization of The United Nations and FAOSTAT given here with
ranking; Chickpea (2nd), Apricot (6th), Cotton (4th), Milk (5th), Date Palm (5th),
Sugarcane (5th), Onion (7th), Kinnow, mandarin oranges, clementine (6th),
Mango (4th), Wheat (7th), Rice (14th) in the world. At present, though 21 century
has been considered as ‘Food Insecurity Era’. But the experts claim that if proper
work is done on our land with modern technologies and methodologies, it can export
its agricultural products to several countries. Apart from that the guality and taste of
these are recognized by world.

Birbal was the savant and sagest minister of Mughal Emperor Akbar the Great.
He was most trusted advisor to the Emperor in his council of advisors. He was not just
the advisor to Akbar but also a good friend and companion to him. Birbal was often
appreciated for his wit and wisdom involving humorous exchanges. He was believer of
Din-i-Ilahi (universal religion of peace and equality) that Akbar propounded during his
reign.

Birbal was born in 1528 in a Brahamin family at Ghoghara, a district of Madhya
Pardesh. His real name was Maheshdas Bhatt. He was brought up in a middle class
family and educated in regional and Persian language. Apart from that he was well
versed in poetry, prose and philosophy. The Emperor Akbar was inspired by his
intelligence and intellect and thus invited him at royal court and bestowed him with new
name-Birbal (Bir means Brain and Bal means Strong). Later on Akbar also conferred him
the title of Raja. He was made wazir-e-azam (chief minister) in administration and
military departments of Mughal Empire. He is often quoted for his sage answers that he
used to give. These replies were often the amalgamation of humor and sanity. Some of
these are worth to be quoted here. Once the Emperor asked the Birbal to tell a sentence
that may please him when he is unhappy and aggrieve him when he is happy. Birbal
replied that, '7hese moments have to be passed!’

At some other time, Emperor Akbar saw a woman hugging and kissing a very
dark, ugly and unattractive child. He was very surprised to see that. He thought and
thought but could not think why? He asked Birbal that why she was doing that to such
an unattractive child. Birbal replied innocently, "Huzoor, he must have been her own
child. For every mother her own child is the most beautiful child in the world. The
Emperor did not seem to be convinced with this explanation, and Birbal had guessed this
from the Emperor's face. Next day, in the presence of the Emperor, Birbal ordered a
Guard to present the most beautiful child in the world in the court. Next day, the Guard
brought a more unattractive and ugly child with buck teeth and his hair stood like a
porcupine and presented to the Emperor. "This is the most beautiful child in the world,
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Your majesty." the Guard stammered. The Emperor asked, "How do you know that he is
the most beautiful child in the world?" "Your Majesty, I went home and posed my
problem to my wife. She told me to bring our child to the court." the Guard replied

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Implemenitation of A Durable Health
Policy in Pakistan

It is a pity that the Constitution of the World Health Organization as adopted by
the International Health Conference, New York on 19-22 June, 1946; signed on 22 July
1946 by the representatives of 61 States (Official Records of the World Health
Organization, no. 2, p. 100) and entered into force on 7™ April 1948, has not been
amended yet and the same exists so far which-has failed to give the required results
according to the increasing census of the world. So it will not be extension to add here
that maintenance of the health is a major problem in the world including Pakistan as the
states and their rulers have never paid a remarkable attention towards this problem.

However it is a fact that health is wealth but when we define it further more we
will not hesitate to say that health is a state of complete physical, mental and social well-
being and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity; therefore, it is very important
to maintain the health. If there is good health, there is a pleasant life. It is also a truth
that healthy people make wealthy nations. This old quotation is proving true today as
many developed and the priority in their national agenda. Unfortunately, Pakistan lags
far behind in providing quality health care to its citizens.

The factors responsible for the poor health standards in Pakistan are a low
literacy rate, increasing population, over crowing, constant political instability and the
resultant lack of government emphasis on health issues. However, instead of just
lamenting the current state of affairs in Pakistan, a good citizen would furnish a solution.
Preventive medicine must be given the top priority to the health care policy in Pakistan.
Efforts should direct to educate the public on primary health care initiatives. The addition
of health education as a separate subject in primary schools would be a positive step in
this direction. Children can be taught basis principles about the importance of hand
washing prior to eating. They should be made aware of the problems of food
contamination by files that leads to unpleasant consequences like abdominal pain,
diarrhea, fever and jaundice. Not only children will benefit from this education, but what
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is more they will educate their parents, neighbors and relatives as well. The media
including television and newspapers should participate in promoting public awareness on
primary health care issues. Blood transfusion is a frequent and unavoidable medical
necessary. It can be life saving as well as life threatening resulting in disabilities. Recent
reports in different magazines reveal that the good used in most transfusion centers is
screened only for Hepatitis-B. As a result hepatitis-C and HIV spread among
unsuspecting recipients of blood. Hepatitis in Pakistan is already crowded with patients.
Worse still, a survey of government hospitals reveal that inadequately sterilized needless
are used frequently.

Despite efforts of world health organization (WHO) to vaccinate people in third
world countries, the results in Pakistan have been quite unsatisfactory. In order to
improve the country’s health care system, the graduating doctors should be trained to
provide primary health care to their patients. Common diseases such as diarrhea, various
infections like typhoid, Malaria and Amebiasis should be the focus of research in
Pakistan. Most doctors trained in Pakistan have little training relative to issues that really
helps their patients. The resultant frustration causes the emigration of the intelligent |
ones to foreign countries in pursuit of better training opportunities abroad. Another
important issue is rampant drug addiction, especially among the youth. Narcotics are !
used by addicts via intravenous or inhalational routes. One addict in the family can '
spread the disease to other members. Similarly, inhaled drugs can lead to serious lung
and heart problems.

Unfortunately here in Pakistan, drug addicts are regarded as “Bad People” and
the reasons behind leading to their bad behavior are not identified. Mostly the reasons
for taking drugs are found to be poverty and disease. There is some hearsay about the
alleged involvement of law enforcers in the distribution and sale of drugs for their own
selfish gains. This practice if does exist must be eliminated. In conclusion, it can be said
that the implementation of an intelligent health policy in Pakistan will have a major
impact on the health care of the people.
