A. First the Academics

It is a matter of great pleasure and honour for the Editorial Board of the college to
publish some of the achievements of the NOBLE ALUMNI of Pakistan.

The personality of General S.P Shahid, his stature and caliber, needs no introduction but
for the readers some words are briefly stated.

General S.P Shahid is one of the prominent Petarians. He was born on 10" June 1950.
He joined Cadet College Petaro in class 8" in 1962. He was allotted Ayub House with Kit no. 332.
He achieved a virtually legendary position in the annals of Petaro and amongst Petarians. He has
been a figure whom the most Petarians look up to. He was awarded Badge of Honour and Stick
of Honour for his overall best performance in Academics, Sports and Co-curricular Activities in
SSC and HSC levels. He rose up to Senior Under Officer in 1966-67, the highest appointment
given to a cadet.

He was an all rounder while he was also the best sportsman. In the Matric Board
Examination he stood first in the district. He was the captain of college cricket team and led the
at the ICCST tournament in 1966. He was amongst the famous forties in 1966.

After Intermediate he was selected in Pakistan Army for 41° PMA Long Course in 1967
and was commissioned in Baloch Regiment. While he was at PMA he was the first cadet who
was awarded with Sword of Honour, President’s Gold Medal and the Norman Gold Medal. This
is a unique record, yet to be broken. Overall he won six of the possible nine individual awards.
He participated in 1971 war at the Sialkot Sector.

Throughout his career in army, he was chosen for some of the most prized
appointments in Command & Staff Instructional institutions. Besides being a Brigade major he
remained Chief of Staff of Corps and Director General Joint Staff Headquarters. He was in the
faculty of PMA School of Infantry and Tactics and Command and Staff College Quetta.

General had the privilege of commanding an infantry battalion, two infantry brigades,
two infantry divisions and a corps. He was Deputy Commander of United Nations Protection
Force in Bosnia in 1995. He was also the contingent commander of all Pakistani forces in Bosnia.
He is the first Petarian to become a Three STAR GENERAL and retired as Corps Commander
BAHWALPUR 2005.

Recently, General S.P Shahid visited Cadet College Petaro, his alma mater on 27
February, 2013. He delivered a very wonderful and fruitful lecture on the topic of Ignition.
According to his beliefs, life starts with an accident. Every human is born free with all the
possible equivalent natural capabilities but it is ignition which makes the real difference. He
stated that Einstein during his high school time was very innovative failure but his failing

techniques somewhat amazed his teachers. He always thought different from rest and that
thing distinguished him from the rest. General SP Shahid displayed a very famous painting
containing hundred men who revolutionized the world. He showed Jinnah, Gandhi, Newton,
Einstein Nelson Mandela, Abraham Lincoln and many more personalities were included in that
picture.

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HUMILITY

In English, the word "humility" comes from the Latin root word which means
“ground." Humility, or being humble, means that one is modest, submissive and respectful,
not proud and arrogant. You lower yourself to the ground, not elevate yourself above
others. In prayer, Muslims prostrate themselves to the ground, acknowledging human
beings' lowliness and humility before the Lord of the Worlds.

In the Quran, Allah uses several Arabic words which convey the meaning of
"humility." Among these are: tada'a and khasha'a. Tad’a: ‘Before thee we sent messengers
to many nations, and We afflicted the nations with suffering and adversity, that they call
Allah in humility. When the suffering reached them from us, why then did they not call
Allah in humility? On the contrary, their hearts became hardened, and Satan made their
sinful acts seem alluring to them’. (Al-Anaam 6:42-43) Call on your Lord with humility and in
private, for Allah loves not those who transgress beyond bounds. Do not mischief on the
earth, after it has been set in order, but call on Him with fear and longing in your hearts, for
the Mercy of Allah is always near to those who do well. (Al-Araf 7:55-56) Khasha’a:
Successful indeed are the believers, those who humble themselves in their prayers... (Al-
Muminoon 23:1-2) Has not the time arrived for the believers that their heartsin all
humility should engage in the remembrance of Allah and of the Truth which has been

revealed to them? (Al-Hadid 57:16)

The word humility literally means to fall or bow down, to stop to crouch, and to
humbly beseech. A person who adopts humility kills his vanity, and develops virtue.
Humility is not simply a matter of self-denial, self-negation, and the like. The basic essence
of humility begins with the acknowledgment that our power and existence is not our own.
Without this awareness of the illusory nature of our proprium [selfhood], our self image, any
self-denial or self-negation we engage in will be fruitless and ineffective; our humility will be
less than sincere or genuine. The point is not to make ourselves miserable, but to avoid the
false pleasures of the illusory, unenlightened thinking. Humility is not the presence of low
self-esteem; it is the absence of false pride, or an overly high self-esteem. It is to
acknowledge how it is with us and God Muslims constantly strive to remember and practise
Islamic virtues, and put them into practice throughout their daily lives. Among these great
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lslamic virtues are submission to Allah, self-restraint, discipline, sacrifice, patience,
brotherhood, generosity, and humility. Humility is equivalent to submission to Allah. We
should abandon all selfishness and pride in our human power, and stand humbled, meek,
and submissive as servants of Allah above all else.

Islam came and demanded of them, before anything else, to submit themselves
wholly to the one and only Creator, and abandon all pride, arrogance, and feelings of self-
sufficiency. Many among the pagan Arabs felt that this was an outrageous demand - to
stand as equals with each other, in submission to Allah alone. For many, these feelings did
not pass - indeed we still see them today in much of the world's people, and unfortunately,
sometimes in ourselves. Human presumptuousness, insolence, arrogance, elevated self-
worth, around us everywhere. We have to fight it in our own hearts.

Indeed, the sin of /blis (Satan) was his arrogant refusal to submit himself to the will
of Allah. He believed himself of elevated status - better than any other creation - and he
continues to whisper to us, encouraging our pride, arrogance, love of wealth and status. We
must always remember that we are nothing - we have nothing - except what Allah blesses us
with. We can do nothing of our own power.

If we are arrogant and proud in this life, Allah will put us in our place and teach us
humility in the next life, by giving us a humiliating punishment. Better that we practise
humility now, before Allah alone and among our fellow human beings. Muslims are
reminded that Allah is their Creator and they should humbly submit and worship Him Alone.
In prayer, Muslims humbly prostrate to the ground, in symbolic recognition that without
Allah's constant guidance and support, people would be lost. The Qur'an advises, “Call on
your Lord with humility and in private, for Allah loves not those who transgress beyond
bounds” (Qur'an 7:55).

The dress of a Muslim is @ means to observe modesty, decency, and respect. But
beyond clothing and dress, Muslims try to be decent in their behavior as well. Foul language
is discouraged, as is excessive joking and noisy banter. Muslims strive toward humility in
their worship of God and in their conduct with others on earth. Modesty is an attitude, a
demeanor; in Arabic, the term used for modesty is ‘haya’, which also means to be bashful or
shy — the opposite of arrogant. Both men and women are commanded in Islam to be
modest, to observe humility in their interactions with each other, and to be quiet and
humble in demeanor.

Once ‘Umar bin Al-Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him) saw a man who, while

performing Prayer, was totally withdrawn and dispirited, as if coming from among the dead.
‘Umar reacted angrily to such attitude and said to the man, “Do not incorporate into our
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religious rites from aspects of death. Submissiveness is that of the heart not of appearance.”
‘Umar was famous for his saying “O Allah! | seek refuge in you from fake submissiveness.”
People said, “What is fake submissiveness?” ‘Umar replied, “To have a humble body, but not
a humble heart.” Ash-Shifa’ bint *Abdullah saw some youth walking listlessly, so she asked,
“Who are those people?” “They are ascetics,” was the answer. She commented, “'Umar,
though a real ascetic, used to walk quickly, speak loudly, and hit severely,” indicating that he
was strong.

Quran most frequently describes worship as “Ibadah”. “Ilbadah” is the root of the
word ‘ubudiyyah, which means to express ones humility or humbleness, and as with most
Arabic words there are many shades of meaning. Ibadah involves more than an awareness
of humility. It is the complete sense of humbleness that overcomes one who is totally
submitted to the will of God, the Almighty. Worship is submission to God, the essential part
of submission is humility. “So glorify the praises of your Lord and be of those who prostrate
themselves (to Him).” (Quran) “And the slaves of God are those who walk on the earth in
humility and calmness, and when the foolish address them (with bad words) they reply back
with mild words of gentleness.” (Quran 25:63)

Truly, we can live a happy and peaceful life if we follow humility in proper sense as
explained above. The plight of Muslim societies is that we have involved in personal gain and
in self pride and it has hampered our souls to progress in achieving Allah’s will and as a
result we have gone away from true submissiveness and humility. The humility can bring us
many opportunities to abandon our qualms and bad feelings among Muslims and humans. If
we spread the true message of humility to our youth we can root out extremism and

| have a staunch belief that God has bestowed a specific talent in the youth of Pakistan. It
has been observed that whenever they are kept in competition with people of various
countries, they have presented themselves talented and vigorous. During this year, students
of various renowned educational institutes of Pakistan participated in international
conferences and contests. They have maintained the trend of excellence. One of such events
is participation by two outstanding students Shahbaz Khattak and Moeez Lodhi from Pak-
Turk School Islamabad in International Computer Projects Competition at Romania. They
earned silver medal when they presented their designed project of Automatic Meter Reader
(AMR). It can relieve us from load-shedding to much extent.

AMR facilitates the billing procedures as it collects accurate consumption data of electricity,
gas and water meters without involving meter readers. Once accurate information is
provided to central database company, it saves public to pay predicted and estimated bills.
Including this it reduces the labor as after it there is no need to visit from place to place to
check the readings.

The designed meter can detect the faults and thus these can be resolved easily. It is a good
solution to plug energy theft. Along with improving the energy management it can detect
the illegal connection, tempering and wastage of energy. It can cover around Rs. 250 billion
annually lost on energy theft.

Including all these the designers of the project claimed that their designed meter could
switch off the air conditioners and other home appliances which consume too much energy.
Currently the country is facing severe energy crisis even then around 5000MW of energy is
consumed by air conditioners during summer. So the meter will enable the energy control
department to reduce the use of such costly devices when the country cannot afford these.

The country should appreciate such participating educational institutes in general and the
designers of this project in particular. The measures should be taken to put the project in
practice as soon as possible. By this way, on the one hand we will overcome electricity theft
and on the other hand, Pakistani Scientists will be introduced in the world.

Dengue fever is a mosquito borne viral disease caused by four strains of viruses
which are transmitted to humans through bites of infected female aides’ mosquitoes only
during daytime especially around the time of sunrise and sunset. Breeding of such
mosquitoes takes place in clean water like container drum, bucket and stagnant water.

The egg of an aids mosquito can hatch into larva in less than a day under optimal
conditions. The Larva then takes about four days to develop in pupa from which an adult
mosquito emerges after two days. Three days after the mosquito bites person and takes in
blood. It lays eggs and the cycle begins again.

Sign and symptoms:
-Flu like symptoms and suffer high grade fever.

_Frontal Headache and pain behind the eyes

-Severe joint and muscle pain.

_Nausea, vomiting and skin rashes later on.

-In Severe cases (Dengue Hemorrhage fever or VHF (viral hemorrhage fever) occurs in which
bleeding from nose, mouth and other parts of body may occur.

INCUBATION PERIOD:- From being bitten by an infected mosquito oneé develops symptoms
usually from 02 to 07 days.

MANAGEMENT AND PREVENTION:- There is no specific treatment. The severe pain can be
relieved by Paracetamol and Aspirin should be avoided. Corticosteroid has also not been
preferred. No any existing antiviral are offective. Patients are nursed under a mosquito net,
breeding places of aides mosquitoes should be abolished and the adults destroyed by
spraying insecticides.

In severe cases likes DHF/VHF if there is sharp decline in platelets count in major
manifestation and there is all possibility that any further decline in it may turn out to be fatal
so that type of cases we transfuse blood especially platelets, which help to coagulate the

blood so bleeding time becomes normal.

PRECAUTIONARY MEASU RES:-

1) Water container, including tanks, drums, buckets etc, should invariably be kept
covered, flower beds and pots should be kept dry or replace water after 24 hours.
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2) Proper clothing to ensure covering whole body especially at sunset and sunrise time,
mosquito repellent lotions should be used on the exposed parts of the body. Fly
proof nets should be used to prevent movement of mosquitoes.

DENGUE THREAT:-

Consider the fact that stagnant water after monsoon downpours provides an ideal
breeding ground for including those that transmit the dengue virus. Fever is a global
threat. The W.H.O says that 2.5 billion peoples may be at risk from virus in Pakistan,
Dengue epidemics have been occurring regularly since 2006, so W.H.O recommends
that the best way to combat dengue is to target the mosquitoes that transmit the
virus. The global body suggests the proper disposal of solid waste, better water
storage practices and spraying areas where mosquitoes are bred should be ensured
to prevent the spread of dengue.

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Pakistan Needs a Hugo Chavez

Venezuelan President Hugo Rafael Chavez (1954-2013), a solider turned politician,
coloured his country with his revolutionary social policies and took it out of several
problems like poverty, corruption and unemployment. He raised oil export rate of his
country and boosted its economy.

His death, on March 7, left so many eyes full of tears as along with his determination
for human welfare, his two years struggle against cancer made him hero among people. He
earned immense love and respect from poor and working class during his rule of 14 years
(1999-2013). He raised the profile of Venezuela and was a ray of hope to the poorest
people.

Hugo Chavez curbed those social evils in Venezuela from which Pakistan is suffering
today. The Report issued by ‘The Guardian’ gives a comparative analysis of circumstances
before and after Hugo Chavez Rule. He controlled unemployment and lessened it to 7.6 %
(2009) from 14.5 % (1999), reduced the poverty rate to 8.5 % (2011) from 23.4 % (1999) and
increased oil exports to $60 billion (2011) from $14.4 billion (1999). The circumstances were
supposed to get yet better if he would have got further chances to rule the state.

Pakistan is at the threshold of devastation as it is tormenting from all of above
problems along with many others as well. It is in the stern of need of a Hugo Chavez who can
revolutionize the state policies and circumstances. The position of Pakistan shown in UNDP’s
Human Development Report 2013 is not inspiring at all as it stands at 146 out of 186
countries, measured through Human Development Index (HDI). It specifies last three as
worse in its history. The Report mentioned that its expenditure on social development fields
is less than even under developing African countries. The poorest Democratic Republic of
Congo spends 6.2 % of GDP on education and 1.2% on health, while Pakistan spends 1.8% of
GDP on education and 0.8% on health. Even tragic is the fact that 49% of our people live in
poverty, below the acceptable required diet.
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Hugo Chavez was of the opinion that if civilian government fails to run the state
properly and protect its poorest ones then military has a task to step in for the welfare of
the country. He was not satisfied with his civilian predecessors as he noticed the extreme
poverty among Venezuelan working class. He preceded a revolutionary movement with the
help of his military colleagues and took control over regime of President Carlos Andres Perez
after long struggle. Truth is often bitter but truth is truth, the history of Pakistan is witness
that state has somehow remained under control during military regimes. From its
independence to 1959-60, almost seven Prime Ministers were changed and circumstances
were getting worse. These were curbed to much extent when Field Marshal Ayub Khan took
over. Except few eras as that of Zulifgar Ali Bhutto, the most of civilian regimes have been
less inspiring including last democratic but disappointing era.

Along with solving the problems of Pakistan, a change in the behavior of ruling class
is also a need of the hour. Hugo Chavez believed to pursue people by love, cooperation,
sincerity and his excellent sense of humor. He reformed the mentality of people and spread
cognizance among people. He proved himself unique not only in the history of Latin America
but throughout the world. He responded people via phone calls in his TV and radio
programs, discussed his revolutionary policies, shared jokes and anecdotes, sung songs with
the intention to spread love and amiability among the rulers and the masses.

But the things are other way round in case of our rulers. They are much away from
the approach of common people except during the season of election. Most of them expect
the votes from the rural areas but live at metropolitan cities as they have got bungalows and
properties there. It is comic to mention that recently a politician (and an election candidate)
went to lament over the death of a relative of his voter; but when he reached there he came
to know that the voter left the village three years before.

In the current scenario of the country, people are pessimistic in case of their rulers
and general circumstances of the country. Pakistan needs somebody who could idealize the
image of politics and a politician as mental revolution is need of the hour.

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Study of Effects of Working Mothers on the

Development of Children in Pakistan

In the developing countries like Pakistan women have to play double role; they need to play the
role of a mother as well as that of a labor force at workplace. But indeed the former one is of
much significance. A mother is important specifically because she spares much time for her
children than anybody else thus she has strong influence on the attitudes, behavior and abilities
of children. Mother care has been major issue in developing countries of the world because
children require mother care more than anything else for progress and prosperity ahead.

It is very hard to decide for a mother whether to stay at home or work out of home. She should
ask herself main purpose of working. She should compare her earning with the needs of children
or home and should set priorities accordingly. She needs to know the financial position of the
family. She has to decide whether working out of home is her need or interest. She may work
out for family in case it needs financial assistance from her. Women of today face so many
challenges. Some of them initiate their career while others wait for it till their children grow to
school ages. Some of them work by their own choice while others are forced to work. But it has
been seen that doesn’t matter whether she works or stays at home, she can play an active role
of mother if she pays pure attention to children, spends much time with them, shows genuine
love and builds true relation with them.

It has been proved by experiments and research that much part of child’s cognitive, affective and
psychomotor growth takes place during his or her first three years.

It is the part of social change and
pressure that cannot be stopped. The increasing trend of mother’s employment has no negative
effect on child’s development. On the other hand, the opponents opine that the most important
period of child’s development is first few years. If mother of a child does not properly attend her
child at this crucial period then the child may get victim of detachment, emotional disruption and
mistrust in the relation. Working mothers have been observed responsible and beneficial for
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children in some cases while in other cases their children become less socialized, less
psychological and emotionally mature and more aggressive.

General poverty and inflation has increased the trend of mothers’ employment. Moreover
working and educated mothers prove more beneficial for education and training of their children

as compare to those who are staying at home.

There is lot of difference between working and non-working mothers. Some mothers believe
that working mothers are selfish because they are giving preference to their job and money, not
to their children. But the fact is other way round. Unemployed mothers generally gets victim of
depression and once her child realizes her sadness, he get disturbed as well. On the other hand,
working mothers remain fit and beneficial. They set a kind of example before their children with

reference to learn to fulfill responsibilities.

Children get much care
from working mothers in the form of joy, toys, caring staff and their children to play with. They
get more love from mothers coming from offices.

absence.

Research has proved that there is no fundamental difference between the children of working
mothers and those of non working mothers. The score of girls of working mothers remain high as
compare to the boys; and same was the performance of girls in case of non-working mothers.
The education, training and growth of children depend on healthy interaction of home and
school. Working mother faces so many challenges at home as well as office. ;

It has been observed that attachment between working mothers and children is decreasing
because they remain outside of home most of the time. It is very risky for the children when
early attachment is disrupted and they may be victim of mental disorder and inferiority complex
and if they are not properly taken care of at their early age.

The infant development of children is affected by the job of the mothers. None can play the role
of the mother. Working mothers often forget the basic needs of children as proper sleeping
duration, regular physical exercises, hygiene diets and constant discipline etc. When mothers are
unable to give due time to their children then they began to trust others. Moreover when
children do not find their mothers around them, they lose their confidence and become the
victims of anxiety, insecurity and mistrust.

Job of the mother does not affect the cognitive development of the children. It is natural that
some children are found good at knowledge and comprehension while others at evaluation and
application. Mothers believe that cognitive development depends on heredity (that is natural)
and environment (that is artificial and can be changed). Every mother tries to provide best
environment to her children. Working mothers have more influence over career development of
children while the children of non-working mothers take the decisions independently.

It has been seen that job of the mother does not affect the social development of the children. In
absence of the mothers he develops social relations with other people. This trend is increasing
day by day and that makes them socially strong, mentally alert and physical strong. This also
creates a sense of commitment.

The emotional development of the children is severely affected by prolonged absence of mother
around them when she goes for work. It causes psychological and mental disturbance as none
can equalize the love of mother. It makes mothers feel guilty and children deprived. Working
mothers return home tiredly and become unresponsive that affects child’s mental development.
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Mother’s employment doesn’t affect child’s language development because children learn the
language from the person who looks after them. The daughters of working mothers obtained
much scores in some tests of language comprising of reading, writing, speaking and listening.
Language may be affected if the person looking after the child does not speak child’s mother
tongue.

It has been seen that mother’s employment promotes self confidence in her children. The
daughter of working mother looks more competitive in traditional male dominant society.
Generally: girls take their mothers as their role model. Mother’s personality, nature, hard work,
mental health and morale set example before their children to follow. Working mothers do not
dri‘ffltceirentiate between son and daughter; such equal status grows self confidence in their
children.

Supervision and monitoring of children of working mothers suffer badly. When children are not
monitored properly, they begin to show negative effects in conduct and behavior. This creates
bad habits in them. They become naughty and mischievous. Thus check and balance from
mothers is the necessary part of child’s development.

Here are some suggestions in this regard;

1. Working mothers should spend qualitative time with their children and should be very careful
in this regard. They should pay sincere attention towards them.

2. They should avoid extra activities and should spend maximum time with their children once
they get free from the work. In this way emotional and attachment of infant would not suffer.

3. Generally lack of supervision and monitoring is observed. The working mothers should remain
in touch with children through phone or any other source once they are at work.

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Historical Fort of Umerkot, Sindh

The land of Sindh is a centre of perennial Indus civilization. It also has quite interesting and
fascinating history. The province of Sindh is embellished with so many forts having interesting
and historical backgrounds. Among such forts, the FORT OF UMERKOT tops the list. The fort is
located in the Umerkot city which is about 50 km from Mirpurkhas and 300 km from north of
Karachi.

The city of Umerkot is located in the province of Sindh, Pakistan this was once called as Amarkot.
This is city well connected with the other major cities like Karachi and Hyderabad. It is said to
have an area of 5608 sq. km. In history, the city also remained the capital of Sindh, and had
prominent importance during the Mughal and British era. The great Mughal king Akbar was born
in this city, and his birthplace is a famous visiting place of Umerkot. The land of Umerkot is very
fertile, and its main crops are wheat, cotton, chili, mustard and sugarcane. Umerkot is famous
for its traditional embroidery as an important source of earning for the folks.

The historical fort of Umerkot remains significant in the history of Sindh particularly in
association with folk story of Umar and Marvi, and being referred as the birth place of Mughal
Emperor Akbar. Originally it was built in eleventh century; however the present structure has
been made by the Kalhoras, rulers of Sindh in the eighteenth century. This fort remained under
the control of different Mughals, Rajputs, Talpurs and Kalhora rulers. The fort is roughly
rectangular in plan measuring 292m x 228m. The fortification wall, 3m in width, gives a tapered
look both on the exterior and interior. At present one of the bastions has completely vanished
while still another reduced to shambles. The main gate, also known as Shahi Darwaza is a
crooked type of entrance, and the walls of the fort made up of sun-dried bricks, and simple mud.
Close to one of the bastions, on the bricks making the facing of the Gate there seem impressions
of Raja Ratan Singh’s horse hoofs which had tried to cross over when its master was about to be
hanged in the fort by the British. As one enters the fort, the first and the foremost place one can
see is the Museum.

It was inaugurated in 1968 and was placed in the middle of the great Thar Desert. It exhibits nice
collection of ancient jewelry, statues, rare manuscripts, paintings, old photographs, specimens of
calligraphy, ammunition and models of Thar culture. Some cannon balls and stone carvings
retrieved from random excavation in the fort are displayed in the open outside the museum.
This museum has a great monument titled as Yaadgar-e-Shuhudaa’-e- jang 1971 (Monuments of
the martyrs of the 1971 battle). This monument contains a brief description about all the martyrs
from Umerkot who fought in any battle for this country.

Almost in the center of the fort, in front of the main entrance or Shahi Gate mentioned earlier, is
a large watchtower. The Watchtower is a little over 17m. The Watchtower is made of with burnt-
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bricks, also clearly showing many repairs at different times of history. On the top of the burj are
fixed seven cannons with their barrels jetting out of the parapet. These cannons rest on
platforms constructed on an equal distance from each other. Immediately south of the burj is a
British period circuit house still in use even after over hundred years of its existence. In addition
to the main Shahi gate the fort now has two simple entrances-one with a rampart on the outside
opens on the Umerkot-Mirpurkhas road, a little east of the northwestern bastion while other
doorway opens in the middle of the western fortification wall, opposite to Circuit House. Both of
these entrances, devoid of any special features, are simple doorways probably opened during
the British period.

No doubt the Umerkot fort is a place of immense beauty and unsustainable pleasure. You can
say it as an oasis for the lovers of history in the desert of today's modern world. Indeed it is a
source of peeping into our history and extracting certain lessons to learn from the adventures
and the misadventures of the rulers of the time.

But on assuring no harm to them, people told him reality that most of them did
not want to see his face because he was a barren king and he was a symbol of harm. Getting much
irritated by their answer, he returned home. His wife Rani Mainade (daughter of Jaisalmer’s king)
suggested him to have pilgrimage to Dwarka (home of Lord Krishna) and persuade him for blessing of
son.
Grieved Ajmal left for sacred temple at Dwarka. He reached there and began to express his sorrows
and urged the idol of Lord Krishna to tell him the reason of such severe punishment of being
deprived of child. Idol did not answer to his repeated enquires. Enraged Ajmal threw a ‘laddu’ (round
shaped sweet) at the head of the idol and began to rebuke at it. The priest of the temple considered
him mad and in order to get rid of him he suggested the king to speak directly to Lord Krishna who
dwells down in the Arabian Sea. The undaunted king dived into the sea and is said to have met the
Lord.
It was the state of ecstasy for King Ajmal who saw the light of Lord Krishna before him. But the thing
that much surprised him was the blood at the fore head of Lord Krishna. On enquiring by Ajmal, Lord
Krishna answered that it was a token of love from his devotee. Ajmal remembered that it was
nobody else but he himself was responsible for he had thrown ‘laddu’ to the idol. Lord Krishna was
much pleased by his piety and obstinate faith, and thus he promised Ajmal that incarnation of
Kirishna will take birth at Ajmal’s home as his son. Ajmal was told two signs of his arrival-first there
will be footmarks of his arrival at the door and secondly all the water at home will get converted into
milk. Soon thereafter, the royal couple gave birth to boy whom they named as Bhiram Dev. After
some time, the incarnation Lord Krishna took birth at his home and was named as Ram Dev.
The life of Ram Dev Pir was full of adventures and miracles. It is said that in the childhood Ram Dev
urged his parents to arrange a horse toy for him. For that purpose his mother gave a precious piece
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of cloth to horse maker and asked him to make a wooden horse and get it covered with that piece of
cloth. But toy maker kept that piece of cloth for himself and used some other piece of cloth to cover
that horse for Ramdev. When Ram Dev sat on the wooden horse, it flew and disappeared in the sky.
His parents got angry over toy maker and imprisoned him. After some time Ram Dev returned and
blamed toy maker of cheating. The toy maker confessed his crime and begged forgiveness. Ram Dev
forgave him. Today the wooden horse covered with clothes is the most important offering at the
temples dedicated to him. i

The fame of the Ram Dev reached far and wide. It is believed that once some Muslim saints came to
visit him as they had listened a lot about miraculous life of Ram Dev. Ram Dev offered meal to them,
on which they said that they take meal only in their personal utensils which are in Mecca so they
can’t have lunch. Ram Dev by his divine powers made those utensils appear before them. Since that
time Muslims venerate him as ‘Ram Shah Pir’ or ‘Rama Pir’.

Throughout his life Ram Dev preached universal brotherhood and undermined all the differences
based on caste, colour, creed and religion. He used to tell his devotees that apart from religious
rituals, the practical piety is also needed to please the Lord. He himself used to visit with common
people, resolving their problems and comforting them. He insisted that only things or deeds done for
the sake of others will be counted at the Day of Judgment and whatever a person does for himself
will simply be ignored.

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Strengthening Speaking Skills

Effective communication skills have been the need of the hour for modern education in any
department or field of study. The competence and cognizance of the person proves futile if
he is not fluent and eloquent. It is only the command over language that develops self
confidence in the person and considered a passport to progress.

The first and foremost factor for learning any language is simply to be in touch with that
particular language. Once the learner is not practising what he learns then everything goes
in vain. | generally give the example of child who learns his language with the passage of
time without learning grammar and vocabulary for it. | believe it is just the practice in the
form of imitation that makes him able to speak after several mistakes.

‘Fluency” and ‘Accuracy’ are two most common words used and required in English language
learning. ‘Fluency’ means a flow in the language without hesitation or hindrance. Generally
when job vacancies are announced, the employers ask for being fluent in English that simply
means that you should be able to express clearly and smoothly what you think. ‘Accuracy’ in
language means one should be accurate in three things-vocabulary, pronunciation and
grammar.

The importance of grammar in language learning has been a debatable question. Some
linguists believe that grammar proves to be a kind of barrier towards fluency in language
because once learner will try to think about the rules of grammar he or she won’t be able to
maintain smoothness in language. On the other hand some other language experts believe
that learners can’t form the right syntactic structures if they are ignorant from grammar
rules. They will not know the arrangement of sentence and relationship between words,
phrases and clauses. What | believe in language learning grammar should be taken as an
accessory component rather than necessary. It should be adapted in such limit that it may
not affect the fluency of the language.

Learners usually complain that vocabulary is the great hindrance towards the fluency in the
language. Most of the time they do not find right word at the right place thus they feel
hesitation and dare not to speak much. | believe there are ways to tackle this problem.
Firstly people generally use certain words, phrases or short questions to fulfill the gap
between two ideas or thoughts that they really want to deliver, for example after telling
something some people usually ask ‘am | right?’, ‘isn’t it?’, or they say ‘most of the time
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people think..”, or ‘l believe..” etc. These words or phrases prove helpful to maintain fluency.
Secondly words, phrases or idioms memorized can be helpful only when one is practising
them otherwise he will forget these with the passage of time and the efforts prove useless.
The way that | practiced is to form vocabulary sheets. The sheet includes five root words
along with their right pronunciation, past form and past participle form, derivatives,
meaning (one or more meanings for different contexts), their 3-4 synonyms and antonyms
and in the last using them in sentences. After this a sample paragraph is given which
includes all the words discussed above. In the last learners are given task to form paragraphs
using those words. Most paragraphs they will form clearer will be the meanings of those
words. Including all this the learners must utilize those words in verbal communication with
friends, siblings, teachers etc. In this way this problems can be resolved to much extent.

Including all this different activities recognized to strengthen speaking skills of the learners
including the Group Discussions, Brainstorming, Role Play, Storytelling, Story Completion,
Reporting, Picture Describing Activity, Picture Narrating Activity, Find the Difference Activity
and Interviews etc.

In an ideal language class, specifically of speaking, learners have more than seventy percent
participation. Thus almost all of above activities aim to let the learner participate as much as
possible. The teacher has the job just to provide them a kind of inspiration, find out flaws
and rectifying those.

LIFE OF
JHAH ABDUL LATIF BHITTAI

Cadet Sarfaraz Bhutto
Kit#9134())

Shah Abdul Latif was born in 1689 AD at village Hala Haveli of Taluka Hala, district
Hyderabad. In appearance, he was handsome man of average height. He was strong built,
had black eyes and bright face, with a broad and high forehead. He had a serious and
thoughtful look about himself and spent much of his time in contemplation and meditation,
since he was concerned about moral and spiritual evolution with the sole purpose of seeking
divine proximity. He would often seek solitude and contemplate on the issues chiefly man’s
spiritual life, the purpose of his being on the eartn and his ultimate destiny.

Although he was born in favored conditions, being the son of a well-known and very
much respected Sayed family, he never used his position for his self, nor did he show any
liking for the comforts of life. He was kind, compassionate, generous and gentle in his
manner of speech and behavior which won him the veneration of all those who came across
him. He had great respect for women and exercised immense reserve in dealing with them,
in the age when these qualities were rare. He hated cruelty and could never cause physical
pain to any man or even to an animal. He lived a very simple life of self-restraint. His food
was simple and frugal, so was his dress which was often deep yellow, the color of the dress
of Sufis or jogis, stitched with a black thread. Till this day, his relics are preserved at Bhit
Shah, some of which include a “T” shaped walking stick, two bowls, one pair of wooden
sandals and another of transparent stone, which he used for eating and drinking. His long
cap and black turban are also preserved.

In quest of religious truth, Shah Abdul Latif Bhitai travelled in many parts of Sindh
and also went to the border lands. He kept himself aloof of political scene of favoritism and
intrigues which were going on at the rise in the era of the Kalhoras to power during this
time, though he was much respected by some of the members of this dynasty and could
have benefited by it. He did not visit towns of cities but went to hills and valleys where he
met Sufis and jogis, in whose company he wandered disguised, going to the Ganjo takkar-a
hill in south of Hyderabad and to the mountains in Las Bela on the border of Sindh and
Baluchistan. He was in the company of these “sanyasis” (spiritual leaders) for three years
anJ went with them to Hinglaj, Lakhpat, Nani at the foot of Himalayas and to Sappar Sakhi.

By the time he was a young man of twenty one years, he was to be known for his
piety, his ascetic habits and his absorption on prayers. Observation and contemplation were
chief traits of his character. A number of people flocked around him adding to the already
large number of his disciples.
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At this time, he was living with his father Shah Habib at Kotri, five miles away from
the present site of Bhit Shah. It was here that his marriage was solemnized in 1713 with Bibi
Sayedah Begum, daughter of Mirza Mughal Beg, a virtuous and intelligent lady, who was an
ideal companion for him. The disciples had great respect for her. He never involved himself
in the state of the affairs. He made himself a complete source of salvation and remedy from
worldly maladies. This great spiritual leader, musician and poet breathed his last in 1752
A.D. His devotees, followers and disciples celebrate his “Urs” on 14" Safar every year to
convey and commemorate his teachings and preachings.
