Mr. Moosa Lakhani, Lecturer in Islamiyat

It is indeed a truth that 'and man was created weak' and his presumptions
cannot be as effective as they need to be, therefore, he needs to consult a

manual for him that has everything of his concern. Allah swt has blessed humans
withthe ability to Process information and react as per their own desires.

Itisinyour own hands to plan early, and execute your emotions and actions accordingly, or not planand
regret later. Similarly, in the classroom scenario a teacher can plan as to how he will deal with the
emotions and actions of the students or rather face the consequences later. One of the toughest
situations fora teacheris when his student is facing trouble the teacher does not realize his concernsand
when the task is being given to him, the student does not respond in a proper manner rather confronts
the teacher in a rude way, which in return becomes the reason for a no-win confrontation. Technically
confrontation means a hostile or argumentative situation between two opposing parties, so, as 10
elaborate, it can be said that both the parties are actively participating in the same aggressive manner
and does not like the other to overcome the situation and over throw the other. It is a challenging
situation which can escalate badly and take shape of anxiety, depression, and stress for either of the
partiesorboth.

Educational scientists around the world describe two types of students; one is an easy student whois
apple of an eye for a teacher; he works on time, and is the one who is self-motivated about learningand
getting knowledge. He is the one who can go beyond limits to show his worth to the teacher. He believes
in time management and works in time and finishes as per requirement of teacher. Whilst other is the
case opposite and is named as difficult student, he is the one who is off-task most of the time, triesto
hide from the teacher, highly emotional, and stressed. It cannot be said that he was born this way, rather
he has a specific context which has moulded him in such a way that he cannot sometimes take into
account orders and instructions because he is not in the mood and there can be variety of reasons for
that.

Usually in boarding schools where discipline is the highest priority, you might find such cases, butif you
go around in private schools, especially where students come to socialize and take coaching in the
evenings, are the ones where confrontations are normal and are to be dealt in a calm and proactive
manner.

Being a teacher, | would not recommend entering into the class ignoring such confrontational cases. The
information can be obtained from the teachers teaching before, can also be taken by the class
representative, or by observing the class if it is totally new or you are new to them. Therefore, proactive
techniques to manage the class should be used, and by planning ahead certain objectives of their likes
and dislikes.

The more reactive you are it is less likely that you willbe
able to even control the situation, coming out of it is altogether another thing.
