The history of Content & Language Integrated Learning (CLIL) can be traced out from early 1990s; it has
sprung from the Eumpean Imguists' idea of plurilingualism in the education policy of Languages. It is
popularly known as CLIL in English, EMILE in French and BILI in German Language. European’s monolingual
educational policy compels European linguists to develop a multilingual educational system which offers
opportunities to European learners to learn and use other additional languages other than English. The
White Paper of European’s Commission of 1995, clearly express that every European citizen must have
competence in two community languages with their mother tongue, this attitude gives birth to Content
& Language Integrated Learning (CLIL). The term “Content & Language Integrated Learning (CLIL)" was
coined in 1994 by the experts of languages after a long debate and research under the European
Commission. Content & Language Integrated Learning CLIL is formerly known as Bilingual educational
approach or Content-Based Instruction (CBI). Content & Language Integrated Leaming (CLIL) is known
as “a dual focused educational approach,” where an additional language is used as a tool for teaching
and learning both the language and the content. Coyle (2010) argues that additional language is normally
a foreign language of the learner and it is also possible that it may be a second language of the learner
or it may be any local or community language. Marsh (2002} argues that the CLIL provides opportunities
to learners to learn or use another language for content or topic learning in a way that the learners
forgets the language but learns the topic although the objectives of CLIL is to give focus on both language
and content but main focus is always on the content not on the language (Marsh, 2002). Marsh (2002}
explains:

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TRIBUTE TO DR. RUTH PFAU

Blessed are the people who inculcate the feeling of humanism and serve humanity without any

discrimination of caste, creed or color. They transgress the boundaries erected by men for their selfish
desires. They believe that Allah Almighty loves those who look after His creations in need. Service, help,
cooperation, consolation and coordination know no discrimination, no limits, no boundaries. They are
great source of motivation for all of us.

Among such selfless and noble people, the name of German born Dr. Ruth Katherina Martha Pfau will
always be remembered with high regards. She was born 9 September 1929 at Leipzig Germany. She was
a physician and Catholic nun of the Society of the Daughters of the Heart of Mary. She moved from
Germany to Pakistan in 1961 and devoted more than 55 years of her life to fighting leprosy in Pakistan.
Pfau was honoured with the Hilal-i-Pakistan-, Hilal-i-imtiaz-, Nishan-i-Quaid-i-Azam-, and the Sitara-i-
Quaid-i-Azam award. She is often referred as Mother In 1960s, Pakistan severely suffered from disease
of leprosy. Leprosy is a contagious bacterial infection which primarily affects the nerves of the hand,
feet, skin, nose and upper respiratory tract. Amid such circumstances, she decided to dedicate her life
for service of people of Pakistan in fighting challenge of leprosy outbreaks. She once visited Leper’s
Colony behind McLeod Road, present I. I. Chundrigar Road, Karachi. She considered it her life’s calling
to help Pakistan eradicate leprosy. It is great pleasure to mention that in this regard Pfau contributed
to the establishment of 157 leprosy clinics across Pakistan that treated over 56,780 people. Due to her
persistent and selfless efforts, in 1996 Pakistan was declared leprosy free country earlier than most
other Asian countries,

The noble soul departed from this mortal world on 10 August 2017 at Aga Khan University Hospital
Karachi after being admitted there due to respiratory disorders. She once said, “Not all of us can prevent
awar; but most of us can help ease sufferings—of the body and the soul.”
