BISE Hyderabad:

This year also Board of Intermediate & Secondary Education, Hyderabad could not conduct th
examination of all subjects. However, the examinations of science subjects i.e., Mathematic!

Computer Studies, Chemistry, Physics and Biology were administrated. Our Cadets enthusiasticall
and actively appeared in the exams and produced an outstanding result.

It is pleasure to mention that in SSC-II Annual Board Exam, 105 Cadets appeared and all of then

secured Al grades by achieving exceptional percentage. Cadet Hassan Khalid Kit # 18160 (MQ
obtained A1l grade by securing the highest percentage in the college 96.82%.

Furthermore, we hope for the best results of the remaining classes.

FBISE Islamabad:

Itis a matter of immense delight and gratification to mention the outstanding result of our 63 Cadets
of Class X (SSC-II) from Federal Board of Intermediate & Secondary Education. They produced the

best results in Petaro’s history for FBISE. All 63 Cadets secured Al grades. Cadet M. Saeed Munir
Kit # 18093 (LQ) stood first in the college with the percentage of 99.09%.

In SSC-I Annual Board Exam (FBISE), 58 Cadets appeared, and 55 Cadets clinched Al grades.

The Travel is to Live

&

I always wanted to travel and I liked to explore the hidden and beautiful places
of earth. I believe traveling is a way of exploring yourself. As it is a famous
- — saym? ‘Travel makes one MODEST, you see what a SMALL PLACE you occupy in
the world'. Luckily, in Cadet College Petaro, cadets get a chance to travel at national and international level.
Every year a group of cadets visit different countries such as Germany, Australia, United Kingdom, China,
Turkey, and Azerbaijan.

Learning Chinese language is compulsory in our college. Cadet College Petaro arranges native Chinese
teachers for teaching Chinese language to cadets. Chinese government conducts Chinese International
Examination HSK (Hanyu Shuiping Kaoshi) three times in a year in which our cadets appear for the test of
different HSK levels for measuring their language skills. Here high achievers are awarded with the
Confucius scholarships; position holders and other cadets are sent for the Summer Camp Trip at China.
In 2019, HSK examinations were held and Alhammdullilah! I was shortlisted for the summer camp at China.
It was one of my greatest achievements that my dream became a reality. Honestly speaking, I never
thought that I would be given a chance of travelling to China. We, Asian group of 19 cadets were
instructed to submit our passports and documents to Chinese Language Department, CCP, and later on,
the visa procedure in the month of June started. Our group gathered in Gerray's Visa Center Karachi for
visa process. After 10 to 15 days, during our summer vacations, I got a message from the college that my
visa has been finalized and a list of all necessary things, instructions for luggage and date were conveyed
to me and my other fellows as well. That's all! I prepared myself to fly.

On Sunday 1st July, 2019, in evening around 8 pm I was waiting with my family for my flight at Jinnah
International Airport, Karachi. A few moments later I could see aﬁ 19 cadets along with 2 guardians from
our college; one of them was our collec];e Adjudant and other was teacher. There at airport, we were given
our flight tickets and passports. The airline in which we were about to fl¥ was Air China, and timing for the
departure was half past eleven at night. At around 9 pm, we waved our families a goodbye and proceeded
to the immigration counter desk. The flight duration was 9 hours from Karachi, Pakistan to Beijing, China.
"Air China Flight to Chengdu is ready to board", I heard the announcement. Finally, we landed on the
Chinese soil at Beijing International Airport. We rushed to the gate # 7, since we had a flight to catch.
The transit flight from Beijing to Chengdu took 3 hours. We had our lunch on the flight; I don't remember
much about the flight as I was tired and slept all the way to Chengdu. Chengdu is a sub-provincial city
which serves as the capital of Chinese province of Sichuan. It is one of the three most popular cities in the
western China. The city is located at the western edge of Sichuan Basin and sits on the Chengdu Plain.
Fhe Capital has a monsoon-influenced humid sub-tropical climate; it is warm in summer and has freezing
winters.

The culture is fantastic since it is an excellent place to witness, a performance of a traditional Sichuan
opera. Many of the ancient sites around Chengdu reflect the influence of Buddhism as well as the
agricultural history of the region.

The ex-cadets and our Chinese guides welcomed us at the airport. There, I came to know that some of the
ex-cadets of our college are studying in China. After reaching the hostel, we got our rooms. We stayed in
Sichuan Normal University; our summer camp was planned and arranged by the university administration.
Lunch was arranged at the Muslim canteen of the university and for the rest of the trip we also had to
take the rest of tﬁe meals at the Muslim canteen too. We ate our lunch, but before eating it, we expected
the taste of the food to be the same as we have in Pakistan, but we found it different, it was not in our
favour. However, somehow we managed.

The next day, in the morning after having breakfast, we went to the police station for identity verification.
[ experienced that the police was more cautious and responsible; I liked the way they responded and



worked. There were also women officers. Following day, we did nothing much and on the way back f=
the police station, we had a small but amazing city tour that was eye catching.

Our classes started, on the third day, we met our Chinese teachers. Learnin? about Chinese teaching =
history was a great experience. I also came to know about the geography of China. The main focus of
study tour was learning Chinese Lan%ua?e The thin%I liked about their educational system was
teac(uing methodolo?(y. I remember the first day of the class, as usual we all sat in the order like
arrange classes in Pakistan, when the teacher entered the classroom, and she ordered to make gro
and to turn around. "Why are you sitting like soldiers?” She asked. The students in China are frank v
their teachers; the process of teaching and learning is held in a friendly atmosphe

Other than taking classes, we had trips to different parts of the city. One of the areas we visited w
Chunxi Road. It was a pedestrianized shopping street in Chengdu. More than 700 shops can be fou
there including large shopping malls, departmental stores, supermarket, street balls and boutige
Chengdu Panda Research Base'is a non-profit research and breeding facility for giant pandas and ot~
rare animals. Chengdu base was founded in 1978 and initially was having 6 giant pandas that wz
rescued from the wild. By 2008, it had 124 panda births and the captive panda population has grown
83.1t was an amazing experience visiting the base.

Dujiangyan is an ancient irrigation system in Dujiangyan. The city is just 20 minutes outside of Cheng:
by high speed train. Our trip also includes a visit to the ancient city. The site requires a lot of walic=
Upon entering, we were greeted with a series of fantastic gardens with Koi ponds. The nice thing abe
Sichuan province is its raining a lot and the ponds were teeming with life and movement, brimming w
water, fish and energy. After relaxing in the garden, we headed towards north to see the irrigation projz
Eventually, we reached the fish mouth, whic% splits Main River into two parts.

We also visited the Wenshu Temple or Wenshu Monastery. It is a Buddhist temple located in Qing;
district of Chengdu city. One of the things that make the Wenshu temple interesting for visitors is that ¢
still an active and strong Buddhist temple that one can see both, the monks and the worshipping loc
The soothing smell of the burning incense fills the air, and the green lush park surrounding the tem;

' grounds help to create a serene mood. The huge complex is saig to have around 190 rooms and no %
than 300 Buddhist statues. But even if you didn't have enough time to see all of it, a little stroll around ¢
temple grounds will provide a memorable experience.

Another site, we visited was Jinsha Mueseum. Jinsha is the Chinese archeological site located in
Qingyang district of Chengdu. The site is the first major discovery of China in 21st century. It is listed
the UNESCO World Heritage Tentative List and major sites projected at the national lex

These were some of the places that we visited during our stay in China. When it was a time to retumn, I ¢
flashbacks of my two weeks here in China. The rich culture and history together with the incredible s:
made a permanent place in my heart and mind, but sadly, all good things come to an end. So wit
heavy heart, I left China to start another chapter of my life.

My experience in China has inspired and motivated me to return there, so in order to é;et hig
ech,.acation I will go again. During the visit of China, I made my new friends who gave me a good compa
Traveling is the only thing that people get to know one another; travelling is learning.

Various cosmological observations strongly suggest that there should be much more matter in our galaxy
and other galaxies that we can see. The most convincing observations are that stars on outskirts of spirai
galaxies like our milky way orbit too far and fast to be held in their gravitational field of all stars that we
observe. This includes that there should be much more matter in the outer parts of spiral galaxies

Cosmologists now believe that while the central part of spiral galaxies largely consists of ordinary stars,
these outskirts are dominated by dark matter that we cannot see directly.

In 1980's, it was assumed that dark matter consisted of ordinary matter protons, electrons and neutrons
or perhaps gas clouds, halo-objects and even black holes.

However recent study of formation of galaxies has led cosmologists to believe that a significant fraction
of the dark matter must be in different form from the masses of very light alimentary particles that are
predicted by modern theories of alimentary particles but yet not been detected experimentally.
