“Rocket launched by Petaro Cadets :

The Cadet College, Petaro yesterday
successfully launched a rocket and reco-
vered it back safely.

The rocket ‘Petaro I’ was fired from
a launching pad on the occasion of the
Armed Forces May. The firing was condu-
cted clectrically by a switch- The rocket
was made by the Rocketry Club, Cadet

College, Petaro.

This was the first successful experiment
of the newly established Club.

The rocket with a

thrust engine attained the height of about

quarter pound
soo feet. Large crowds had gathered to
witness the launching of the rocket. -APP".

Experiments were first made to test

the shape of the rocket, the design of
the fins, the pay load and the fuel to be
used. Then we decided to start off with
a light weight rocker, made of balsa
wood. This type of rocket can be reco-
vered by means of a mechanical device

fitted to the engine.
